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THE ANALYSIS OF LINGUISTIC DEVIATIONS MADE BY THE
RUSSIAN-SPEAKING STUDENTS IN THE PROCESS OF STUDYING
CHINESE

The article is aimed at studying topical issues of teaching Chinese to the
Russian-speaking students. The authors analyze the reasons of linguistic
mistakes and makes propositions concerning their eradication. Interference of
the Russian phonetic system causes errors while segmenting Chinese characters,
which affects a syntactical structure of the Chinese sentence.

The phonetic similarities in articulation of some Chinese sounds and
words by the Russian-speaking students are specified. The results of
mispronunciation of certain Chinese sounds and deviation from the Chinese
phonetic norms as well as semantic meaning are revealed.

There are given examples of inappropriate Chinese sentences made up by
the students under the influence of the “Russian-type” syntax.

The authors present some methods facilitating the improvement of the
Chinese language teaching. The innovative teaching techniques for the Chinese

teachers are described.
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
