4 TRENDS THAT WILL SHAPE THE FUTURE OF HIGHER EDUCATION

Since recently, schools and universities

have been forced to put a lot of their
teaching online. On the surface, this
seems to have spurred a series of
innovations in the education sector.
Colleges around the world embraced
more flexibility, offering both virtual

and physical classrooms. Coding is

making its way into more school
curricula, and the SAT exam for college
admission in the US has recently been
shortened and digitized, making it easier
to take and less stressful for students.

B

These changes might give the illusion

that education is undergoing some
much-needed reform. However, if we
look closely, these measures do not
address the real problems facing higher
education. In most countries, higher
education is inaccessible to the socio-
economically underprivileged, certifies

knowledge rather than nurtures learning,

and focuses on easily-outdated
knowledge. In brief, it is failing on both
counts of quality and access.

In the last year, we have started to see
examples of true reform, addressing the
root causes of the education challenge.
Below are four higher education trends
we see taking shape in 2022.

C

There is recognition that as schools

and universities all over the world had to
abruptly pivot to online teaching,
learning outcomes suffered across the
education spectrum. However, the
experiment with online teaching did
force a reexamination of the concepts of
time and space in the education world.
There were some benefits to students
learning at their own pace, and
conducting science experiments in their
kitchens. Hybrid learning does not just
mean combining a virtual and physical
classroom, but allowing for truly
immersive and experiential learning,
enabling students to apply concepts
learned in the classroom out in the real

world.

So rather than shifting to a “learn
from anywhere” approach (providing
flexibility),  education institutions
should move to a “learn from
everywhere”  approach  (providing
immersion). One of our partners, the
European business school, Esade,
launched a new bachelor’s degree in
2021, which

conducted on campus in Barcelona, and

combines  classes
remotely over a purpose-designed
learning platform, with immersive
practical experiences working in Berlin
and Shanghai, while students create
their own social enterprise. This kind of
course is a truly hybrid learning
experience.

D

Lectures are an efficient way of

teaching and an ineffective way of
learning. Universities and colleges have
been using them for centuries as cost-
effective methods for professors to
impart their knowledge to students.
However, with digital information
being ubiquitous and free, it seems
ludicrous to pay thousands of dollars to

listen to someone giving you

information you can find elsewhere at a
much cheaper price. School and college
closures have shed light on this as bad
lectures made their way into parents’
living rooms, demonstrating their
ineffectiveness.

Education institutions need to

demonstrate effective learning
outcomes, and some are starting to
embrace teaching methods that rely on
the science of learning. This shows that
our brains do not learn by listening, and
the little information we learn that way
is easily forgotten. Real learning relies
on principles such as spaced learning,
emotional learning, and the application
of knowledge.

The educational establishment has
gradually accepted this method, known
as 'fully active learning'. There is
evidence that it not only improves
learning outcomes but also reduces the
education gap with socio-economically
disadvantaged students. For example,
Paul Quinn College, an HBCU based in
Texas, launched an Honors
Program using fully active learning in

2020, combined with internships at

regional employers. This has given
students from traditionally marginalised
backgrounds the opportunity to apply
the knowledge gained at university in
the real world.

E

According to a recent survey, 96% of

Chief academic officers at universities
think they are doing a good job
preparing young people for the
workforce. Less than half (41%) of
college students and only 11% of
business leaders shared that view.
Universities continue to focus on
teaching specific skills involving the
latest technologies, even though these
skills and the technologies that support
them are bound to become obsolete. As
a result, universities are forever playing
catch up with the skills needed in the
future workplace.

What we need to teach are skills that
remain relevant in new, changing, and
unknown contexts. For example,
journalism students might once have
been taught how to produce long-form
stories that could be published in a

newspaper; more recently, they would

have been taught how to produce shorter
pieces and post content for social media.
More enduring skills would be: how to
identify and relate to readers, how to
compose a written piece; how to choose
the right medium for your target
readership. These are skills that cross
the boundaries of disciplines, applying
equally to scientific researchers or

lawyers.

San Francisco-based Minerva
University, which shares a founder with
the Minerva Project, has broken down
competencies such as critical thinking or
creative thinking into foundation
concepts and habits of mind. It teaches
these over the four undergraduate years
and across disciplines, regardless of the
major a student chooses to pursue.

F

If you were to sit the final exam of the

subject you majored in today, how
would you fare? Most of us would fail,
as that exam did not measure our
learning, but rather what information we
retained at that point in time. Equally,
many of us hold certifications in subject

matters we know little about.

G

Many people gain admission to

higher education based on standardized
tests that skew to a certain socio-
economic class, rather than measure any
real competency level. Universities then
try to rectify this bias by imposing
admission  quotas, rather  than
dissociating  their  evaluation  of
competence from income level. Many
US universities are starting to abandon
standardized tests, with Harvard leading
the charge, and there have been some
attempts to replace high-stake exams
with other measures that not only assess
learning outcomes but actually improve
them.

H

Formative assessment, which entails

both formal and informal evaluations

through  the  learning  journey,
encourages students to actually improve
their performance rather than just have it
evaluated. The documentation and
recording of this assessment includes a
range  of  measures, replacing
alphabetical or numerical grades that are

uni-dimensional.

The International School in Geneva
just launched its Learner Passport that
includes measures of creativity,
responsibility and citizenship. In the US,
a consortium of schools have launched
the Mastery Transcript Consortium that
has redesigned the high school transcript
to show a more holistic picture of the

competencies acquired by students.

Education reform requires looking at
the root cause of some of its current
problems. We need to look at what is
being taught (curriculum), how
(pedagogy), when and  where
(technology and the real world) and
whom we are teaching (access and
inclusion). Those institutions who are
ready to address these fundamental
issues will succeed in truly transforming

higher education. [3]

How to Become a Licensed or Certified Teacher

If you're looking for a career that
will allow you to leave a positive legacy
and contribute to your community, then
a job as a K-12 teacher may be a great
fit, especially if you enjoy interacting
with children and appreciate the intense
energy, curiosity and sincerity that are
often hallmarks of youth.

"There's nothing like working with a

young person and helping them work

toward a productive, fulfilling life," says
Stanton Wortham, dean of Boston
College's Lynch School of Education
and Human Development.

Teachers serve a noble purpose by
ensuring that important ideas are passed
down from one generation to the next,
Wortham suggests. "In 100 years, |
surely hope the scientific method and

basic moral values — | hope those things
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are still with us, and if so, it's because of
somebody who taught some young
person something."

Here is a guide for potential
teachers who are wondering whether
this profession is right for them and
who want to know what type of
training and talent are required for
this field.

How to Decide Whether to Become a
Teacher

It's unwise to pursue a career as a
teacher if you lack an interest in helping
people or if you don't get along well with
children, says Claudia Lyles, the CEO of
Keystone Academy Charter School in
Philadelphia.

