Topic 3.
Modern postmodern antinomies of the suspense butt and their significance for
the development of specialness in the conjuncture of transformational processes
of social reality

2. Phenomenology of E. Husserl and his successors and the problem of "own-alien”

The search for one's own identity in the postmodern era. The problem of
personality has always been of the key topics in philosophy, and this subject can
never be exhausted, as, on the one hand, it cannot exist in isolation from society,
which is constantly acquiring new characteristics, and, on the other hand, new ideas,
theories and concepts arise, which introduce alternative ways to solve problems in
their corresponding subject fields. The changes in the socio-cultural circumstances
require new personality concepts. As it is known, Aristotle called human “Homo
Politicus”, and this is a very precise characterisation, because the essence of a
person is formed and is shown only in a collective of their own kind. Social being is
the process of actualization and development of individuals’ essential skills in the
context of co-existence with others, as well as the mutual exchange of these skills.

Why is the problem of identification so au gott du jour in our time? Why is it
one of the central problems in phenomenology? It should be pointed out that
nowadays the conflict between | and the Other became ever more problematic. We
easily employ others’ thoughts, meanings, concepts, making them our own, while at
the same time, that which pertains to I, becomes ever more estranged from
ourselves. The | is now found outside of ourselves, and the Other — within my own
Self. It is clear that the Other helps the realization of one’s own originality.
However, at the same time juxtaposition of | and the Other can both encourage
person’s identity, as well as lead to its change and destruction. Therefore, there is
always a danger of losing oneself inside the Other. There is always an element of
destruction in a creative personality: by overcoming the old, a creative personality
obtains new horizons, which become its more perfect forms of being. If the creative
personality’s purpose itself is to destroy, this is destructive creativity.
Destructiveness is common for all human beings, and the main difference is in its
object: whether it is other people or the person themself. On the other hand, the
concept of destructiveness means atypical behaviour, which comes in conflict with
the societal norms, but at the same time, which is directed at the destruction of
norms and stereotypes. In nature, it is more common that an organism which is more
adapted to the environment, tries to oust the less adapted one. However in the
society the power of natural selection weakens, and the competition takes forms
which may not be directly associated with destruction as a violent form of
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decomposition. At the same time, the reality of the Other, as well as the other
reality, by the mere fact of their existence prompt the necessity to ensure the
sovereignty of the inner world in relation to the other worlds and the other Selves.

For the justification of the problem of identification from the point of
phenomenology, we should refer to the philosophical ideas of E. Husserl, E. Levinas, P.
Ricoeur. However, now we’re going to be interested in solving the problem if self-
identification within the framework of intersubjectivity and, in particular, what is the role
of the Other in this process?

Phenomenology of E. Husserl and his successors and the problem of "own-
alien™. We start our research from the phenomenology of Husserl. According to him,
life light exists in the acts of the life of the soul, the acts of consciousness, and
subjectivity is the only meaningful instance of the world, the absolute source of its
meaning. A person develops their life light by revealing and exposing in the sight of the
common day their own values and preferences, interests and needs. Under the influence
of the I, which earns to manifest itself, the outer reality loses its calm, gets rid of
indifference, restructuring according to the meaningful values and leading motives.
According to Husserl, the intersubjective world cannot be a personal creation of the
subject, but is involved in the fact of otherness, because for each particular person, it is
their own “here-world”, which is different from every other world. This intersubjective
world is double-sided. On the one hand, for each there is their own world of subject-
relative experience, and on the other hand, it exists in relation to all subjects that are able
to cognise, and to their phenomena of the world. It lies at the basis of comprehension of
the objective world. The stability in the intersubjective process lies in relations with other
| in terms of the experience of the Other. By directing all attention to this Other, the
subject tries to find stability by dividing themselves into their own being and that which
is alien to it, the characteristics which are not different, but alien, incomprehensible, dark.

The basis of identification according to Husserl is the idea that consciousness is
limited by time. In his opinion, life is basically a concept tightly bound with the that of
time. It is a flow, and its source is the actual perception or the “living present”, into
which we step gradually. The meaning or the essence is born as an essential or
meaningful identity of that, which is being experienced, in different experiences, which
can be at the same time tied to the “living present”. “The Self is not an experience, but
the one who experiences, not the act, but the one who commits this act, not a
characteristic, but the one who possesses such, etc. The Self finds itself, finds its Self-
experiences and allocation of spirit in time, and, at the same time, it is not just now that it
knows itself as existing and possessing this and that; it also possesses memories, and in
these memories it finds itself as the one, which is the same as the one who possessed
these or those specific experiences just now or before, etc. All that which is owned and
was owned, has its own temporal position, and it is exactly Self which is something
identical in time and takes up a specific position in time” (Husserl, 1994, pp. 226-227).
“Considered phenomenologically, 1 find myself as a pure Self and my stream of
experiences, in which | find its space-time essence, that stretches out into the infinity, and
| find this essence as the identical true meaning in the multiplicity of subjective
phenomena and in the rule of intention of the further phenomena, as an idea, which
stretches into the infinity, and the true essential meaning of which is found through
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coming closer to it, as well as from the point of view of probability”(Husserl, 1994, p.
360).

Another phenomenologist, M. Merleau-Ponty also talks about the temporal nature
of consciousness and existence. He says the following about the qualities of space and
time: “perception gives me a “field of presence” in the broad sense, which unfolds in two
dimensions: in the dimension of “here-there” and in the dimension of “the past — the
present — the future”. At the same time, it is the second dimension which helps me
understand the first one, for both | myself, as well as the others, and the things of the
world, are all temporal, however | can say and come from only one sort of temporality -
the temporality of my own existence, the unfolding of which gives me the world.” The
temporality of the existence is understood by M. Merleau-Ponty in the following manner:
‘it is an intentional transition from that what | have, to that what | aim at, from that, what
| am, to that, what | want to be (Merleau-Ponty, 2006, p. 281). In this manner, the
subject, according to Merleau-Ponty, is inseparable from the its situation, it is “a specific
probability of situations; that is, it can actualize its essence in no other way, other than
being a body and coming into the light using its body” (Merleau-Ponty, 2006, p. 318).

According to Husserl, in order to understand what is human or what I myself am
as a separate personality, | need to partake in the infinity of experience, in which I
cognise myself from a different perspective, according to newer and newer qualities, and
more and more perfect. The defining features of this experience are: temporality; such
understanding of intentional consciousness that, as an experience of consciousness, is
divided into the experience of I, myself and the experience of the Other. Experience of I,
myself is a stream of my consciousness, universal structures of which make it a
transcendental consciousness. “The pure Self”, according to Husserl, is totally empty — it
has no essential components, it cannot be described. The pure Self acts as a sort of self-
evident point. The Self is absolutely empty, which means that it is identical, because its
emptiness guaranties that it can’t be non-self-evident. The Self remains self-evident
because it is empty, and constitutes a certain monad, which has no other attributes, apart
from the defining self-evidence of identity, and due to which the other phenomena can be
constituted — different intentional acts, experiences, and, accordingly, the world view.
Therefore, the identity, or self-evidence-ness, is not problematized by Husserl, but is
simply stated. The transcendental Self lies outside of the world, it is a source, that
constitutes the meaning of this world and the meaning of the human’s existence inside of
it.

As we can see, the cognisance of the transcendental Self is unfolded only in a
dialogue with oneself due to the ability to split in two parts: the one that watches, and the
one that is being watched, - a Self, transcendent in relation to the world, and a Self, which
Is submerged in the world. The latter Self, as an inherent part of the world, plays the role
of the Other. The consciousness of the transcendental Self becomes the source of its own
meaning. The intersubjectivity is understood by Husserl as the structure of an object,
through which | touch upon the experience of the Other. From here in his philosophy
comes the concept of the living world as the world of culture, which encompasses an
infinite number of human worlds, since an individual always acts within the framework
of intersubjective heritage.

A person takes their place due to the fact that they act and live in the context of the
meaningful connections, which allow to determine, according to the relevance, not only
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their own position, but also the position of all that surrounds them. This definition
(identification) happens within the limits of their own life situation: a person is always
born in a certain language environment and cultural tradition. Tradition, according to
Husserl, acts as a mechanism of social and cultural inheritance, which ensures the
generational change, societal connection and interaction of individuals. It is in the context
of traditions, that the process of formation of my personality is unfolding. If tradition is
the cultural heritage of many generations, then its basis is intersubjective. It is the
intersubjective dimension of tradition which opens up Volksgeist for us. Because there
exists something that binds the generations. It is the territory which they live on, the
language they speak, a certain world view, which is transmitted from one generation to
the other. Therefore, they are all united by one national culture.

The concepts of “I can” and “I do” allow us to talk about not a formal, but a
meaningful understanding of the Self. This “I can” is characterized by Husserl as the
Identical Self, as a special unchanging style of Self and its unchanging personal
character. This is what remains the same under the unstopping change of ideas and
opinions, namely: my ability to have my own views and to make judgements, as well as
to change them. And if an identity of a thing is a result of my work on identification of
its meaning, this is only possible because at the basis of my own life lies the
unconditional synthesis — the unity of Self and its “living reality”. On the basis of this
unity arises the unity of personality, which, however, doesn’t exist in the context of
constitution and self-torture, but in the context of relationships with other people.

A transitional form from the pure Self to a personality monad is the pure Self in
the total concreteness, in the world around me. The Other, according to Husserl, acts as a
new meaning of being, which goes beyond the bounds of a monadic ego in its lonely
originality, which is also reflected in my monad. The presence of meaning of the other
within the horizon of meanings is a prerequisite of thematisation and understanding of
this meaning. According to Husserl, pre-phenomenal, pre-empirical substance is the
identical, the bearer of that, which changes, and of the stable, which brings together all
temporal phases of the flow due to the unity of the common entity, according to the
ancestral community, which, however, doesn’t appear in the abstract entity at all. Identity
IS the essence in the unstopping common flow, which is stored in its individuation.