Lyles, who has a doctorate in
education, says ..., "Teaching is not as
cut-and-dry as other professions. We do
become very involved with our students
and with the surrounding communities
and with the families."

People who are well-suited to the
teaching field tend to be humanitarians
who have a deep desire to improve
society and strong concern for the well-

being of people in general, Lyles says. A

generous disposition is a must for future
teachers, because one of the core
missions of teachers is to "help children
develop into good citizens," Lyles says.

"The common trait | have found in
most successful teachers is that they
genuinely like kids," she says. "I mean,
you really have to like children and
young people in order to do the job. You
can't be iffy about it. And what I've
found over the years is the people who
just aren't all that tuned into kids (don't)
make it in the profession. A lot of them
leave."

Educators caution against becoming
a teacher if money is your highest
priority, since there are many jobs that
require a similar amount of education as
the teaching profession does but lead to
much higher salaries.

"Teacher  compensation  varies
greatly from state to state and in some
cases district to district,” Jennifer
Russell, chair of the education
department at William Peace University
in North Carolina, wrote in an email,
where she is also an associate professor

of education. "Starting salary in the US
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can be anywhere from $35,000 a year to
$55,000 a year."

Russell, who is an associate
professor of education and has a
doctoral degree in education, added:
"Having been in education for over 30
years myself, most people choose this
profession because it is a calling. Most
teachers teach, because they love what
they do. They enjoy making a difference
in the world."

Karen Aronian, a New York

education expert who earned an
education doctorate at Columbia
University’s Teacher’s College in New
York City, says a career as a teacher is
ideal for people who intend to pursue
outside interests in their off hours, such
as writing or acting, and she says that it
is also ideal for parents, since teachers
tend to have days off from work around
the same time their children have leave
from school.
The Key Steps of Teacher Training
and How Long It Takes to Become a
Teacher

There are many paths into the

teaching profession. Some people enter

the field immediately after receiving a
bachelor’s degree in education, which
typically takes four years, while others
decide to Dbecome teachers after
pursuing a career outside the education
sector.

Not all teacher training programs are
the same. Some are based at universities
and others are connected to charter
school networks. There are also teacher
residencies that allow students to
apprentice for a master teacher who
serves as a mentor while the student
takes education classes.

University-based teacher training
programs usually include significant
theoretical coursework surrounding
child development and the history,
psychology and  philosophy  of
education, and the faculty at those
programs generally are a mix of
educators and researchers, Wortham
explains.

However, programs that aren't
affiliated with a university tend to focus
less on theoretical discussions and
debates, and the majority of the faculty

at those programs are educators, he says.
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Gwyneth Price, dean of Clarion
University of Pennsylvania's College of
Education, Health and Human Services,
notes certain indicators of quality
teacher training programs.

"Good programs have courses that
give a solid foundation: educational
psychology, multicultural education,
English as a Second Language,
adolescent or developmental
psychology, content literacy, teaching
with technology, among others," Price
wrote in an email. "Further into the
programs, courses become more
specialized by content and grade level
but  should

include  assessment,

instructional techniques, content
specific methods courses, and classroom
management. Additionally, a focus on
special education should be woven into
every curriculum.”

Price, who has a doctorate in
educational psychology and spent 15
years as a K-12 teacher, notes that
undergraduate programs in education
tend to be more general than master's

degrees in the field.

A college major in education is not
mandatory in order to become a U.S.
teacher in a K-12 school. However,
future K-12 teachers must complete a
state-sanctioned  teacher education
program of some kind, whether it
confers a formal degree or not, in order
to qualify for state licensure. Full-time,
post-baccalaureate teacher education
programs sometimes confer a master's
degree and usually last for at least a year

Students in teacher education
programs can expect to practice
teaching under the supervision of an
experienced educator and can anticipate
learning about various teaching
methods, experts say. [...]

Though requirements for teaching
licenses differ from state to state, the
following qualifications generally are
mandatory for a teaching career:

« A bachelor's degree.

« Completion of a state-approved
teacher education program.

« A successful background check.

. Passage of a general teacher

certification or licensure exam.
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« A solid score on a subject test that
concentrates on the focus area of the
aspiring teacher.
The Rewards and Challenges of
Teaching

Presenting a lesson to a classroom
filled with rambunctious kids and
convincing them all to listen and
participate is a feat in and of itself, but
the most talented educators have the
ability to totally command a room,
education professors say. A great
teacher is a fabulous performer and
engaging storyteller who can captivate
and engage his or her audience.

[...]

While teachers do have some nice
perks, including a significant amount of
vacation time, they also face some
hassles in the workplace, according to
experts. For instance, it can be difficult
for a teacher to serve the needs of all the
students in a class if those students have
differing amounts of knowledge and
skill.

Figuring out how to assist students
with learning disabilities or language

difficulties is not a small task, either, nor

Is providing emotional support to
students coping with adversity in their
personal lives, which can cause them to
struggle academically, experts say.

“There are 'cons' to every
profession,” Price says. "For teaching,
I’m sure many people would point out
the mountain of paperwork, the lack of
funding, the school boards with
agendas, or the parents who are
unsupportive. But with time, patience
and perspective, one learns to navigate
in the rough waters when focused on the
sea of students who need your
attention."

One satisfying aspect of teaching in
K-12 schools, according to current and
former  classroom  teachers  with
experience at those schools, is the
opportunity to inspire children to
believe in themselves, think for
themselves and discover their unique
talents.

"I still receive messages from my
students that | have taught more than a
decade ago," Bakshi says. "They are now
starting companies, leading the tech world,

and doing so many awesome things and |
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get to proudly say that this person was my
student! That societal impact is

priceless."[6]

STONER
by John Williams (1922-1994)

John Williams was born and raised in Northeast Texas.
Notwithstanding the fact he had a boundless talent for
writing and acting, Williams was dismissed from a local
junior college after his first year. While in the Army Air
Corps, he wrote a draft of his first novel which he was

able to publish after the war. Once at home, Williams

| enrolled at the University of Denver, where he received

The extract below pivots around Stoner, a professor, and Walker — student
stumbling through Stoner’s graduate seminar. It is obvious that Stoner barely tolerates
Walker wanting to flunk him out from academia. This is a rather untypical commitment
which gives an unexpected stroke to the portrait of the generally passive or oblique
Stoner. The confrontations between Stoner and Walker results in Stoner flunking the

student in a course on the Latin Tradition and Renaissance Literature.

The seminar met weekly. For the first several meetings Walker interrupted the
class with questions and comments that were so bewilderingly far off the mark that
Stoner was at a loss as to how to meet them. Soon Walker's questions and statements
were greeted with laughter or pointedly disregarded by the students themselves; and
after a few weeks he spoke not at all but sat with a stony indignation and an air of
outraged integrity as the seminar surged around him.

book had not arrived from inter-library loan. So Miss Driscoll gave her paper on the
day vacated by Walker's defection.