It would also be beneficial to compare these ideas of Husserl with the views of B.
Waldenfels. The being of subjectivity inevitably assumes the mode of existential lack of
meaning and perceives being in different constructs of foreignness. The processes of
globalization, which are present in today’s society, have led to the emergence of the
phenomenon of slipping identity, which doesn’t allow social individual to self-identify
within the traditional framework of sociality. B. Waldenfels and E. Levinas believe that
identification of objectivized essence in symbolic structures is set through the discourse
of the lack of meaning with the effects of the lagging behind Self, where the discourse of
the other is made into the basis of the discourse of subjectiveness. The subject is only
capable of self-identification, which coincides with their own raison d'étre. The field of
identification unfolds as the distance between the I and the Other. The relations between
the two open up to be an empty discourse of the I, told from an empty position on an
individual. Since an individual does not possess a meaning, they are unable to endow
with it any foreign discourse.
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Waldenfels talks about the necessity and the possibility of a coming together with
the Other, which is related to the subject’s ability to change and the perception of that,
which does not fall in line with the common order of things and meanings. The Other is
something entirely new, something which changes the whole situation. The event of
meeting with the Other is something which changes both the subject and the whole
world. If the meeting with the Other is possible, then it is an experience of becoming, an
experience of change of one’s own identity, does it mean that we go back to the idea of
interchangeability of identities? No. We can state that the state of being in a meting with
the Other, it, in a certain way, opens ourselves up to an | outside of our identity. The
Other world stretches out, changes us, but it doesn’t mean that it can be lived.

An interesting and fruitful application of phenomenological approach to the
questions of ethics we may find in the works of a French philosopher E. Levinas. His
ideas have a very high importance for our research, because he is almost the very first
person to directly put forward and study in detail the questions of personal identity’s
formation, and the process of individualization itself. He comes from the idea that “Self”
Is rooted in sensuality, in the feeling of pleasure from being in itself. The particular
character of being is rooted in the initial consent, the consent to exist, the consent to be
happy, and, in its turn, in the principle of individualization, which by itself can only be
understood from within, through the means of the interior. Nevertheless, the reverse
moment of such individualization on the sensual level is the oblivion of the past,
separateness of the “Self”, that is, limitless egoism. It is interesting that for Levinas such
egoism is not something ethically negative. It is more of, if framed in Husserl’s terms, is
an inevitable step of ego-genesis, a step due to which, the “Self” opens up and wakes up.
But such self-control of course isn’t the true identity of the “Self”, because it is only the
basis for the emergence of the idea of Infinity, in which the meeting with the Other must
take place.

Sensual isolation of the “Self” should not be broken by the emergence of the
Other, vice versa, it remains, but in such a way, as to not become a hindrance to letting
out. It is needed that in a separate being the doors to the outside be both closed and open.

The contradiction in the relationship of the “Self” and the Other are expressed in
the form of language. These relations, essentially are the process of studying, a school of
going outside, into the infinity of the exterior, that is, ethics in the full sense of this word.
Therefore language, which is always a gesture of relation, from the very beginning,
carries a certain ethical colouration, a certain ethical attitude to the infinity of the
exterior. On the other hand, this relation and this experience of the other are again not a
simple confrontation of the “Self” and the Other. These relations are more akin to the
relationship between a teacher and a student. It is in this teaching that the presence of
infinity is elaborated, which breaks the loop of totality.

The relationship with the Other, the relationship to the Other exists not outside the
world, it at the same time is greater than the world, it goes beyond its bounds in its ability
to narrate. Word overcomes the particularity of a singular thing, giving it a universal
character. This trend towards universalization is also undoubtedly ethical in its essence,
but not in a sense that the particular must dissolve in the universal of ethical norm and
instruction, no matter how kind and righteous those were. The universality makes the
narration possible, which is always a gift, an ethical gesture towards the other. As a
remark along the way, the definition of the ethical for Levinas has a very vast volume and
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is also ambivalent. Evil intention is also surprisingly considered an ethical relation and
should be considered with all due rigour. However, the basic and the more important
relation to the Other remains that, which makes the world of “I”” and the world of Other a
common one.

Levinas successfully implements ethical conceps of phenomenology that were laid
down by Husserl and Heidegger, showing that ethical involvement of a person is not
limited to adhering to the common models of behaviour, which are regulated by the
external norms and rules. By elaborating on the connection between ethics and ontology,
Levinas arrives at the problem of personal being and person’s identity confirmation. He
shows that such identity is of course not a given, as it had been show previously by
Heidegger, but it also cannot be comprehended only coming from one’s own care about
themselves. For Levinas identity is both ontologically and ethically grounded in dialogue,
in a situation of a meeting and in a relationship with the Other. Therefore, it can be said,
that according to Levinas, it is exactly ethics, especially in the broader sense of this term,
that should be considered the “first philosophy”, because it is impossible to think of such
a being, which would not be grounded in ethical relations, relationships. As was later
shown by P. Ricceur in his work “I — self as the other” (Ricceur, 2008), even one and the
same person can be the Other for themselves. Thus, dialogical ethics is a necessary
constructive moment of personal identity. But we should not forget that the inner
dialogue is also in a sense a dialogue, and in relation to oneself — an ethical relation.

Therefore, Levinas considers the function of identity as one of the most important
features of human nature. According to him, it is because of it that a person recognizes
their otherness in relation to the world. But this function can sometimes become an
attachment to oneself, which leads to a heightened sense of loneliness. It is in loneliness
that Levinas sees the moment of subject’s formation out of the anonymous existence.
Loneliness is the lack of time. A subject deprived of temporality, manifesting themselves
only as an incarnation, is shut within their identity and is deprived of the ability to
change. Such a change should be understood as a possibility of existential renewal.

The problem of identity occupies a special place in philosophy of P. Ricceur. This
philosopher sees the objective of his work as the development of a generalized concept of
a 20" century person as well as its improvement, which would take into account the
contributions of phenomenology, existentialism, personalism, psychoanalysis, etc. The
philosophical constructs of P. Ricceur are based on the critical rethinking of Freud’s
psychoanalysis and Husserl’s phenomenology. He strives to overcome the extremities of
the both in order to create his own vision of person, which was to be based on the
pluralism of those psychoanalytical, existentialist, phenomenological and hermeneutic
ideas.

P. Ricceur is considered a representative of phenomenological hermeneutics. “Self
as the Other” is his main work about the human, about person’s ability to act, about how
a word can be an answer to the question of “who am I?” In this work, as well as in the
works of the previous philosophers, re-thinking of the problem of human existence takes
place. The aim of Ricceur’s philosophy is the creation of conditions for a person to come
to terms with themselves, with their body and the world. He writes: “Personality is not a
problem which is separate from history and memory, personality is a central concept.
Personality in history is a question of finding oneself in relation to the others and in
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relation to the past, and how a person projects themselves into the future is connected to
that”.

Ricceur shows the levels through which personality’s development goes: from
personality to “Self”. He highlights three levels: linguistic, practical and ethical. On the
first level we deal with the universal capabilities of our language, which become apparent
in speech comprehension about people as personalities, and about the “Self”. In this case,
a personality cannot yet be characterized as a “Self”, but something can already be said
about it. Here we can differentiate one particular personality from all the others. It is a
part of that what we call the identification. Here we can identify one given particularity
only by relating it either to a class of bodies or to a class of personalities. The second
level appears because of the transition from semantics to pragmatics, that is, to a
situation, in which the meaning of sentences depends on the context of the dialogue. The
third level is the ethical level. It is related to the concept of “ethical guidance”. It is
contained in the judgements, which state that people are to supposed to take the
responsibility for their actions. “An ethical intention is an intention of good will to live
with the other and for the other, according to fair principles” (Ricceur, 2002b, p. 206).

An important moment in Ricceur’s philosophy is the emergence of the concepts of
«idem» and «bononiae», where the first one means “identical” in a sense of “analogical”,
the same as the one which contains some form, which is unchanging in time. The second
concept, “ipse”, means “identical”, but it is related to the concept of Self, Oneself. It
means that an individual is identical to themselves. The interpretation of Self plays a
major role in the process of self-discovery. Personal identity can only be articulated
properly in the temporal dimension of human existence. And it is in the process of
forming one’s own life story, which basically means putting events into order, that a
person acquires integrity and stability of their identity, where the narrative is its
necessary aspect. At the same time, no person constructs their own identity, their own
narrative is always intertwined with the narratives of the others about that person, about
the world and the others’ stories.

Thus, the identity of I is inseparable form the identity of the Other, because they
exist in a continuous interpretative relationship: one’s own narrative already contains
fragments of the others’ narratives, and is itself included into them. This intersubjectivity
serves as a basis for the transition from | to Myself. On the way of self-identification,
there exists a danger of self-deception, and in their search for identity, a subject may
come across the danger of losing one’s own identity as well as the lack of Self. It is
because, on the one hand, to be human means to be able to shift to a different
perspective, and, on the other hand, a question arises: what will be happening to my own
values when | will be trying to understand the values of another person, or other
peoples’? The identity of I is an essential part of the identity of the Other, because they
exist in a continuous interpretative relation, and one’s own narrative already carries the
fragments of others’ narratives and is itself included into them. An ideal model of a
relationship between | and the Other would be a social interaction which is to be
understood as an exchange of symbols. Ricceur writes, “..we are united by means of the
world of language. In reality there exist not only two persons, that are talking to each
other, but a whole linguistic unity, which gives us instruments with which we are able to
communicate” (Ricceur, 2008, p. 108). The relationship with the Other is always in one
way or the other mediated through the system of symbolic exchange. Identity appears as
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my won story of life, which gets compared to the stories of the Others in an attempt to
give it some integrity. 1 and the Other are not merely identities, but always also
something else.

In Ricceur’s philosophy the connection between I and the Other is considered to
be a dialogue, and language is the mediator between the two. The attitude towards
oneself and the attitude to the Other is based on the text, which was created by culture
and human experience, and their interpretation gives us an understanding of ourselves,
the Others and the meaning of the world. Therefore, the interaction between | and the
Other is a symbolic exchange, and any human activity includes a component of
understanding and interpretation.

This French thinker attempted to outline four major human abilities. First of all,
the ability to talk, to interact with others by means of language. “I can speak”. Secondly,
the ability to interfere into the world by means of actions, efforts, to pave their own path
in the physical world, so to speak. “I can act”. Thirdly, the ability to narrate their life and
to form their own identity through such narratives, using memories as a basis. “I can tell
about myself”. Fourthly, the ability to be a subject of an action, to consider oneself as the
author of their own actions. Framing it this way, Ricceur empathises the always
communal character of an individual subject.