Her paper was entitled "Donatus and Renaissance Tragedy." Her concentration
was upon Shakespeare's use of the Donatan tradition, a tradition that had persisted in
the grammars and handbooks of the Middle Ages. A few moments after she began,
Stoner knew that the paper would be good, and he listened with an excitement that he
had not felt for a long time.

He had warned Walker as gently as he could that it would be necessary for him to
deliver his paper the next Wednesday if he was to receive credit for the course; as he
half expected, Walker became coldly and respectfully angry at the warning, repeated
the various conditions and difficulties that had delayed him, and assured Stoner that
there was no need to worry, that his paper was nearly completed.
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On that last Wednesday, Stoner was delayed several minutes in his office by a
desperate undergraduate who wished to be assured that he would receive a C in the
sophomore survey course, so that he would not be kicked out of his fraternity. Stoner
hurried downstairs and entered the basement seminar room a little out of breath; he
found Charles Walker seated at his desk, looking imperiously and somberly at the small
group of students.

These remarks that follow are remarks that are not personal. | wish to
exemplify a point. We have heard, in this paper, an account that purports to be an
explanation of the mystery and soaring lyricism of Shakespeare's art. Well, | say to
you" —and he thrust a forefinger at his audience as if he would impale them — "I say to
you, it is not true." He leaned back in his chair and consulted the papers on the desk.
"We are asked to believe that one Donatus — an obscure Roman grammarian of the
fourth century a.d. — we are asked to believe that such a man, a pedant, had sufficient
power to determine the work of one of the greatest geniuses in all of the history of art.
May we not suspect, on the face of it, such a theory? Must we not suspect it?"

Anger, simple and dull, rose within Stoner, overwhelming the complexity of
feeling he had had at the beginning of the paper.

His head turned slightly
so that he could see Katherine Driscoll's face; it was serene and without any expression,
save one of polite and detached interest; the dark eyes regarded Walker with an
unconcern that was like boredom. Covertly, Stoner looked at her for several moments;
he found himself wondering what she was feeling and what she wished him to do. When
he finally shifted his gaze away from her he had to realize that his decision was made.
He had waited too long to interrupt, and Walker was rushing impetuously through what
he had to say.

Literary character analysis does not only focus attention upon a personage, but
reveals the reader’s insight into the message of the story. There are several tips that will
help your character analysis essay make the grade.

1) Sum up what the character is like within one sentence, which will serve as a
controlling thesis in your further work. You will need it in the introduction to your
essay. Build your further analysis due to this thesis.

2) Compare your idea of the character with the central idea of the text. While drawing
a picture of the character in your mind always agree it with the central idea
considering how the personage contributes to it.

3) Reread the text carefully paying attention to direct and indirect characterization of
the personage that agrees with the core thesis. Mind the linguistic means employed

by the author to depict the character, as well as the latter’s dialogues and actions
68



that are instrumental in understanding him\her better. Pay attention to every minute
detail that might help you grasp the specter of your character’s traits. Group them
in clusters.

4) Highlight a special feature that makes the character stand out from the other ones.
It can be the manner of speaking, a detail of the clothes, timber of the voice, the
way he\she builds utterances. What does this feature usually tell about people?
What can be deduced about the character’s morals and social life from it? Find some
details from the text to confirm it.

5) Formulate the character’s values. What does he/ do, how does he/she speak and
what does he/she think of to reach goals.

6) Pinpoint what kind of relationships the character has with other ones. Do the latter
try to avoid, feel indifferent or act in unison with him\her? What events and
linguistic means are used to render this?

7) Highlight emotions the character goes through. What and who evokes them? Does
the author sympathize with them or disapproves of it?

8) Select vocabulary that will ensure accurate description of the character. Make a
list of the words directly and indirectly characterizing the personage. Select bright
stylistic devices and speculate on their implicit meaning. Add a list of closely
associated vocabulary. Check if there are more accurate terms for the traits you are
going to dwell upon by surfing psychological articles and thematic forums. Don’t
forget that your essay is to rely both on quotes, endolexis (lexis form the text) and
exolexis (the words not presented in the original text).

9) Search for samples. Examples of essays will help you brainstorm your own ideas
and provide you with the facets that might be important in your essay.

10) Remember the outline: introduction, body, conclusion.

Introduction. The simplest and the most appealing way to lead in is to begin
with personal experiences that you and your readers are likely to share, e.g. for the

thesis “She is a woman who has been denied love or tenderness; she exists only to
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be used” you may begin like this: “Sometimes we meet people who seem so shut off
from the world and from other people that we begin to wonder how they survive.
We are tempted to judge these people as hard or unfeeling because they are difficult
to know. It takes insight for us to realize that such people may have grown up
without the care and love necessary for human development and to recognize that
a lack of caring can permanently distort personality. Sherwood Anderson describes
a closed-in, distorted personality in the character of Mrs. Jake Grimes in “Death
in the Woods. ” She is a woman who has been denied love or tenderness, she exists
only to be used.” [5]

Body. Formulate three or four topic sentences that will be the first sentences
of each paragraph. A topic sentence renders the main point of the paragraph. The
following sentences in the paragraph are to explain and illustrate it via examples
from the text. Your topic sentences may concern different aspects of the portrait —
appearance, character traits, morals and values, etc. It can also reveal different
facets of one aspect, for example, morals and values.

Be sure to use transitional words in the main part of your essay, which will ensure
a logical flow between sentences, e.g. however, in contrast, while, whereas, to
differ from, similarly, likewise, hence, thus, etc.

Conclusion. In this section you are to name the arguments of the topic
sentences from the body again, and return readers to the thesis you began with,
restating it to some extent. Use the language and the tone of the introductory part

of the essay.

The move clears the way for the justice department to assess whether
criminal charges against the former president are warranted

In a stark repudiation of Donald
Trump’s legal arguments, a federal
appeals court on Wednesday permitted
the justice department’s to resume its
use of classified records seized from the
former president’s Florida estate as part
of its ongoing criminal investigation.

The ruling from a three-judge panel
of the US court of appeals is a victory
for the justice department, clearing the
way for investigators to continue
scrutinizing the documents as they
consider whether to bring criminal
charges over the storage of sensitive

records at Mar-a-Lago after Trump left

a-Lago estate.

the White House. In lifting a hold on a
core aspect of the department’s
investigation, the court removed an
obstacle that could have delayed the
inquiry by weeks, if not months.

The appeals court also pointedly
noted that Trump had presented no
evidence that he had declassified the
sensitive records, as he has repeatedly
maintained, and rejected the possibility
that Trump could have an “individual
interest in or need for” the roughly 100
documents with classification markings

that were seized by the FBI in its 8
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August search of the Palm Beach
property.