Identification, according to Ricceur, is impossible without comprehension of
subject’s belonging to one or the other culture. The case is, the national culture acts as a
sort of life generator, an orderer of the chaos of life, where the “national” represents a
structured regime. Of course, national identification comes into being, first of all, through
the statement of “I — the Other”, by separating a certain cultural group from the others
according to the principle of “Self — the Other”. It is impossible to escape the delineation
of the mine and the others’ because a person often lives among people of other cultures,
and they realize that besides the world which is native to them, there exist other worlds,
that are native to somebody else, however that are totally foreign to that original person.
“Self”, “mine”, always need self-identification. However in the modern context this
identification cannot be expressed by mere belonging to something. 1 am not myself
because it needs to be related to a place, a time, a culture, that is, the elements of the Self.

In this context, new forms of identity gain special importance, which are more
fluid and plastic, these are highly in contrast with the identities of the traditional society.
Relatively recently (in the Western countries — starting in the 50s and 60s of the last
century, and in Ukraine — a little bit later), new youth subcultures acquired popularity,
and many of these were related to certain music styles. In the last two decades there
appeared and gained popularity the so-called online communities, which are even easier
to join, as compared to the “traditional” subcultures. Sometimes a “mishmash of
identities” prompts the expulsion of of some of society’s members (which is highly
relevant for the youth) into marginality, which may instigate deviant behaviour. All these
forms of expression of personal fluctuations in the social existence require special
attention.

Post-modernism actualized the problem of search for one’s own identity in a
certain negative sense, which bears a certain similarity to the way the activities of
Sophists prompted the emergence of the classical philosophical systems of Antiquity —
first of all, Plato’s and Aristotle’s. What we mean is the certain therapeutic effect which
came as a result of works of post-modernists, and which manifested in the desire of many
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western intellectuals to set some ontologically meaningful statements against the post-
modernist sermon. Because if a person’s identity (including its cultural-historical
identity) is dissolved in the arbitrarily accepted illusory ideologies, then the whole culture
will dissolve, and personality along with it.

In the history of philosophical thought the historical sequence does not always
correspond to the logical sequence. Phenomenology of Husserl and his followers can
often answer the calls raised by post-modernism. Phenomenology tries to construct a
framework in which a personality attains an ontological basis, however the
phenomenological understanding of ontology is fundamentally different from the classic
one. While the classical systems of the past tried to find a transcendental ground for
personality (akin to Hegel’s Absolute Spirit), phenomenology transfers the discourse to
the plane of the problem of bodily experience. This is the real area of different people’s
contiguity and communication, where their inner living worlds mutually open. The
meaning of human existence lies in the existence of the Other, in the study of it, which
manifests already at the stage of bodily experience. The human (cultural) world emerges
when the system of “I — the Other” comes into being, when there emerges a certain inner
relationship between mind-bodies of | and the Other, when the Other starts acting not as a
part of the outer world, but as a mode of perception and a carrier of behaviour. The
primary connection of a person with the world is done through perception, which is both
the first manifestation of human subjectivity and the first step in creation of the world of
culture. Therefore, an accurate perception of the outside world is impossible without the
existence of the Other. The world as understood by phenomenology is a meaning which
shines through the section of the experience of “Self” and the experience of the “Other”,
in their mutual interconnection. Phenomenology states that it is highly important to find
one’s own place in this world and to clearly delineate the limits between the “Self” and
the “Other”, because stepping over this boundary may be dangerous for a personality.

Subcultures as a method of youth socialization in the context of the development
of modern Ukrainian society. Human sociality is expressed in the forms of culture as a
sign-symbolic world of values, ideals, goals of activity, etc.; culture provides a matrix of
unity of people who live in the same territory and feel like one people. However, the
competences of culture are not limited by state borders and national territories (the
borders of the sphere of existence of the national spirit do not always coincide with the
state borders). It can go beyond the national boundaries, receiving the status of universal
human property, fueling local civilization formations with its energy, or being woven into
the project of global civilization. On the other hand, culture can unite people not by
national/civilizational/regional characteristics, but by other criteria, where "territoriality"
is no longer a determining factor, at best being "one of" secondary factors.

Here, culture exists in a different status and regime - without permanent

institutionalization and anything like official recognition, but performs some functions of
"classical" culture, albeit in a different way.
The name "subculture"”, which we will also use, has been fixed for similar spiritual
constructions, but with a single caveat: a subculture is not a subsystem of a national
culture, but a specific phenomenon that can have a locally limited character (and then it
will really be perceived as "local color"), and the character is international, not only
territorially overcoming state borders, but also in terms of the number of supporters,
sometimes surpassing the bearers of "traditional™ national cultures.

A subculture is a community of people whose beliefs, views on life, and behavior
differ from the generally accepted or are simply hidden from the general public, which
distinguishes them from the broader concept of the culture of which they are an offshoot.
Subculture is not only a youth phenomenon, but youth subcultures are the most
interesting, and they primarily attract the attention of researchers. Youth subculture is one
of many types of subcultures and a special part of social culture. Each representative of
the subculture accepts certain norms, values, pictures of the world, lifestyle, etc. as a
model of their existence.
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The most intensive search for one's own "I", the need for recognition by peers, the
attempt to establish one's identity, the thirst for change, the rebellious spirit, etc., are
characteristic of the young age of a person. What an adult tends to camouflage and hide,
young people openly manifest, seeing in this a reason to express their position in life.

The study of youth subcultures allows identifying and analyzing the problems and
contradictions of entering a socially active life, exploring the development and life
positions of the young generation at the current stage of development.

Youth subcultures are born in the period of early youth, when a young person feels
a lot of strength and energy, but does not find a sphere for its realization. Youth feel
useless and helpless in a large society that belongs mainly to adults, they need and expect
support. That is why young people unite around common problems and interests. Youth
subcultures express protest against adult society, but help young people to adapt to the
same adult society.

Subcultures arise as a certain alternative to the "adult" world with its
institutionalization, which may seem too harsh and foreign to a young person. There is no
place for her in this world, so the young person is looking for her "I" in another world,
where this place can be reserved. Accordingly, adults are not allowed to enter this new
world, or only "correct” adults are allowed to enter. A person wants to find himself in his
uniqueness and inimitability (turning away from the "gray mass rules" - generally
accepted norms), but at the same time, the approval of his actions by peers and like-
minded people is very important to him. So, subcultures arise because there is an
objective need for them. In this regard, the very fact of subcultures cannot be “"good" or
"pad", but we can, nevertheless, define certain social facts in their positive and/or
negative sense in terms of their impact on society and the individual. Among the positive
factors, we note the following. With the help of subcultures, a young person asserts
himself and gets an opportunity for self-realization. Subcultures partly contribute to the
construction of value priorities, the development of creative abilities, and the formation
of communication skills.

In general, subcultures are a form of psychotherapy that helps a young person
adapt to life in society, friendships and love can form within subcultures. However, the
influence of the youth subculture is also characterized by negative aspects, which often
prevail over the positive factors of influence. The negative factors of the influence of
youth culture include: leveling the authority of parents and replacing it with the authority
of friends; emancipation from the authority of adults; overestimated self-esteem, on the
basis of which such a character trait as negativism often arises; physical and verbal
aggression, as a result, deviant, antisocial behavior.

According to dominant values and characteristics, all youth subcultures can be
divided into the following groups:

* mystical or quasi-religious (Rastafaris, hippies, Satanists);

» musical (rockers, metal artists, rappers);

* outrageous (punks, freaks);

» aggressive-criminal (skinheads, gopniks);

* escapist (they are distinguished by their orientation towards the creation of a
parallel world, creation of their own "myth": goths, emos, sometimes hippies).

Although in the pure version there is no type of youth subculture, since their
groupings are not marked by stability and intersect, interpenetrate, however, each
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subculture has its own differences and characteristics. Some of them are socially
dangerous to one degree or another, because they promote drug use, violence against
others, etc.

The circle of Ukrainian subcultures is diverse and includes division by hobbies,
ethnic characteristics, behavior style and lifestyle. Young people, as a rule, do not have
the experience of the past with its inherent values and behavioral attitudes. During a
person's stay in any subculture, both behavior and lifestyle, as well as the entire
worldview and values, can change. Subcultures can both harm a person and bring
benefits, such as independence, formation of one's own point of view.

Usually, being a member of a certain subculture increases the self-esteem of each
of its members, which may have been depressed before. An important place is occupied
by changes related to the interpersonal relations of young people between each other or
with older people. Being a member of a certain trend, the youth subculture takes priority
in a person's life. Belonging to one or another unofficial youth organization compensates
a person for a negative attitude towards himself, a low level of self-esteem, rejection and
misunderstanding from society. Most often, a subculture arises from the common tastes
of a specific group of people. Their tastes can coincide in any field, for example, music,
sports or hobbies. To determine whether you correspond to a particular subculture, there
are special images or attributes of people who belong to this community. These attributes
can be: clothing style, hairstyles, slang. Music plays a special role in the formation of
modern youth subcultures. Music is a special type of human activity because it forces
listeners to use symbolic images as signs of spiritual reality, to decode them in individual
inner experience. Music affects the collective consciousness of a certain micro-society,
the formation of personality, serves as its identification catalyst in the social space of
cultural meanings. Music in itself is irrational, therefore through its mediation the secret
hiding places of the subconscious - both individual and collective - are revealed. The
musical component of youth subcultural activities, which has a rich arsenal of expressive
means (using which information about interests is read), exerts a powerful influence on
the psychological and motivational-behavioral mechanisms of youth socialization.