The government had argued that its
investigation had been impeded by the
order from US district judge Aileen
Cannon that temporarily barred
investigators from continuing to use the
documents in the inquiry.

Cannon, a Trump appointee, had
said the hold would remain in place
pending a separate review by an
independent arbiter she had appointed at
the Trump team’s request.

The appeals panel agreed with the
justice department’s concerns.

“It is self-evident that the public has
a strong interest in ensuring that the
storage of the classified records did not
result in ‘exceptionally grave damage to

the national security’,” they wrote.

“Ascertaining that,” they added,
“necessarily 1involves reviewing the
documents, determining who had access
to them and when, and deciding which
(if any) sources or methods are
compromised.”

An injunction that delayed or

prevented the criminal investigation

“from using classified materials risks
imposing real and significant harm on
the United States and the public”, they
wrote.

Two of the three judges who issued
Wednesday’s ruling, Britt Grant and
Andrew Brasher, were nominated by
Trump. Judge Robin Rosenbaum was
nominated by former president Barack
Obama.

Lawyers for Trump did not return an
email seeking comment on whether they
would appeal the ruling. The justice
department did not have an immediate
comment.

The FBI last month seized roughly
11,000 documents, including about 100
with classification markings, during a
court-authorized search of the Palm
Beach club. It has launched a criminal
investigation into whether the records
were mishandled or compromised. It is
not clear whether Trump or anyone else
will be charged.

Cannon ruled on 5 September that
she would name a special master, or
independent  arbiter, to do an

independent review of those records and
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segregate any that may be covered by
claims of attorney-client privilege or
executive privilege and to determine
whether any of the materials should be
returned to Trump. Raymond Dearie,
the former chief judge of the federal
court based in Brooklyn, has been
named to the role, and held his first
meeting on Tuesday with lawyers for
both sides.

The justice department had argued
that a special master review of the
classified documents was not necessary.
It said Trump, as a former president,
could not invoke executive privilege
over the documents, nor could they be
covered by attorney-client privilege
because they do not involve
communications between Trump and his
lawyers.

It had also contested Cannon’s order
requiring it to provide Dearie and
Trump’s lawyers with access to the
classified material. The court sided with
the justice department on Wednesday,
saying “courts should order review of
such materials in only the most

extraordinary circumstances. The record

does not allow for the conclusion that
this is such a circumstance.”

Trump’s lawyers argued that an
independent review of the records was
essential given the unprecedented nature
of the investigation. The lawyers also
said the department had not yet proven
that the seized documents were
classified, though they notably stopped
short of asserting — as Trump repeatedly
has — that the records were previously
declassified. They have resisted
providing Dearie with their position on
that question, signaling the issue could
be part of their defense in the event of an
indictment.

“Plaintiff suggests that he may have
declassified these documents when he
was president. But the record contains
no evidence that any of these records
were declassified,” they wrote. “In any
event, at least for these purposes, the
declassification argument is a red
herring because declassifying an official
document would not change its content

or render it personal.” [1]

Solicitors may appear as legal counsel in the lower courts, and barristers often prepare
trial briefs and other written documents. Barristers depend on solicitors to provide them
with trial work because they are not allowed to accept work on their own.

The distinction between solicitors and barristers was originally based on their roles
in the English court system. Solicitors were lawyers who were admitted to practice in
Equity courts, whereas barristers were lawyers who practiced in common-law courts.
The modern English judicial system has abolished this distinction. Barristers may
appear in legal and equitable court proceedings, and solicitors handle out-of-court
lawyering.

The role of the solicitor is similar to that of a lawyer in the United States who does
not appear in court. The solicitor meets prospective clients, hears the client's problems,
gives legal advice, drafts letters and documents, negotiates on the client's behalf, and
prepares the client's case for trial. When a court appearance appears inevitable, the
solicitor retains a barrister on the client's behalf. The solicitor instructs the barrister on
how the client wishes to proceed in court.

There are more solicitors than barristers because most legal work is done outside
the courtroom. Solicitors are required to take a law school course, but they must serve
an apprenticeship with a practicing solicitor for five years (three years for a college
graduate) before becoming fully accredited.

The regulation and administration of solicitors is managed by the Law Society, a
voluntary group incorporated by Parliament. The Law Society is similar to U.S. bar
associations, setting standards of professional conduct, disciplining solicitors for ethical
violations, and maintaining a client compensation fund to repay losses that result from

dishonesty by solicitors.
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In the United States, the term solicitor generally has not been applied to attorneys.

So, you wanna be a crime writer?
Between your gullibility, urban legends, and Hollywood, you’ve

swallowed a lot of, um, bunk about crime, cops, and courts. You’ve

consumed so much crapola that I’'m surprised you aren’t already on
Ducky’s slab. Fabrications, fables, and fairy tales about forensics and felonious
foolishness (not to mention wrongful alliteration) abound. You’ve probably accepted
them as gospel since the first season of “Starsky and Hutch.”

So whether you intend to write the Great American Crime Novel or a true crime
that actually rings true, you should know some of the facts about fictions.

Myth #10: Criminal profilers catch bad guys.

FACT: TV has really messed up crime-fighting. It treats profilers as half
clairvoyant and half SWAT team. Profiling ain’t anywhere near as glamorous as
“Criminal Minds” wants you to believe.

Profilers never finger actual bad guys; profiling merely helps investigators narrow
the pool of suspects — a little. It’s more like this: Psychology experts who know

something about crime-scene investigation are invited to study somebody else’s case
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file then deliver a list of psychological and behavioral traits their “unknown subject”
(UnSub) probably exhibits. They take some questions and then they leave. Real cops
with real guns then hunt for the criminals.

Is profiling magical? Nope. Profiling is part logic, part data, and part guesswork.
They’ve read thousands of interviews with homicidal maniacs on the off-chance they
find some commonalities. The best profilers are uncanny, but the real job is very brainy
and doesn’t require stunt doubles.

MY TH #9: Serial killers run rampant.

FACT: Every year, between 15,000 and 20,000 people are murdered in the U.S.
Of those homicides, only about 1% are committed by serial killers, according to FBI
statistics. By comparison, 13% of all murders are committed by the victim’s own
family. The lesson is clear: You’re screwed if you marry a serial killer.

Myth #8: You have a right to one phone call.

FACT: Not necessarily. You have certain constitutional rights when you’re
arrested, but not a phone call. At last count, only 11 states grant an arrested suspect
either a right to one phone call or to communicate with a lawyer or loved one upon
booking. In other states, it’s a decision left to a city or county to set its own policies.
And that goes for texting, too. And definitely for sexting.

Myth #7: Cops are laid back and glib at grisly crime scenes.