Music in the modern world is conditioned by the globalization of connections and
limitless technical transmissions of musical works. At the same time, she can turn to the
music of her culture, as well as to foreign music, to the music of different styles, genres,
times, peoples. Music is a form of cultural activity of people. Originating from ordinary
sounds, which were initially marked by emotionality and endowed with some energy
potential, today musical activity is gradually differentiated and complicated. Moreover,
music is one of the most developed languages of culture. The wealth of music is quite
relevant in genre diversity, which is due to different functions of music, conditions of
creation, performance. The birth and development of the musical genre has a historical
character. Music is created with the help of a specific type of human creative activity. In
archaic societies, activity was only collective in nature. Over time, musical art turns into
individual musical creativity, and the creation of this music depends on the talent of the
author, his abilities and attitude to his work. The skill of performance also has its own
characteristics. It has to do with performance technique, the ability to use one's creative
abilities to perform. In order to understand a piece of music, a person must have a certain
musical culture, which is formed at the beginning of life. The very concept of "musical
culture” is much broader than "music", since musical culture includes the entire sphere of
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musical activity, musical practice, etc. Musical culture combines the unity of music with
social functioning. This includes musical values that are created and preserved in society,
and all types of activities related to the creation, reproduction, use of music, and the
subjects of these activities. The modern development of musical culture is somewhat
different from what it was a century or two ago. Unfortunately, the level of education
among young people regarding musical culture is not the same as before. Young people
do not get acquainted with high music, do not get used to musical independence.
Consider the most famous and popular subcultures.

The *'reggae™ community and the Rastaman (Rastafari) subculture. Reggae is a
didactic music imbued, its proponents believe, with a consciousness of high service. A
reggae musician despises pop music, where they make money and entertain. He preaches,
"performs a mission", "discovers the truth". As Bob Marley sang, "All my life I've been
teaching people, opening the eyes of those who haven't seen the truth.” Members of this
musical community follow the truths embedded in the lyrics, they focus on creativity as a
spiritual catharsis of consciousness. The music community "reggae” is associated with
such a subculture as "Rastamans" (“Rastafaris"). Rastafari is the religion of the god Ja.
The birthplace of Rastafarianism was the island of Jamaica, but modern representatives
of this subculture have already moved far from the ideology that formed the basis of this
subculture at the beginning of its existence. One of the special and characteristic features
of Rastaman is their berets: they are of three colors - yellow, green and red. A real
Rastaman will tie his beret with his own hands. As for the hairstyle, it is long dreadlocks
with colored ribbons woven into them. Since dreadlocks cannot be combed and washed,
Rastaman hair quickly becomes quite neglected. Rastafari rules:

* love for people;

* understanding the meaning of life;

» telling others about Rastaman;

* playing the drums;

* smoking marijuana.

They have a negative attitude towards taking opiates, amphetamines and alcohol,
calling them "black" drugs. The subculture of the Rastamans is peaceful, they do not
create and do not engage in conflicts, they live to their own satisfaction. But in essence,
their occupation is idleness, such people are unlikely to achieve anything in public life.

In addition, the very idea of escaping from (social) reality is a dangerous tendency,
no matter how beautifully phrased it is justified; escaping from reality with the help of
drugs is a very bad idea in general. After all, in our opinion, there are no safe drugs, no
matter what their followers say. However, it is not only about those young (and not so
young) people who embark on this kind of escape from the world, but also about society,
which is indifferent and condescending to this kind of experiences.

Hip-hop community. "Freedom of speech” is their main appeal. The main vital
factor, the guarantor of the strength and stable positions of this style is its masculine
color, which is expressed in the performance and quality of music and texts. The
performers of this musical style are mostly male, as is the fan audience of this
community.

They wear wide and loose clothes, various voluminous jewelry (medallions,
blocks, long chains) are in fashion, most of them like to play basketball, do beat boxing
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and, of course, write rap. Supporters of this subculture do sports; they even have their
own style of art, graffiti.

The textual load of hip-hop helps to reduce the level of aggression and crime, the
essence of the songs offers alternative embodiments of activity in creative and social self-
realization. Basically, these are social texts or self-centered ballads, in which the artist
positions himself as an important and active link of society, without whose songs their
existence would be subject to immoral actions on the part of themselves and the audience
listening to them. In general, young people living in this community most often try
themselves in this genre, thereby forming their personality as creative, not marginal. Hip-
hop communities are spread all over the world, the main thing in their ideology is anti-
racism. Hip-hop is a positive alternative to drug addiction and gangsterism. The ideas of
the equality of all nations and religions are the basis of the ideas of the hip-hop
community. "This culture has become what most fully reflects urban life and reminds of
the roots that unite all the inhabitants of the planet. Hip-hop has become a factor
contributing to the formation of positive outlooks and ideological modes of modern
youth. However, there are different directions in this subculture, and there is a trend
called "Gansta". She is quite dangerous because she has an aggressive behavior style,
people can own firearms because they believe that the world is cruel and only they can
protect themselves. They can arrange shootings in broad daylight, indulge in street
hooliganism, robbery and drug dealing.

Rock community. The year is based on countercultural ideals, which are accepted
by society as a protest against morality. This attitude towards this community is due to
the fact that the self-expression of representatives of rock music in its original
manifestation still carries the heat of rebellion and opposition to society. In fact, in the
vast majority of cases, rock rebels not against society itself, but against societal
(bourgeois) patterns of behavior, customs and norms. Subjects of this community
perceive the socio-cultural environment as a "swamp" and danger, which is primarily
associated with the possibility of personal degradation under the dictates of the majority's
standards.

The counter-cultural foundations of rock make it a special type of moral protest, in
which the very fact of confrontation determines the phenomenon of rock reproduction.
Rock music is on the border of conflicts between creative aspirations of musicians and
demands for standardization. The difference between the popularity of rock and the
recognition of mass music lies in the choice of the public itself and its activity. This
feature of rock music distinguishes it from mass commercial "pop" trends. Rock music
performs a special function of forming values, behavior patterns, reflected by symbols in
clothes, manner of communication, which confirms the special lifestyle of certain groups
of young people.. Lifestyle is a certain model of everyday life that characterizes an
individual as a unique personality. However, this personality is not necessarily more
intellectual, more spiritual, more moral, etc. It is possible to stand out "from the crowd"
in different ways, and the fact that a person belongs to a certain community in itself does
not characterize him in any way.

Metalists. Metalists are one of the varieties of rock culture. Regarding their main
features and appearance, the fact that men have long hair, usually loose or gathered in a
tail, can be attributed. A leather jacket is a must, and mostly black clothes. It's always a
rather strange shoe, with spikes and chains. Leather or army pants are also in fashion.
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They also wear fingerless motorcycle leather gloves. Among girls, it is common to wear
a leather choker around the neck with spikes. It is the attributes from the above list that
can most often be found in specialized stores aimed at fans of "heavy" music.

Unlike some other subcultures, the metal subculture lacks a pronounced ideology
and is focused only around music. The lyrics of metal bands promote independence,
independence and self-confidence, the cult of a strong personality. Most of the
representatives of this subculture are guys, because the music itself has a pronounced
muscular color. To some extent, it refers to the archaic principles of social construction,
when men were brutal and warlike, which can be seen as a protest against modern trends
of gender equality, asexuality (metrosexuality) and feminization of men.

Goths and emo. It is not difficult to recognize Gota, because appearance is of
great importance to them. All or almost all of their clothes are black, but the skin must be
incredibly white. Goths have a pessimistic attitude towards life and listen to special
gothic music. However, it should be noted that the representatives of this subculture have
nothing to do with the historical Goth tribes (Visigoths, Ostrogoths, etc.). Such a name
has the character of an allusion to Gothic culture in medieval Europe (Gothic cathedrals,
Gothic font, etc.), which, in turn, having no direct connection with the historical Goths,
was considered as an alternative to Italian (primarily) romanticism. In some songs of
modern Goths, the theme of death, depression, and suicide attempts is often raised. The
formation of such a stereotype about the desire for death was also influenced by the fact
that some famous figures of Gothic music ended their lives by suicide. But as a rule,
Goths are creative people who are looking for inspiration. And their admiration for this
subculture as a way to get full of energy. At least, Goths usually do not create problems
for others, they are not prone to violence, theft and other crimes. Goths love cemeteries,
and their music and worldview tend to idealize death. Goths are quite common in
Ukraine. There are musical groups with a corresponding focus: "Bumblebees”, "Violet
Raymoor"”, "NOVI", "Sunrise", "Thy Despair", the magazine "Gothica" is published, etc.

The emo subculture is, to some extent, an alternative to the goth subculture, but
there are many "gothic" elements in their appearance. The main feature of emo is the
expression and non-restraint of one's emotions, the most important thing is to be yourself
and not to force yourself into certain limits. They have a very sensitive attitude towards
everything that happens in life. Society has formed a stereotype about the emo culture, as
if these are people with a depressed attitude towards life, that they see only the negative
side in everything, constantly show their sensitive nature (and it is not only about women,
but also emo-boys), that they are prone to to solve problematic situations in life by
suicidal means. But at the same time, emo differs from other movements in that their
subculture is classified as prone to romanticism and elevated feelings towards culture.
Emo culture promotes such a concept as strategizing — the whole philosophy of this
concept is wrapped up in a simple form of negative attitude towards alcohol, tobacco, and
narcotic substances. Also, emos in some cases practice vegetarianism, refusal to use
products containing caffeine, refusal of medicines and promiscuous sexual relations.
Bisexuality is a common phenomenon among the emo subculture, and the reason for this
is that it is increasingly difficult to identify gender between boys who look like girls and
girls who look like boys. Emo and goths are united by gloom, the cult of death, and a
passion for black. The main difference between them is their attitude to the world —
emos hate themselves, goths, in turn, hate everything around them, and because of their
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worldview, goths are less prone to suicidal attitudes than emos. The inner world of emo is
always filled with an explosive amount of deep personal experiences, as a result of which
such people have a blunted reaction to social events happening around them, which can
even end in rejection of the world and even suicide, because these people, as a rule, have
no other way out for themselves they just don't see it.

Skinheads. Basically, the appearance of skinheads can be characterized as "boots
and suspenders”, a short haircut or a completely shaved head (hence the name of this
subculture) - also as the main element of appearance. These are closed neo-fascist (neo-
Nazi) youth groups. They preach the cult of the strong person, racism, black magic, and
also regularly engage in physical training. They are free in their statements and do not
hide their views on certain things. Modern skinheads are quite aggressive and believe that
"colored" emigrants are to blame for their social troubles. A must-have for skinheads are
thick-soled boots with a metal toe and high laces. They also wear skinny jeans or
camouflage pants, military jackets with a "snake", black wide braces, checkered shirts.
Skinheads often have tattoos with symbols of the Celts, Druids, and rarely a swastika.
The main idea of skinheads in the slogan: "White power!".