FACT: It makes for interesting TV when a detective or medical examiner blithely
sips his Starbucks and wisecracks with his partner while examining a dismembered
corpse. But cops are people, too. No matter how many bloody crime scenes they’ve
worked, the horror of slaughtered people — especially kids — always affects them. Crime
scenes are grisly, murders are ugly. No matter how many crime shows you’ve watched,
nothing on TV compares to the real thing. Good cops learn to compartmentalize the
revulsion, but that doesn’t mean it has no effect. Think you’re tougher than all that?

Take a whiff of a decomposing body and keep your lunch down. | dare you.
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Myth #6: You might wake up in a bloody tub missing your kidneys.

FACT: You’ve heard the story at a cocktail party, right? A friend of somebody’s
cousin’s hairdresser got drunk in a crowded bar and met a hottie. Things get randy and
they get a room. Then the guy wakes up in the hotel bathtub, immersed in icy water,
with a note on the toilet: “We’ve taken your kidneys. Call 911 or die.”

It’s an urban legend. It has never happened to anybody. A hoax. And everybody
knows your heart is worth more in the global organ black market.

Myth #5: Cops have fabulous computers, databases, and fancy war rooms.

FACT: No, they don’t. Maybe their computers are better than yours, but they still
freeze up. Nobody has the glitzy, big-screen murder boards and super-databases where,
with a few clicks, they can learn what toppings you had on your pizza last Friday.

It’s a TV fantasy. Sorta like the quirky TV forensic chicks who can zoom in on
surveillance video to see the species of bugs on a speeding car’s windshield. Almost no
law enforcement agency has the cash or tech savvy to do what you see on a typical
prime-time cop show. Just imagine how Barney Fife’s life would be different today if
Mayberry had a Penelope Garcia.

Myth #4: Medical examiners are precise about when you died.

FACT: Nope. “Time of death” is a best guess. We often see TV coroners and
medical examiners quickly poking a liver, which always seems to provide a more or
less precise determination of when the guy died. Look, TV has only 47 minutes or so
(with those annoying commercials) to solve a case, so the writers can’t waste precious
seconds with science-y stuff. There’s just no time for actors to do the real tests to
determine a body’s approximate expiration, such as body temperature, rigor mortis,
lividity, decomposition, stomach contents, cloudiness of the corneas, potassium levels
in eyeballs, insect activity, and crime-scene artifacts.

Myth #3: Typing your PIN backwards at the ATM will summon the cops.

FACT: Nope. Another urban legend. Think about it: If somebody’s holding a gun

to your head, how likely are you to even remember your PIN frontwards, much less
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backwards? Even if your ATM alerted cops, the bad guy would likely be long gone
with your money and you’d be dead before they arrived. And wouldn’t robbers get wise
about all that fumbling around? Here’s a test: On your iPhone, thumb-type the last four
digits of your Social Security number backwards ... then text it to me.

Myth #2: Lie detectors detect all lies.

FACT: Nope. Too many factors prevent polygraph examinations from being
infallible. The questions, the skill of the examiner, even the quality of the machine all
play arole. In fact, even if you know nothing about beating a lie-detector test, you have
better than a one in 10 chance of randomly passing when you’re lying your ass off.

Myth #1: DNA is precise and infallible.

FACT: It’s pretty cool but reports of DNA’s effectiveness are greatly exaggerated
by ... wait for it ... TV. The illusion is so complete that there’s something called the
“CSI Effect,” which causes a lot of jurors and judges in real-life criminal trials to
believe DNA is incontrovertible evidence of guilt (or that its absence is a major forensic
and prosecutorial failure). Fact is, fewer than 1% of all major crimes like murder, rape,
and assault are solved with DNA. Old-fashioned fingerprints actually provide slightly

better evidence. [5]

Owens provided police with a cow
passport, listing ear tag numbers for the
heifer and the animal Mr Owens claimed
was its mother.

But police issued a warrant for the
stolen heifer and found the blood
samples taken from it matched with
other cows from its original farm.

Owens was charged with theft and
pleaded guilty at Swansea Crown Court
on Monday.

PC Gareth Jones, the officer who
took charge of the case, said his force
was “proud” of its achievement and
vowed to continue using ‘“innovative
methods™ to get justice.

He said: “This has been a long and
protracted enquiry, and it has taken a lot
of work and patience to get to this point.

“Without the use of the heifer’s

DNA, we would not have been able to

prove that it had been stolen by Mr
Owens, and that he had tried to alter
identification tags to evade prosecution.

“We are proud to be the first force in
the UK to use a cow’s DNA in a criminal
case, and will continue to use innovative
methods to get justice for victims.”

During the investigation, Owens
started proceedings against the police
force over the way blood samples were
taken from the cow without his
permission. But a judicial review found
the police had acted lawfully.

Owens, of Salem Road, St Clears,
was fined £4,000 fine and told to pay
£400 costs.

PC Jones said: “I echo comments
made by the judge, who said Mr Owens,
as a farmer, would be well aware of the
need for a level of trust in the rural
community. In committing these
offences, he has played a part in
breaking down that trust, which will be
difficult to build back up.”

America was the fact that his US trial
was before a jury while his UK trial,
over an article in the British tabloid that
called him a "wife-beater”, was before a
judge only.

"Amber Heard has comprehensively
lost in the court of public opinion, and in
front of the jury," he said.

In both the UK and the US trial, Mr
Depp's lawyers argued that Ms Heard
was lying — to make their case, they
attacked her character and claimed that
she was in fact the abusive partner.

This is a common defence tactic in

sexual assault and domestic violence
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trials called "deny, attack, and reverse
victim and offender" or "Darvo", said
Mr Stephens.

The strategy turns the tables on the
alleged victim, shifting the conversation
away from "did the accused commit
abuse"™ to "is the alleged victim
believable".

"They deny that they did anything,
they deny they're the real perpetrator,
and they attack the credibility of the
individual calling out the abuse, and
then reverse the roles of the victim and
the offender,” Mr Stephens said.

In the UK trial, Mr Stephens said the
judge recognised that strategy, and
dismissed a lot of the evidence that did
not directly address whether Mr Depp
committed assault or not.

"Lawyers and judges tend not to fall
for it, but it's very, very effective against
juries," he said. Men are more likely to
believe Darvo arguments, but female
jurors are also susceptible.

"People have a paradigm in their

mind of how a victim of abuse might be

like and how they might behave, and of
course we all know that's often false."

Hadley Freeman, a Guardian
journalist who covered both cases, told
the BBC that another major difference
was the fact that the American trial was
televised, turning the court case into
"almost a sports game".

Each twist and turn of the trial was
watched by millions of people — many of
whom turned to social media to express
support for Mr Depp.

EIGHT COMMON MYTHS THAT MAKE THE US JUSTICE

Although we pretend otherwise,
much of what we do in the law is
guesswork.

In fact, much of the so-called
wisdom that has been handed down to us
about the workings of the legal system,
and the criminal process in particular,
has now been undermined by
experience, legal scholarship and
common sense. What | have listed

below are some of the reasons to doubt

that our criminal justice system is
fundamentally just.