Skinheads believe that only the strong can live. The main disadvantage of this
subculture is that they take their idea very literally. Attacks of aggression against other
people, especially immigrants, are noticed behind skinheads. Sometimes aggressive
actions against "racially inferior" leads to fatal consequences.

Freaks. Freaks are extravagant, extraordinary people with unusual appearance and
outrageous behavior. Often these people refuse social norms and stereotypes, trying to
break them. It is believed that freaks are representatives of a youth subculture, but they
can also be fully grown people. Freaks are often representatives of the creative beaumond
— writers, poets, musicians, artists. In addition to unusual clothes, freaks use the
following techniques to express their individuality:

» a tattoo that covers the whole body or a large part of it;

* hairstyles in the style of "punk": freaks often make "mohawks", dreadlocks,
pigtails. They also like to dye their hair in bright colors: light green, pink, sky blue, bright
purple, etc.;

* Piercings: A large number of earrings can be seen on the freak's body and face.
Earrings are inserted into the nose, eyebrows, nipples, navel, genitals. The lobes of the
ears, nose or lip are often decorated with "tunnels"” - this is a large-sized ornament that
has a through hole;

* other body modifications for a radical change in appearance: medical implants
(for example, in the form of horns), cutting the tongue in two, like a snake's, modification
of teeth, scarring, etc.

This subculture has a big plus - there is no negative attitude towards the world and
towards "not your own". There is nothing they are hostile to. The downside of this
subculture is precisely their freedom. She gives them everything, but it is almost
impossible to influence them from the outside. Freaks are not very common in Ukraine,
primarily due to socio-cultural standards and insufficient tolerance for those who are too
different from the majority. However, certain elements of "freakness" are found in some
representatives of show business.

Punks. Representatives of this subculture strive to shock and surprise others as
much as possible. That's why they have a suitable image: most punks re-dye their hair in
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bright colors of incredible shades, comb, shave, fix in any available way in the style of
"storch”. Among punks, the mohawk hairstyle is extremely popular. The canonical punk
wears ripped jeans tucked in or tucked under sneakers or boots. The main feature of the
punk appearance is the "dead" style.

Frequent signs of punks include numerous tattoos and piercings, as well as a large
number of patches and chains. As such, punks do not have such an ideology. The only
thing that unites them is a protest against modern society. There can be many forms of
protest, from creating incredible hairstyles to advocating anarchy in any available places.
Many of them use drugs, alcohol, and toxic substances. Their main disadvantage is that
where punks appear, fights, robberies, and violence with the purpose of insulting the
individual begin.

Hippie. The hippie subculture is one of the old youth subcultures. The movement
was formed in San Francisco in the mid-60s of the 20th century as a protest against the
bourgeoisie. At the heart of the hippie ideology is the philosophical teaching associated
with the "Jesus movement”. They adhere to pacifist views, profess the idea of "non-
resistance to evil with violence", and are inclined to creativity. The main form of leisure
is flute gatherings with endless discussions, constant polemics and obligatory music.
These parties are usually accompanied by the use of alcohol and drugs. Hippies often run
away from home, traveling with almost no means of subsistence. The love of hippies for
flowers (one of the names of the movement is "children of flowers") and for walking
barefoot is known. Part of the ideology of hippies is "free love" with all its (sometimes
very negative) consequences. In Ukraine, the hippie movement was formed quite early -
at the end of the 60s of the 20th century in Lviv. A peculiarity of their activities was a
political color, although they tried to avoid a direct conflict with the Soviet authorities.
Since the 90s, the organized hippie movement has declined.

Mobbers . In 2003, mobbers (flash mobbers) (from English flashmob — "instant
crowd") first announced themselves. These are network users initiating short-term street
actions. Flash mob technology is quite simple: instructions are sent to the addresses of
potential mobbers who register on the appropriate website (for example,
www.flashmob.com) with an outline of the plot of the action, a list of necessary
accessories, and an indication of the exact time and ways of leaving. Mobbers are
probably the least ideological of all subcultures, they have no peculiarities in appearance,
lifestyle, social status, etc. Schoolchildren, students, office workers, programmers,
businessmen, etc. can participate in flash mobs. Their subculture is not a certain set of
guidelines, but rather a way to spend your free time interestingly. There is a "Community
of Flash mobbers of Ukraine", however, the vast majority of actions are of a local
(regional) nature, and the organization is carried out through thematic groups in social
networks.

Hopniks. Gopnyk is a representative of the Soviet and post-Soviet subculture,
formed as a result of the penetration of criminal aesthetics into the working environment.
This is a person who demands money or other valuable things from other people, a
swindler, a robber, a hooligan. Usually comes from low-income families. In the mid-
1990s, a new generation of gopniks appeared, not controlled by organized crime or
controlled to a lesser extent. They quickly established themselves as "cultural enemies"
of most youth subcultures. Any teenager belonging to another subculture can be beaten,
subjected to sexual violence, robbed.
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Satanists and other sectarian subcultures. Religious sects are a big problem of
our time. A religious sect is usually a separate group of people who separated from a
particular church. It is not difficult to understand that in many cases this word has the
character of a label by which representatives of the "dominant" religious movement
designate their ideological competitors, but it is worth taking into account that any new
religion in this sense acts as a "sect".

Satanic associations acquire all the characteristics of a destructive sect, namely:

» The sect constantly contrasts itself with generally accepted religious teachings.
The representatives of the sects believe that the generally accepted teachings have existed
for several centuries, but no changes have occurred in earthly life - people are constantly
dying, wars and other disasters are unfolding. Their teaching itself becomes a breath of
"fresh air”, but the real mission of the sect is the destruction of society. Very often, sects
act as educational organizations that carry the "grain of truth" to the masses.

* Full control over the personal lives of the participants of this movement. The
realities of the sect are such that total control is the primary source of the organization's
functioning. The sect in every way regulates the rules of behavior, certain life priorities,
the right to use certain material goods. The more advanced the level of total control, the
more dangerous the sect.

» Suppression of the manifestation of one's own "I". Constantly playing with
human weaknesses, the organizers of the sectarian movement introduce new methods of
manipulation. As for the mechanism of attraction to the sect, the plan of action is quite
subtle and considered. The basis is the transfer of personal responsibility to the head of
the sect. A person no longer needs to improve and develop, it is enough only to become
an adept of a sect and completely entrust his life to the leader of the sectarian movement.

* Self-interested motives of the leader are the basis of the sectarian movement.
Most sects have a mandatory ritual - donations in the form of money and real estate. Very
often self-interested motives are indirect, that is, representatives of sects participate in
various political movements, start their careers with the aim of obtaining further income.

* The right to decide on the inclusion of this or that individual in the sect belongs
to the charismatic leader of the sectarian movement.

* All capital should be concentrated in the hands of the sect leader. This means that
all the leaders of the sects claim the "property of the community" for themselves, but in
fact they use it for their own purposes.

» The most important feature of distributive sects is the exaltation of the leader,
who tries to keep power in his hands by endowing himself with some magical properties.
He can tell this to the members of the sect, and they sincerely believe that in front of
them is a "messenger of God/Satan".

Communicative activity of virtual communities. Among the informal
communities there are also those whose emergence and spread is connected with
information technologies, and which are a direct product of the information society. They
could also be called "subcultures”, but unlike those already discussed, their
representatives do not have any external signs (a specific style of clothing, special
hairstyles accepted in their environment, tattoos, piercings, etc.). Their activities take
place almost entirely in the virtual world, which is why they are called "virtual
communities”. In a narrow sense, virtual reality is an artificially created world in which
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the user is located with the help of special gadgets. In addition to the well-known VR
glasses, special helmets, screens and devices have appeared, with the help of which the
image is projected onto the retina. In a set with glasses or helmets, controllers are used
that allow interaction with the virtual world.

However, virtual reality can be considered in a broader sense. We mean the entire
information and entertainment sphere, created with the help of computer and Internet
technologies. This is a certain world, with its own laws, internal logic, goals and
achievements, with its own heroes and outsiders.

The topicality of the topic is associated with the rapid increase in recent decades of
interest in virtual contacts of both a personal and social nature, which caused a
completely understandable reaction of scientists and philosophers. Research on
communication (both "live" and virtual) is very diverse. In the era of global
computerization, methods, forms, and styles of communicative interactions are being
modernized. The modified symbiosis of communication is to a greater extent transferred
to cyberspace, which occupies an important niche in the life of society. In socio-
philosophical thought, the study of the peculiarities of communication in the Internet
environment as one of the factors of human socialization, the specifics of modern
communities, is being updated.

Network-computer reality has firmly entered our lives. Its architecture allows you to
choose the locus in which a particular person can feel most comfortable. In contrast to
real life, where everyone is forced to take into account social norms and objective
conditions of their existence, in the virtual world you can present yourself in the desired
context, and here human fantasy is almost not restrained by anything. A failure in real life
can become a conqueror of the world of illusions, especially if he shares this world with
other people who recognize his achievements as something significant. This is a special
type of socialization, attractive in its optional nature. After all, your real "I" can be
replaced by a virtual "I", made up partially or completely. And even if the strategy of
"conquering the world" has failed, there is usually no great tragedy in this (although there
are special cases that can cause deep depression or even suicide), because you can always
change your nickname, start "from scratch”, or change it altogether one locus (forum,
social network, game, etc.) to another. Virtual reality allows people to learn, get new
information anytime and anywhere, communicate with relatives abroad, conduct online
negotiations and get profitable contracts and much more. Virtual reality undoubtedly
includes social networks, with the help of which people can communicate with friends,
learn news, etc.; someone is looking for understanding, someone is looking for love,
someone is tired of everyday life, and someone is looking for friends. It is easier for
people to unite on the Internet, because there you can meet like-minded people from
different parts of your country and the world. In addition, the distribution of roles in the
virtual world is more fair than in reality. Here, everyone has the right to their own
opinion, almost no one becomes an outsider forever, and if this happens, it is very easy to
find another community in which there will be no problems. In the network, everyone
can express their will and opinion, discuss a certain issue or solve a problem together,
without gathering in a certain place, which is often problematic in the modern rhythm of
life. Usually, people focused on a certain problem or a common goal unite in a network.
For example, there are communities that discuss literature, goods, etc. Even those
dialogues that are created in groups of popular messengers (Viber, WhatsApp, Telegram,
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etc.) are also to some extent virtual communities, the purpose of which is to discuss work
or educational moments, immediately announce news, requirements, answer each other's
questions. That is, it is the same community as in reality, but in it it is possible to
communicate at a distance and at any time.