Here are just a few examples:

A

This belief is so much part of our

culture that one often hears talk of a
“mere” circumstantial case as contrasted
to a solid case based on eyewitness
testimony. In fact, research shows that
eyewitness identifications are highly
unreliable, especially where the witness

and the perpetrator are of different races.
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Eyewitness  reliability is  further
compromised when the identification
occurs under the stress of a violent
crime, an accident or catastrophic event
— which pretty much covers all
situations where identity is in dispute at
trial. In fact, mistaken eyewitness
testimony was a contributing factor in
more than a third of the wrongful
conviction cases contained in a database
maintained by the National Registry of
Exonerations.
B

Not so. ldentifying prints that are

taken by police using fingerprinting
equipment and proper technique may be
a relatively simple process, but latent
prints left in the field are often smudged
and incomplete, and the identification
process becomes more art than science.
When tested by rigorous scientific
methods, fingerprint examiners turn out
to have a significant error rate. Other
types of forensic evidence have also
been called into question by recent
scholarship.
C

Much of what we do in the
courtroom relies on human memory.
When a witness is asked to testify about
past events, the accuracy of his account
depends not only on his initial
perception, but on the way the memories
are recorded, stored and retrieved. For a
very long time, it was believed that
stored memories were much like video
tape or film — an accurate copy of real-
word experience that might fade with
the passage of time or other factors, but
could not be distorted or embellished.
Science now tells us that this view of
human memory is fundamentally
flawed. The mind not only distorts and
embellishes memories, but a variety of
external factors can affect how
memories are retrieved and described.

D

Innocent people confess with

surprising regularity. Harsh
interrogation tactics, a variant of
Stockholm syndrome, the desire to end
the ordeal, emotional and financial
exhaustion, family considerations and
the youth or feeble-mindedness of the

suspect can result in remarkably detailed
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confessions that are later shown to
be utterly false.
E

In many ways, this is the bedrock

assumption of our criminal justice
process. Police investigators have vast
discretion about what leads to pursue,
which witnesses to interview, what
forensic tests to conduct and countless
other aspects of the investigation. Police
also have a unique opportunity to
manufacture or destroy evidence,
influence witnesses, extract confessions
and otherwise direct the investigation so
as to stack the deck against people they
believe should be convicted. Indeed,
there are countless documented cases in
which innocent people have spent
decades behind bars because the police
manipulated or concealed evidence.

F

Many people, including judges, take

comfort in  knowing that an
overwhelming number of criminal cases
are resolved by guilty plea rather than
trial. Whatever imperfections there may
be in the trial and criminal charging

process, they believe, are washed away

by the fact that the defendant ultimately
consents to a conviction. But this fails to
take into account the trend of bringing
multiple counts for a single incident —
thereby vastly increasing the risk of a
life-shattering sentence in case of
conviction — as well as the creativity of
prosecutors in hatching up criminal
cases where no crime exists and the
overcriminalization of virtually every
aspect of American life. It also ignores
that many defendants cannot, as a
practical matter, tell their side of the
story at trial because they fear being
impeached with prior convictions or
other misconduct.
G

The Supreme Court has told us in no

uncertain terms that a prosecutor’s duty
Is to do justice, not merely to obtain a
conviction. It has also laid down some
specific rules about how prosecutors,
and the people who work for them, must
behave — principal among them that the
prosecution turn over to the defense
exculpatory evidence in the possession
of the prosecution and the police. Most

prosecutors play fair, but not all of them
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do. And when they don’t, it can lead to
disastrous consequences.
|

In the United States, we have over

2.2 million people behind bars. Our rate
of approximately 716 prisoners per
100,000 people is the highest in the
world, over 5 times higher than that of
other industrialized nations like Canada,
England, Germany and Australia.
Sentences for individual crimes are also
far longer than in other developed
countries. For example, an individual
convicted of burglary in the United
States serves an average of 16 months in
prison, compared with 5 months in
Canada and 7 months in England. It is
expensive for US taxpayers, as the
average cost of housing a single prisoner
for one year is approximately $30,000.
A 20-year sentence runs into something

like $600,000 in prison costs alone.

We in the United States have
committed to a system of harsh
sentencing because we believe that long
sentences deter crime and, in any event,
incapacitate criminals from victimizing
the general population while they are in
prison. It’s true that the United States is
enjoying an all-time low in violent crime
rates, which would seem to support this
intuition.

But crime rates have been dropping
steadily since the 1990s, and not merely
in the United States but throughout the
industrialized world. Our intuition about
harsh sentences deterring crime may
thus be misguided. We may be spending
scarce taxpayer dollars maintaining the
largest prison population in the
industrialized world, shattering
countless lives and families, for no good

by Stephen King (1947-...)

Stephen (Edwin) King is a well-known U.S. writer of horror
stories. Educated at the University of Maine, he became a prolific

writer of enormously popular books and, because he was also

frequently translated, one of the world’s best-selling writers. His
. books blend horror, the macabre, fantasy, and science
fiction. Carrie (1974), his first published novel and an immediate

$ § Dead Zone (1979), Pet Sematary (1983), It (1986), Misery (1987),
1 11/22/63 (2011), Doctor Sleep (2013), The Outsider (2018), The
Institute (2019), and Later (2021). Many of his works were adapted for TV and film.

[1]. The novella “Rita Hayworth and the Shawshank Redemption” (1982) is a part of

Stephen King’s collection Different Seasons which later was published as a standalone
short book. In 1994 it was adopted for the screen as The Shawshank Redemption with
Tim Robbins (Andy Dufresne) and Morgan Freeman (Ellis “Red” Redding). [10]

The protagonist, Andy Dufresne, is falsely convicted of a double homicide and sent
to prison for life. He maintains his innocence over the decades he spends at Shawshank
during which time he meets many problems and becomes friends with "Red", a fellow
inmate, who is the narrator presenting events to the reader. The extract below is the

very beginning of the novel. The episode describes Andy’s case and trial details.

When Andy came to Shawshank in 1948, he was thirty years old. He was a short,
neat little man with sandy hair and small, clever hands. He wore gold-rimmed
spectacles. His fingernails were always clipped, and they were always clean. That's a
funny thing to remember about a man, | suppose, but it seems to sum Andy up for me.
He always looked as if he should have been wearing a tie. On the outside he had been
a vice-president in the trust department of a large Portland bank. Good work for a man
as young as he was, especially when you consider how conservative most banks are ...
and you have to multiply that conservatism by ten when you get up into New England,
where folks don't like to trust a man with their money unless he's bald, limping, and
constantly plucking at his pants to get his truss around straight. Andy was in for
murdering his wife and her lover.