An integral part of the virtual community is that in the process of communication,
people construct new ways of its regulation. Almost every community has certain rules of
conduct, and people who join communities must follow these rules, because in most
cases community administrators block offending users. Such measures and rules act as
new types of behavior and its regulation. But not only the possibility of communication at
a distance is the main reason for the formation of virtual communities. Their advantage is
that there is anonymity, and this plays an important role in the decision to enter a virtual
community, because there are no pressures that always arise in face-to-face
communication, mechanisms of "seeking encouragement” and "avoiding judgment” . The
ease of changing the circle of communication is also one of the main reasons. People join
virtual communities also because here you can meet people who are competent in certain
issues, who have life experience and can give an objective explanation or advice in
solving a problem or issue.

Creating a virtual community (for example, a group on Facebook) is usually quite
easy, but in order for it to become popular, you need to make a lot of effort. Here the
reverse side of informatization is manifested: in case of oversaturation of information, the
main problem is not its search, but filtering. Owners and administrators of network
resources are forced to take certain actions so that users choose their
sites/groups/communities. To do this, they offer interesting topics, promote non-trivial
discussions, encourage experts in the chosen issue, and only if the content of the
community is interesting, users will join it. That is, a virtual community is not only a way
of communicating on the Internet, but also the painstaking work of the administrator and
each member of the community for the interest of himself and other users.

The virtual community is an ideal platform for socializing, finding friends, new
acquaintances, like-minded people. Lightness, simplicity, the ability to communicate in
free time, the possibility of finding acquaintances and further friendship or other
interaction despite the distance, attract users of different generations and preferences, and
especially young people.

People in virtual communities can have different views on life, with different
nationalities, races, and religions. Virtual reality can be a hiding place for a person's soul:
it can be an informational, communicative, artistic environment where there are no limits
to thinking and you can create whatever you want; it is an almost unlimited space for
possibilities and ideas.

In this big web it is much easier than in life. They don't make fun of their appearance
here, they don't criticize them for not being what someone wants them to be, they won't
shame them. The fact is that in cyberspace a person can remain anonymous if he wishes,
so that he is known only as a "user". That is why many children and adolescents can
know the support of people that they will not find in real life among their peers. This
leads to the formation of a new generation of people who identify themselves with other
people who simultaneously "coexist™ in two spaces - social and virtual, but prefer to work
and rest, communicate and have fun in the network space.
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However, not everyone wants to be anonymous online. Some users, on the contrary,
use the possibilities of the Internet in order to become famous, popular, so that as many
people as possible learn about them. If a person is already quite well-known, then his
presence in the network becomes almost optional. Almost all politicians, show business
figures, heads of public, religious, charitable and other organizations have their official
websites, pages in social networks, sometimes hiring specialists (or instructing
subordinates) to fill them with content. They proceed from a pragmatic principle: you are
known when you are known on the Internet.

The official pages of famous people also allow you to learn their own position
"firsthand”. The fact is that their words are often distorted either by sensationalist
journalists or by competitors/adversaries. Even in the pre-information age, there were
many fakes and black PR, and nowadays their volume has increased many times. Official
sites and pages make it possible to counteract this to some extent. However, the issue of
truthfulness of information is already a topic of another study.

Undoubtedly, virtual culture has a special effect on children and adolescents, who
have not yet developed their psyche, and for whom the creation of virtual doubles and
frequent role changes can further increase the loss of interest in real life. But older people
also spend time in virtual space, communicating in an imaginary world, which can be
perceived by them as a true socio-cultural reality.

Considering the Internet community separately, we can claim that it has a global
character, that is, it overcomes all real - temporal, spatial, physical, institutional and other
communication barriers. A community is communicative only if its members are
individuals who fully communicate - if their interests can be freely expressed and taken
into account in a common discourse. The question of the formation of communities on
the Internet arises from the very first days of its distribution. Barry Wellman, who
developed the concept of networked individualism, argued that types of interaction are
possible online that are motivated not by collective identity (that is, the awareness of
belonging to a group), but by individual interest. In a paper co-authored with Lee Rainey,
Wellman notes that complex social networks have always existed, but modern advances
in communication technologies allow them to function as dominant forms of social
organization. Cyberspace connects people almost regardless of belonging to a social
stratum and geographical location. The Internet provides an opportunity to unite cultures
through interactive interaction and, as a result, to change the reality of people or create
something new, both on the network itself and beyond. Changing the image of the world
and lifestyle under the influence of information technology leads to the formation of a
new type of personality and society in cyberspace. A platform is emerging that
transforms the socio-cultural system of values, a space in which a person gets access to
many informational and human resources. The term "cyberspace"” is relatively new. It
was introduced by William Gibson, a Canadian science fiction writer. Cyberspace as a
concept has firmly established itself in network literature, but there is still no generally
accepted definition. This term itself comes from the words "cybernetics" and "space".
Cybernetics is the science of the general laws of management and transmission of
information in various systems, and space here is the place where information is located,;
yes, cyberspace becomes a space of informational objects and events.

Cyberspace as a socio-cultural factor affects social life, changes the spatio-temporal
perception of reality and leads to the formation of a network society, which consists of
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certain groups of people connected by common interests. In less than a decade,
cyberspace has become not only a medium for interpersonal interactions, but also an
active economic activity. The emergence of cyberspace as a special environment of
virtual living (stay) of a person has led to a change in the archetypes already formed in
society, rhythms of functioning, aesthetic images, models of economic activity and forms
of social interactions. At the same time, the social system of cyberspace has gone from
the level of "primitive" to the level of "developed" (differentiated) societies in literally
two decades.

A virtual community is a certain number of people who maintain regular
communication using the Internet. The term "virtual communities” was popularized by
Howard Reingold. A virtual community is distinguished from a regular community by
anonymity and the possibility of changing social status. The presentation of the
personality can take place through "role play"”. The possibility of changing the identity in
the space of communications helps to present the participant as his desired projection of
himself. Participants of virtual communities make the desired projection of their
personality and thus feel more confident. Yes, there are options for communication in the
network, focused on changing the strategies of gender representation. Representatives of
the analyzed virtual communities, as a rule, are completely engrossed in their interests,
which become the vital basis of existence. Gamers - (from the English Game - game) a
player, a person, constantly plays computer games, and even sees the meaning of his life
in games. Gamers are considered a new subculture, and entered this list in 2013, after the
recognition of eSports. Although the term includes people who do not consider
themselves full-fledged gamers, they are often used to refer to those who spend a lot of
time playing games or have an interest in them. Most often, gamers are teenagers, for
whom the game actually takes up all the time free from studying. The subculture of
gamers was born recently. Computer network games for young people are an opportunity
to communicate in action: to complete tasks and defeat enemies together with other, often
foreign, peers. There are also offline games that have a purely entertainment function.

A gamer looks no different from an ordinary person. Gamers have their own jargon,
their own interest clubs. Finally, your cinematography: recently, popular games have
been screened quite often, it is enough to mention "Lara Croft", "Doom" or "Nancy
Drew". Now here is its own literature, for example, the series of novels "S.T.A.L.K.E.R."
If a gamer plays a certain game for a long time, he will look for an interlocutor according
to his type and interests. For example, one of the most organized types of gamers are
"quakers" - supporters of the computer game "Quake". Real communication and
communication in the game with other real people are practically no different. Some
gamers are guided by the statement: "I can live a thousand lives in games, but only one in
the real world." As a rule, the representatives of this community are people who, for
various reasons, are deprived of a real circle of communication (with the exception of
special cases, the reason is always one - the unsatisfied communicative potential of a
person). Such a virtual life causes harm to a person's physical and mental health, as well
as his material well-being. In games, a person accepts a pre-made “prepared” scenario
with a set of storylines, characters, etc. When playing a computer game, a person acts
according to programmed scripts. In video blogging, the situation is different - the author
acts more creatively, which does not exclude activities with certain "scripts".
Representatives of these communities spend a lot of time in cyberspace, which affects
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their full-fledged life in the real world. In fact, embarking on this path, they are quasi-
socialized, and such an attempt at self-affirmation of the individual is rather pseudo-self-
realization. With the development of VR technologies, gaming entered a new stage.
Virtual reality does not just show a person a scene, but allows you to be a part of it. You
can see things in a new way, feel like a different person, and even become an improved
version of yourself. This technology is already working successfully in games, but it can
also fundamentally change the education system. Children will not just learn history, but
will become a part of it, finding themselves in the role of a real historical person. Instead
of reading about archaeology, they will engage in virtual excavations. In medicine, this
technology is already being used to train doctors who perform operations in the virtual
world that are almost identical to the real ones. One of the main problems of exchanging
real life for virtual life is degradation. During the game, only the visual and motor nerves
work in a person, which leads to a decrease in mental activity. Of course, at the start it
looks like a very "convenient and interesting” method of distracting the child from whims
and constant screams, but then the child goes to school, and he is no longer interested in
listening to the teacher because he has a device that can always entertain him. Now,
almost every elementary school student has a smartphone with dozens of games loaded
on it.

It is possible that it is the struggle for a better life that prompts people to run away
from reality. In today's world it is difficult to survive, there are many losses on the way to
success and not everyone is able to withstand it. And in games or on the Internet,
everything is easy. There, a person is what he wants to be, he is where he wants to be.
And the main thing is that it does not require much effort. Often people with weak
character, who are unable to survive in the real world, who cannot realize themselves,
tend to abandon the cruel world of people in order to plunge into an illusion where it is
easy to gain authority and become a hero. Often these are those who are not accepted by
society, who do not have the ability for career growth, who do not have in life what they
can have in the game: love, money, luck, a second try.