As | believe | have said, everyone in prison is an innocent man. Oh, they read that
scripture the way those holy rollers on TV read the Book of Revelation. They were the
victims of judges with hearts of stone and balls to match, or incompetent lawyers, or
police frame-ups, or bad luck. They read the scripture, but you can see a different
scripture in their faces. Most cons are a low sort, no good to themselves or anyone else,
and their worst luck was that their mothers carried them to term.

In all my years at Shawshank, there have been less than ten men whom | believed

when they told me they were innocent. Andy Dufresne was one of them, although |
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only became convinced of his innocence over a period of years. If | had been on the
jury that heard his case in Portland Superior Court over six stormy weeks in 1947-48, |
would have voted to convict, too.

It was one hell of a case, all right; one of those juicy ones with all the right
elements. There was a beautiful girl with society connections (dead), a local sports
figure (also dead), and a prominent young businessman in the dock. There was this,
plus all the scandal the newspapers could hint at. The prosecution had an open-and-shut
case. The trial only lasted as long as it did because the DA was planning to run for the
U.S. House of Representatives and he wanted John Q. Public to get a good long look at
his resume. It was a crackerjack legal circus, with spectators getting in line at four in
the morning, despite the subzero temperatures, to assure themselves of a seat.

The facts of the prosecution's case that Andy never contested were these: that he
had a wife, Linda Collins Dufresne; that in June of 1947 she had expressed an interest
in learning the game of golf at the Falmouth Hills Country Club; that she did indeed
take lessons for four months; that her instructor was the Falmouth Hills golf pro, Glenn
Quentin; that in late August of 1947 Andy learned that Quentin and his wife had become
lovers; that Andy and Linda Dufresne argued bitterly on the afternoon of September
10th, 1947 that the subject of their argument was her infidelity.

He testified that Linda professed to be glad he knew; the sneaking around, she
said, was distressing. She told Andy that she planned to obtain a Reno divorce. Andy
told her he would see her in hell before he would see her in Reno. She went off to spend
the night with Quentin in Quentin's rented bungalow not far from the golf course. The
next morning his cleaning woman found both of them dead in bed. Each had been shot
four times.

It was that last fact that militated more against Andy than any of the others. The
DA with the political aspirations made a great deal of it in his opening statement and
his closing summation. Andrew Dufresne, he said, was not a wronged husband seeking

a hot-blooded revenge against his cheating wife; that, the DA said, could be understood,
181



if not condoned. But this revenge had been of a much colder type. Consider! the DA
thundered at the jury. Four and four! Not six shots, but eight! He had fired the gun
empty ... and then stopped to reload so he could shoot each of them again! FOUR FOR
HIM AND FOUR FOR HER, the Portland Sun blared. The Boston Register dubbed
him the “Even-Steven Killer.”

A clerk from the Wise Pawnshop in Lewiston testified that he had sold a six-shot.
38 Police Special to Andrew Dufresne just two days before the double murder. A
bartender from the country club bar testified that Andy had come in around seven
o'clock on the evening of September 10th, had tossed off three straight whiskeys in a
twenty-minute period — when he got up from the bar-stool he told the bartender that he
was going up to Glenn Quentin's house and he, the bartender, could "read about the rest
of it in the papers." Another clerk, this one from the Handy-Pik store a mile or so from
Quentin's house, told the court that Dufresne had come in around quarter to nine on that
same night. He purchased cigarettes, three quarts of beer, and some dishtowels. The
county medical examiner testified that Quentin and the Dufresne woman had been
killed between 11:00 P.M. and 2:00 A.M. on the night of September 10th-11th. The
detective from the Attorney General's office who had been in charge of the case testified
that there was a turnout less than seventy yards from the bungalow, and that on the
afternoon of September 11th, three pieces of evidence had been removed from that
turnout: first item, two empty quart bottles of Narragansett Beer (with the defendant's
fingerprints on them); second item, twelve cigarette ends (all Kools, the defendant's
brand); third item, a plaster cast of a set of tire tracks (exactly matching the tread-and-
wear pattern of the tires on the defendant's 1947 Plymouth).

In the living room of Quentin's bungalow, four dishtowels had been found lying
on the sofa. There were bullet-holes through them and powder-burns on them. The
detective theorized (over the agonized objections of Andy's lawyer) that the murderer
had wrapped the towels around the muzzle of the murder-weapon to muffle the sound

of the gunshots.
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Andy Dufresne took the stand in his own defense and told his story calmly, coolly,
and dispassionately. He said he had begun to hear distressing rumors about his wife and
Glenn Quentin as early as the last week in July. In late August he had become distressed
enough to investigate a bit. On an evening when Linda was supposed to have gone
shopping in Portland after her golf lesson, Andy had followed her and Quentin to
Quentin's two-story rented house (inevitably dubbed "“the love-nest™ by the papers).

A. Film review by Roger Ebert (September 23, 1994)

"The Shawshank Redemption™ is a movie about time, patience and loyalty — not
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sexy qualities, perhaps, but they grow on you during the subterranean progress of this
story, which is about how two men serving life sentences in prison become friends and
find a way to fight off despair.

The story is narrated by "Red" Redding (Morgan Freeman), who has been inside
the walls of Shawshank Prison for a very long time and is its leading entrepreneur. He
can get you whatever you need: cigarettes, candy, even a little rock pick like an amateur
geologist might use. One day he and his fellow inmates watch the latest busload of
prisoners unload, and they make bets on who will cry during their first night in prison,
and who will not. Red bets on a tall, lanky guy named Andy Dufresne (Tim Robbins),
who looks like a babe in the woods.

But Andy does not cry, and Red loses the cigarettes he wagered. Andy turns out
to be a surprise to everyone in Shawshank, because within him is such a powerful
reservoir of determination and strength that nothing seems to break him. Andy was a
banker on the outside, and he's in for murder. He's apparently innocent, and there are
all sorts of details involving his case, but after a while they take on a kind of unreality;
all that counts inside prison is its own society — who is strong, who is not — and the
measured passage of time.

Red is also a lifer. From time to time, measuring the decades, he goes up in front
of the parole board, and they measure the length of his term (20 years, 30 years) and
ask him if he thinks he has been rehabilitated. Oh, most surely, yes, he replies; but the
fire goes out of his assurances as the years march past, and there is the sense that he has
been institutionalized — that, like another old lifer who kills himself after being paroled,
he can no longer really envision life on the outside.

Red's narration of the story allows him to speak for all of the prisoners, who sense
a fortitude and integrity in Andy that survives the years. Andy will not kiss butt. He
will not back down. But he is not violent, just formidably sure of himself. For the
warden (Bob Gunton), he is both a challenge and a resource; Andy knows all about

bookkeeping and tax preparation, and before long he's been moved out of his prison job
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in the library and assigned to the warden's office, where he sits behind an adding
machine and keeps tabs on the warden's ill-gotten gains. His fame spreads, and
eventually he's doing the taxes and pension plans for most of the officials of the local
prison system.