Perhaps some people resort to virtual reality in order to be able to hide all their
shortcomings and acquire many things that they cannot have in real life. That is, it is a
kind of attempt to fight with one's complexes. An ordinary person who does not attract
the attention of others, or this attention is present, but it is manifested in ridicule,
contempt or physical violence. If, in such a case, this person still does not receive support
from family or friends, then he develops disrespect for himself and others, complexes,
and hatred for life in general.

Role-playing games can be divided into three categories:

1. Games with a first-person view. This type of game most draws people into the
virtual world, as a person sees it as real and enters the role of a hero. After several hours
of the game, the player begins to lose touch with the real world, he becomes completely
focused on the virtual world. A person can take the role of a character seriously and
experience all the emotions that both he and the actions of his character consider his own.
2. Games with a third-person view. This type is characterized by a lower force of
entering the role compared to the previous one. The player sees from the side, controlling
the actions of this hero. The character has a less pronounced character, but here too there
are emotional manifestations.
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3. Management games (strategies, step-by-step strategies). This type is called so
because the player has to control the activities of subordinates - computer characters. In
such cases, the gamer acts as a leader - a unit commander, a general, a head of state, even
a "god" who directs the historical process. There are other types of games, and among
them you can even find quite useful ones that can develop a person, teach him various
skills. Sometimes learning takes place in a playful way (for example, learning foreign
languages), and such an experience is quite positive.

Within the framework of cyberspace, another community is distinguished with similar
features, which appear as a result of socio-cultural and individual factors. Hikikomori is a
Japanese term for teenagers and young adults who withdraw from social life and often
seek extreme isolation and loneliness. These people hardly leave their apartment/home,
completely immersed in virtual life, and they order everything they need via the Internet.
In social networks, "Hickey" also exists as a label applied to people who suffer from
social phobia. These people have no friends, they experience difficulties in
communicating with others. Individuals who simply refuse to be socially active due to
their reluctance to earn a living often cover themselves with such escapism. They choose
seclusion as a result of conflict with the real world. The conflict occurs because of the
refusal to adapt to society as a full-fledged individual with characteristic tools of
existence. The lack of clear life and career guidelines makes them vulnerable, leads to
self-isolation and transformation into hikikomori. Analyzing the virtual communities of
gamers, bloggers, hikikomori in the aspect of communication in cyberspace, we came to
the conclusion that virtual communication with certain features created by their
representatives is formed within the microsociety of these groups. Virtual communication
IS communication with a remote partner or group, mediated by a computer and
telecommunication systems.

The online community of bloggers communicates in cyberspace by expressing their
thoughts and ideas through authored content. A blog has, as a rule, a circle of readers
who subscribe to it or regularly visit it in order to read new information expressed in text
or video form and express their opinion. In his blog, the author can try on different
Images, creating a projection of his imaginary self.

Representatives of the Internet community of gamers on the World Wide Web
position themselves purely as heroes of some video game. During the gaming process,
gamers self-isolate from society and immerse themselves in virtual life. Unlike bloggers,
whose activity develops thanks to a creative approach, gamers express themselves only
with the help of already programmed scripts. A distinctive feature of the representatives
of the hikikomori community is the low level of adaptation in society. The
communication skills of this community on the Internet are manifested by creating blogs
in text format (like bloggers) or in chats during video games (like gamers). Any Internet
community, as one of the factors of socialization, presents a person not as a full-fledged
person, but as one or another mask that he tries on himself. The most hierarchical (with
all the conventionality of such a characterization) is the community of gamers, especially
when it comes to online games. Score rating, clan (guild) membership and place in it
(leader, officer, veteran, etc.) for many gamers can be more important than the game
itself, especially at high levels, when the newbie novelty wears off and the tasks
(missions) become the same . A sense of self-importance and pride in being high in the
game's hierarchy can be almost the main factor that keeps an experienced gamer in the
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game. We see the following picture: gamers are the most hierarchically dependent, but
almost not socialized, bloggers have almost no hierarchy, but they are the most
socialized, hikikomori are indifferent to both hierarchy and socialization.

From time immemorial, man has played various "social games", trying on various
social roles and creating a certain image for himself, which would be perceived by other
members of society as a certain “proper” and "desirable” as he sees "proper" and "
desirable™ she herself. Even protest against society, ignoring rules and norms almost
always takes place in socially oriented forms, usually with elements of provocation.
Therefore, when a young person says that she is not interested in the opinion of others
about her appearance and behavior, and to prove this she chooses the most extravagant
appearance and the most scandalous behavior, it only means that she feels too lonely and
wants to draw attention to herself, which she does not have enough of. Therefore,
although most subcultures in one way or another outwardly oppose themselves to society,
in fact their members are not only not free from their environment, but on the contrary,
they need special attention. Considering the number of people who immerse themselves
in the virtual world of the Internet every day, the opportunity to master such power, or at
least to be tangential to it, is a serious temptation, so it is not surprising that many young
people prefer to live a life where they themselves decide how present yourself, what role
to play, how to look (in particular, use your own, even if it is very "polished", photo, or
choose a certain idealized image as an avatar), etc. And this is a completely different
experience than when a person is perceived as “their" by only a few friends. In addition,
young people see that this virtual world is not so much a toy, because quite mature and
successful people "live" in it next to them. Today, no serious structure - commercial,
political, public, religious - can do without its website and pages in social networks, the
loyalty of Internet users is important for any business and public figure.

One way or another, it is almost impossible to live without the Internet in modern
society. However, it is worth understanding that virtual life should not replace real life,
because Internet addiction has a detrimental effect on both the psyche and the
socialization of an individual.

Marginality as a form of deviant personality behavior. Personality is the creator
and creation of society, which bears the imprint of all its contradictions. Here we are
talking not only about the anthropological qualities of man, which push him beyond the
boundaries of the natural world in its completeness (in this perspective, the juxtaposition
of "man" and "nature" is appropriate, as if these two entities really exist in their abstractly
fixed certainty), but also (primarily) about the foundations of identity and self-awareness
that are formed in a concrete-historical society with its reality. In fact, meanings
themselves require external efforts for self-reproduction, and this makes them dependent
on objects of their own control. Since a person in the process of social adaptation
necessarily introduces additional unknowns, sometimes unconsciously, sometimes
mistakenly, and sometimes due to a rebellious spirit, the reproduction of cultural codes,
even under favorable conditions, will not be a simple repetition.

The last circumstance, strictly speaking, is responsible for the fact that society
develops in general. Development in itself is not a disaster or a blessing, but it can be
such for an individual who qualitatively interprets the nature of changes and builds an
appropriate strategy. The latter should be relevant not only to the current state of affairs,
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but also to the future, at least in its most important features. The fast-flowing processes of
social transformation often leave a person rejected and relegated to the periphery; the
individual remains at the edge of the social or beyond it. Marginality is one of such
phenomena terminologically recorded by social philosophy recently. Public opinion and
the reaction of state institutions to the phenomenon of marginality remain generally
negative to this day. The definition of "marginal personality" was first proposed by R.
Park in 1928. He formed it to characterize the socio-psychological consequences of the
non-adaptation of migrants (immigrants) to the requirements of urbanization as a way of
life. In general, it can be argued that this is an individual who is on the border of different
cultures, which sometimes conflict with each other.

In general, there is an American and European tradition of interpretation of the
concept of "marginality”. The first is based on the study of the cultural conflict that
occurs during the transition of an individual from one community to another with a
different culture, subculture, and lifestyle. The second one is characterized by the study
of structural (social) marginality, with an emphasis on its objective social conditioning,
determining the conditions and factors of this phenomenon.

In the American tradition, marginality is studied primarily through the prism of a
cultural conflict that arises in an individual who falls into another cultural (subcultural)
environment. This tradition was also laid by R. Park, who studied immigrants, and
through them came to the concept of "marginality”. R. Park noted that the periods of
transition and crisis in the lives of most people are similar to those experienced by an
immigrant when he leaves his homeland. Marginal, according to R. Park, acquires a
complex of negative psychological signs: serious doubts about one's own value, uncertain
relationships with friends, fear of being isolated, painful shyness, loneliness and
excessive dreaminess, hypertrophied anxiety about one's own future, the desire to avoid
any what risky actions, inability to enjoy life and confidence in the unfair treatment of
others. E. Stonequist believes that it is possible to overcome the cultural conflict faced by
immigrants, but it will take some time (about twenty years). According to him, this
overcoming includes three stages. At the first stage, the individual is not aware of the
conflict itself, but only tries to perceive the dominant culture. At the second stage, the
conflict is realized. And the third stage involves successful or unsuccessful adaptation to
the situation.

However, marginal individuals are not only people who find themselves on the border
of two cultures, it also happens when moving from one social stratum to another. It seems
to be happening externally, for certain reasons, but psychologically the person still
remains in the previous layer. The problem of marginalization and marginalization does
not only concern immigrants. After the industrial revolution, the life of a significant
number of the population of metropolises changed significantly. Those who were used to
living and working in rural areas or small towns had to adapt to new living conditions,
and these changes were not always for the better. Most of the changes took place in
connection with the introduction of something new into everyday life, industry,
agriculture, etc. And in colonial countries, in general, people were instilled with a foreign
culture, language, faith, etc. This happened even when the cultures of the colonizer and
the colonized population were radically different. Such differences formed marginality.
People were hostile to change, but gave in under pressure and thus found themselves on
the border of two "worlds". They could not psychologically renounce completely their
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past and established for ages, but they could not feel free in new conditions. Marginality
is characterized, first of all, by the inability or conscious reluctance of an individual to
adapt to new social conditions, which leads to the denial of certain cultural, moral values
and norms. If you divide the social marginals into those who have sunk to the "social
bottom" and those who are in a situation of changing one social status to another, then
you can see the difference in their psychological traits. In the process of the shift to the
"social bottom" the consciousness of the individual changes, the instincts of simple
survival come to the fore, cultural norms of behavior recede, aggression arises; there is a
change in value orientations, intolerance towards existing social institutions is formed.
For individuals who are in a state of change in social status, characteristic features are:
uncertainty, doubts about personal values, personal disorganization.