There are key moments in the film, as when Andy uses his clout to get some cold
beers for his friends who are working on a roofing job. Or when he befriends the old
prison librarian (James Whitmore). Or when he oversteps his boundaries and is thrown
into solitary confinement. What quietly amazes everyone in the prison -- and us, too --
is the way he accepts the good and the bad as all part of some larger pattern than only
he can fully see.

The partnership between the characters played by Tim Robbins and Morgan
Freeman is crucial to the way the story unfolds. This is not a "prison drama” in any
conventional sense of the word. It is not about violence, riots or melodrama. The word
"redemption™ is in the title for a reason. The movie is based on a story, Rita
Hayworth and the Shawshank Redemption, by Stephen King, which is quite unlike
most of King's work. The horror here is not of the supernatural kind, but of the sort that
flows from the realization than 10, 20, 30 years of a man's life have unreeled in the
same unchanging daily prison routine.

The director, Frank Darabont, paints the prison in drab grays and shadows, so that
when key events do occur, they seem to have a life of their own.

Andy, as played by Robbins, keeps his thoughts to himself. Red, as Freeman plays
him, is therefore a crucial element in the story: His close observation of this man, down
through the years, provides the way we monitor changes and track the measure of his
influence on those around him. And all the time there is something else happening,
hidden and secret, which is revealed only at the end.

"The Shawshank Redemption™ is not a depressing story, although I may have
made it sound that way. There is a lot of life and humor in it, and warmth in the

friendship that builds up between Andy and Red. There is even excitement and
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suspense, although not when we expect it. But mostly the film is an allegory about

holding onto a sense of personal worth, despite everything. If the film is perhaps a little

slow in its middle passages, maybe that is part of the idea, too, to give us a sense of the
leaden passage of time, before the glory of the final redemption. [12]

This enduring, much-loved classic about wrongful incarceration and dreams of
liberation is an unlikely but irresistible joy in the lockdown era.

In a week when my home was turned into a kind of Ikea-heavy minimum security
unit, and | was treated by the government like a benign 80-year-old lifer who is trusted
to go out once a day, watching The Shawshank Redemption for the first time was a
chastening slap round the chops. Annoyed you can’t go to the pub? Hey, at least your
only option for a beer doesn’t involve bargaining with a sadistic prison warden dangling
you from a rooftop!

My only real sense of the film came from a friend complaining about an immersive
Secret Cinema screening, where he and his girlfriend, having spent £60 each to have a
nice date together, were put on prison buses, given the role of convicts, and split up for
most of the evening. Perhaps for some long-suffering couples this is what you actually
pay for.

Anyway, having not seen it, | felt very much in the minority. Adapted in 1994 by
writer-director Frank Darabont from a Stephen King story about a man clinging on to
his humanity during a wrongful sentence for murder, The Shawshank Redemption has
long been deemed the No 1 movie of all time on the user-voted IMDb chart, ahead of

The Godfather and The Dark Knight. It earned seven Oscar nominations, became a
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slow-burn hit via video rentals, and King said it was his favourite adaptation of his work
(though he doesn’t like The Shining, so, pinch of salt).

It’s telling that it’s top of that IMDb list, while nowhere to be seen on the lists of
greatest films put out by serious-minded institutions such as the BFI. The Shawshank
Redemption is a movie, not a film: all plot and no pretension. Darabont creates some
painterly moments — | loved the crane shot above the prison yard as Andy Dufresne
(Tim Robbins) illicitly plays opera over the PA to the cons below, an image from LS
Lowry — but everything is in service to the storytelling.

I was lucky: big single twists are revealed quickly on tell-tale social media, but
The Shawshank Redemption uses enough of them to keep its secrets hidden. Iconic
movie scenes filter through to you osmotically — in this case, those beers on the roof —
and | even knew that Andy gets some kind of liberty: that arms aloft moment in the
rain, another iconic scene. But I wasn’t prepared for the neatness of the narrative logic
(minus an error so notorious an entire play has been made about it) or the film’s brilliant
tempo: slow and steady, and then exponentially faster, with an unusual sustained coda.

Having your liberty curtailed gives this well-told yarn an extra frisson, because
imprisonment — the kind we are experiencing a VR version of right now — terrifies us
all, and The Shawshank Redemption plays on that terror with exacting design. It does
a great job of showing how small your life becomes when cast against all that time;
how pleasure narrows to the width of a cigarette. Prison rape, with its subjugation and
violence made repellently taboo by homophobia, is comfortable society’s great male
fear, and has power even when deployed as coyly as it is here.

The Shawshank Redemption also makes you wonder why there isn’t a prison-
break movie every year: underneath the straightforward tension sits a profound thrill at
the subversion of the authority we spend every day honouring.

The movie has flaws. That prison soap must be suffused with argan oil — either
that or Robbins’ scalp secretes pomade, given his lustrous locks are more solid than

those securing the cell doors. It’s a hugely sentimental film, for better and worse, and
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for me the casting of Morgan Freeman as Red isn’t ideal, even if he did get an Oscar
nomination. You can’t imagine him having done anything criminal in his life, unless it
was twinkling someone to death. (Perhaps this is a way the film suffers from being
watched so long after it was made, with Freeman long since installed as America’s
grandad.)

But there are really superb moments. Robbins is excellent, letting glee drip into
Andy’s demeanour a micrometre at a time. The script has Red telling us that he’s
institutionalised, but it doesn’t need to: the brief puff of air into his new harmonica,
terrifying him with its potential for free expression, does it for him. And overall, that
unhurried, graceful yet steely storytelling style earns it a place somewhere in the IMDb
Top 250, if not the No 1 spot. Crack open some cold suds and enjoy — and be thankful

your front door still opens from the inside. [13]

The Shawshank Redemption is based on a novella by Stephen King. Tim Robbins
plays Andy, a banker who is sent to prison for the murder of his wife and her lover. The
judge who sentences him finds him "a particularly remorseless and icy man." Andy's
cool reserve and aloofness is not accepted well by the other inmates at Shawshank
maximum-security prison in Maine. He is raped by some angry men and given several
long stretches in solitary confinement for his bad attitude.

Luckily, Andy is befriended by Red, played by Morgan Freeman, the prison fixer.
He is awed by this young man's quiet reserve and inward resolve to make the best of

his bad situation. Andy's accounting skills come in handy, and he begins doing the taxes
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for the guards and laundering money for the corrupt warden. This lands him the cushy
job of librarian. Eventually, Andy wrangles money out of state officials to build the
best prison library anywhere.

Writer and director Frank Darabont draws out strong and intense performances
from Morgan Freeman and Tim Robbins as soulmates who support each other while
doing hard time. Red sees hope as a dangerous thing that can drive a man insane, but
Andy believes it is fuel that keeps one going against all odds. The Shawshank

Redemption is a jubilant tribute to hope as an essential quality of soul. [14]