The socio-political type of marginal behavior concerns various aspects of the political
life of society. Isolation, pessimism of the marginal can manifest in the individual's
political apathy. Declassified individuals can manifest themselves in mass protests, street
riots. On the other hand, such traits as ambition, the desire for self-expression can
contribute to the activity of a marginal individual and be expressed in his struggle for
power. The lack of internal restraining motives and regulators of behavior leads to the
fact that, as soon as the fear of punishment disappears or there is an opportunity to avoid
legal responsibility, nothing stops a person from committing a crime.

It should be noted that marginality is a multifaceted phenomenon that can occur in
any sphere of social life, each type of marginality will be characterized by certain
conditions that are the basis for its occurrence. The negative circumstances of public life
include: deficiencies in legislation, violations of the rights, freedoms, and legitimate
interests of citizens, stratification of society into certain strata, unemployment,
consequences of the financial crisis, and disregard for moral standards. As noted by the
majority of researchers, the marginalization of traditional and new social groups and
structures is a dominant trend in a transitional society, patterns of behavior in various
spheres of life: economic, social, political, etc. An indicator of marginality is the presence
of "shadow" behavior, that is, behavior that does not fit into traditional ideas about the
standard behavior of elements of a particular social structure.

Marginal charisma manifests itself in difficult periods of society's life. We should talk
about a complex of reasons of a social, political, economic, cultural, civilizational,
subjective and personal nature. Marginal charisma often helps society identify new
priorities faster. At the same time, the presence of a marginal charismatic in society is
one of the signs of a violation of social stability. Marginal charismatics (especially in the
religious and ethnic environment) are not capable of accepting any dissent, this is their
main danger to society. The charismatic-margin most often manifests itself in the period
of social transformations. On the one hand, it acts as a creative beginning, as it allows
society to find new orientations; on the other hand, it is capable of serious destruction of
the existing social system. It is believed that marginals represent a problem for society as
a whole, because manifestations of their negative individual traits very often give impetus
to conflict situations. This happens because representatives of other social groups that
have traditionally formed in society have different cultural and value orientations. From
this arises another problem of alienation of marginal individuals and their loneliness. This
iIs how closed or semi-closed groups arise, the representatives of which are so-called
"cultural hybrids". Such people develop a feeling of loneliness, alienation from society. A
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prolonged transitional state from one condition to another creates a person who is forced
to belong to two social groups.

As it has already been said, people who have migrated from one state to another,
where the culture, social standard of living, and religion are very different, can become a
marginal person, most of all. Migrants are forced to adapt to life in another country, to
other living conditions, to get used to local traditions, to respect local culture. New
conflict conditions give rise to an unhealthy psychological state in a person, a marginal
crisis in life. Such a person acquires psychological complexes, worries about his future,
doubts, fear of loneliness. It is very important that a person realizes the reality of
existence in new conditions and successfully adapts to the situation.

The fast pace of life, constant changes in relationships, the need to adapt to new
conditions are some of the characteristics of modernity. A large number of people are
unable to adequately perceive changes and painlessly adapt to them. The behavior of
persons who cannot and do not want to accept such changes, developing their position
and attitude, should be considered marginal. It can be argued that a marginal personality
IS a person who has a personal attitude to the world, which is shaped by external and
internal factors. Most often, a marginal person shows an aggressive attitude to norms,
lack of respect for the current law, rejection of established habits and traditions. By his
behavior, such a person forces society to reject him, turn him against himself. In addition,
economic, political, and financial instability in the country gives rise to weak individuals
who, during profound social transformations, lost their jobs, professions, earnings, usual
living conditions, and others. A marginal personality due to his principles of rejection of
the environment can be dangerous for society. The feeling of discomfort and alienation
leads to various forms of mental disorder and inappropriate behavior. The danger of such
a person is that, given his views, principles, morals, he can commit a crime, an offense.

Researching marginality, understanding its essence, and taking measures to support
the weaker sections of the population gives rise to individuals with high morals, self-
confidence, the acquisition of immunity to quick adaptation to new conditions, faith in
support and respect for the recognized norms of the citizen. Although the concept of
"marginal personality" is mostly used in a negative sense, it has a number of positive
features. First, the marginalized are more mobile than ordinary people, it is easier for
them to find a new job, move to a new place of residence or change their profession.
Secondly, they bring to society something new, extraordinary due to their flexibility;
marginals are also often prone to creativity. Thirdly, due to their dissimilarity with other
members of society, they can build their business on it. For example, an ethnic marginal
can open a shop with goods produced by his people. Modern Western society helps to
adapt representatives of different cultures and strata to free coexistence without
discrimination and misunderstandings. But no matter how the state policy is developed to
facilitate adaptation and measures to avoid the marginalization of such individuals, there
are still many related problems.

Therefore, a marginal personality embodies a new type of cultural relationships that
arise at a new level of civilization as a result of global ethno-social processes. Increasing
attention to the phenomenon of the marginal individual is due to the role played by the
marginal in modern life. They are often considered the "bottom" of social life. However,
there is another opinion, according to which the marginal individual is interpreted as a
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kind of vanguard of society, the guide of the future, the creator of its new forms and
models.

Internal conflict, moral and psychological crisis, loss of social landmarks often end
tragically. The duration of being in a state of maladaptation consolidates the marginality
of the personality and forms a marginal type. But the marginal type is, first of all, the
result of theoretical abstraction, because in fact there are different behavioral strategies of
individuals that correspond to the types of potential marginality. Conventionally, three
types or groups can be distinguished.

The first group is conservative, its members are interested in preserving their social
status, for which they are ready to make certain efforts, in particular, professionally.
Conservatives are not prone to experiments, but at the same time they form the basis of
the stability of any society. Such a group has zero potential marginality. The second
group is oriented downwards. Representatives of this group not only do not see an
opportunity to change circumstances for the better, but also cannot withstand the pace of
change, and therefore are psychologically ready to lower their social status, ready for less
qualified work, etc. Such potential marginality is indicated by a negative (minus) value.

The third group is progressive. In social changes, representatives of this group see a
field of opportunities for themselves, in particular, the possibility of increasing their
social status, for which they choose a new profession that is more in demand by the
market, which provides both a higher level of qualification and a higher level of
remuneration. Each group has its own behavior strategy, and if the first group is
characterized by a desire for stabilization, then the behavior strategy for the second and
(especially) the third group is different. Representatives of the second group are not
against leaving everything as it is, but they are not ready to make significant efforts to
preserve the status quo, and therefore they are forced to submit to changes that have
negative consequences for them. Representatives of the third group welcome these
changes, building their strategy in such a way as to maximize their opportunities in a
situation of instability. The coexistence of the three mentioned strategies affects the
general direction and intensity of social movements. However, no matter what group we
are talking about, all marginals have a special form of mentality (which distinguishes
them from the majority of members of society), they adhere to their own norms and
values accepted in closed and semi-closed groups. Marginal groups are formed by social,
economic, political, ideological, ethnic and cultural principles.

Marginals are a problem in society, as their social manifestations and actions often
create conflict situations. Marginal individuals often do not want to identify themselves
with different groups and consider themselves their members. Due to changes in the
social structure of society, new functional communities are formed in the economy,
politics and culture, which leads to the displacement or weakening of traditional groups.
This leads to destabilization of the social condition of people and society. Therefore, such
a state of society is considered a time of aggravation of conflicts and strengthening of
group marginality. Marginals find it difficult to live in society, because the feeling of
"fragility” and unreliability of the world does not allow them to relax and forgive society
for mistakes. Marginality expresses the internal attitude of a person to the outside world,
which is manifested externally as marginal behavior. A marginal personality is
characterized by such traits as aggressiveness, vulnerability, anxiety, self-centeredness,
ambition, etc. It is they who form the somewhat antimoral behavior of individuals.
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Marginals can avoid responsibility or punishment in illegal ways, show inactivity in the
case of possible interference in offenses, become offenders to satisfy their own needs,
usually material. Previously, it was believed that marginal behavior is most common in
low-income segments of the population, because of this they violate rights and laws for
the sake of enrichment. But researchers have proven that not only low-income people are
capable of such steps. In most cases, the causes of marginal behavior are not only
economic, but also political and social factors.

Of course, all of this does not mean that all individuals who experience changes in
lifestyle become marginal individuals. After all, the forms, methods and consequences of
adaptation to the new largely depend on the level of a person's internal state, on his moral
and cultural imperatives, etc. Most people who find themselves in a situation of cultural
conflict or other changes in their way of life adapt without significant negative
consequences and even bring diversity to their personal and social life. Very often the
combination of two cultures is considered a direct path to the formation of marginality,
but it also has positive consequences, such as bringing something that can improve life
and even become an integral part of each culture. The objective reasons that give rise to
cultural marginality can be the processes of social transformation, modernization,
"restructuring”, migration processes, and the subjective ones - the individual acceptance
of either socially approved goals (political "dissent™), or both goals and their means
achievements (vagrants, drug addicts), or cultural "division" of people who, without
defining their own life guidelines, borrow elements of different cultures. Today, the
literature is dominated by two main approaches to the consideration of marginality -
cultural and socio-structural. Representatives of the first view the marginalized as a
person of intermediate status, unbalanced in his social status, who, as a result of falling
into heterogeneous cultural conditions and their superficial assimilation, does not
represent any of them. One of the consequences of migration is the creation of a situation
in which an individual, being of mixed or non-mixed blood, finds himself striving to live
in two separate cultural groups. As a result, an unbalanced character is produced - a
personality type with characteristic forms of behavior, that is, a "marginal person®. The
inner world of such a person is a kind of hybrid, when he lives and shares the cultural life
and traditions of two different peoples, races, nations, but never has a particular desire to
part with his past, traditions; likewise, she remains unaccepted in the new environment.
Until a certain time, such a coexistence of two cultures in the personal structure of a
person is peaceful, but over time, a feeling of discomfort and alienation appears, which
causes the emergence of various forms of mental disorder and deviant behavior.

According to the synergistic approach, society and man are considered as complex
formations with self-organization, non-linear, stochastic systems. This makes it possible
to explain deviance in the context of the modern scientific picture of the world, that is, in
the categories of instability, imbalance, and fluctuations, which characterize
multidirectionality and the absence of a rigid set of behavior of systems.
