a) English as a foreign language (EFL) teachers help adults and children to learn
or improve their English in the UK and in other countries. As an EFL teacher, you'll use
a range of course books and materials, along with a variety of audiovisual aids, to
encourage students to communicate with each other using the structures and vocabulary
they've learnt and to improve the four basic language skills of listening, speaking,
reading and writing. A strong emphasis is placed on dialogue and role-playing, but more
formal exercises, language games and literature are also used. You can work in a variety
of settings, including commercial language schools and schools and institutions of
further and higher education, throughout the UK and overseas. You can also teach in
industry or become self-employed. Classes are usually taught in English, even with

beginners.
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b) Translators use their language skills to translate one written language into
another, retaining the meaning of the original text as closely as possible. As a translator,
you'll convert written material from one or more 'source languages' into the 'target
language’, making sure that the translated version conveys the meaning of the original as
clearly as possible. The target language is normally your mother tongue. Transcreation
may also be part of the job, which is a mix of translation, localisation (taking into
account factors such as cultural nuances) and copywriting, where the text is culturally
and linguistically adapted to suit the reader.

c) As an interpreter, you'll need to listen to, understand and memorise content in
the original source language and then reproduce it in the target language. This is usually
done in only one direction, normally into your native tongue, but you may be required to
interpret on a two-way basis. You may carry out interpreting in person or by telephone,

video conferencing and internet-based technologies (remote interpreting).

- there are some collective nouns such as jury, public, team, committee,
government, audience, orchestra, company, etc. are used both as singular and
plural. The jury was divided in their opinion.

- there are some nouns which have one meaning in the singular and another
meaning in the plural: advice (counsel), advices (information); air (atmosphere), airs
(proud); authority (command), authorities (persons in power); good (wise), goods

(property); iron (metal), irons (fetters, chains); force (strength), forces (army); content
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(satisfaction), contents (things contained); respect (regards), respects (compliments);

work (job), works (compositions, factories).

dedication it takes to

apply to any of the Universities in either group, it is understandable that many students

are now facing the difficult decision as to whether they should go for the UK or apply to
the states. There is no ‘better’ option here, and the correct decision to make will depend
on the specific personality, learning style, and priorities of each individual applicant.
The Ivy league is the name for the USA’s eight highest-ranking and most prestigious
universities (or ‘schools’). The Ivy League is made up of Princeton, Columbia,
Dartmouth, Brown, Pennsylvania, Cornell, Harvard, and Yale. The lvy League schools
can be thought of as the USA’s equivalent of Oxbridge in the UK; although they have a
much shorter history compared to many of the Oxford and Cambridge colleges, they
certainly rival Oxbridge’s academic influence as well as having an equal impact on the
job market.

International students attending university in the US can expect to pay somewhere
between $52,000 and $63,000 per year in tuition fees, on top of which you need to factor
a significant additional cost by way of accommodation, subsistence, and study materials
($18,000 - $24,000). This is compared to Oxbridge tuition fees of £13,000 to £18,000
per year on average for international students, but some courses can cost up to £31,000
per year, notably medicine or veterinary medicine. There may also be college-specific
fees on top of this, which could stack up to £4,000 or £5,000 per month. UK home
students at the moment can expect annual tuition fees of £9,250.

Ivy League Universities, although jostling for specific positions, are consistently ranked
in the THES (Times Higher Education Supplement), which means that the worldwide
prestige attached to these institutions never changes. A degree from any one of the Ivy
League unis, much like an Oxbridge degree, is a sure-fire way to bolster your chances at
finding a dream job in the future and impress potential employers; vy League graduates
sit at the top of businesses and governments all over the world.

The key difference between the two systems (lvy League/Oxbridge) is, as previously
mentioned, the more open options offered to students at Ivy League Universities, where
students have plenty of time to explore different programmes, selecting one subject as
their main focus (their ‘major’) whilst also studying various other subjects at the same
time should they wish (their ‘minors’). This allows applicants with broad interests to

explore lots of different topics and gives them a great deal of flexibility. This differs
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greatly from Oxbridge Universities, where the majority of students (other than those
applying for a select approved combination of two subject as part of a joint-honours
programme) select one subject to study and cannot move from this for the duration of
their degree. Do note, however, that Cambridge offers a little more flexibility in that
they offer a broader curriculum in the first part of the course, after which students can
pick modules — sometimes from the papers offered by other degree programmes — and

specialise.

But a
plural common noun does not require an article. A plural common noun can have the
article ‘the’ if we want to particularise that noun: | saw a snake. (Refers to a random
snake) | saw snakes in a zoo. (No article is required) | have seen the snake again.
(Refers to the snake | have already seen earlier)
- a or an - sometimes makes a Proper Noun a Common Noun. Proper nouns generally
do not take any articles, but when a proper noun needs to be used as a common noun,
you must bring a or an - for it: He thinks he is a Shakespeare. (Here, ‘Shakespeare’ does
not refer to the actual person but someone like him.)
- sometimes indefinite articles are used to refer the number ‘one’/’each’/’per’: | earned a
thousand dollar in that job. (One thousand dollar)
- indefinite articles often precede descriptive adjectives: What a nice car!

1. Which one of these famous scientists and inventors was not born in England?

- Alexander Graham Bell (Inventor, scientist and engineer who is credited with patenting

the first practical telephone. Bell's father, grandfather, and brother had all been associated with work
on elocution and speech and both his mother and wife were deaf; profoundly influencing Bell's life's
work. His research on hearing and speech further led him to experiment with hearing devices which
eventually culminated in Bell being awarded the first U.S. patent for the telephone, on March 7, 1876.

Bell considered his invention an intrusion on his real work as a scientist and refused to have a

telephone in his study.)

- Isaac Newton (Mathematician, physicist, astronomer, alchemist, theologian, and author,
widely recognised as one of the greatest mathematicians and physicists of all time and among the most
influential scientists. He was a key figure in the philosophical revolution known as the Enlightenment.
His book Mathematical Principles of Natural Philosophy, first published in 1687, established classical

mechanics. Newton also made seminal contributions to optics, and shares credit with German

mathematician Gottfried Wilhelm Leibniz for developing infinitesimal calculus.)

- Charles Darwin (Naturalist, geologist and biologist, best known for his contributions to
evolutionary biology. His proposition that all species of life have descended from a common ancestor
is now widely accepted and considered a fundamental concept in science. In a joint publication with
Alfred Russel Wallace, he introduced his scientific theory that this branching pattern of evolution
resulted from a process that he called natural selection, in which the struggle for existence has a
similar effect to the artificial selection involved in selective breeding. Darwin has been described as
one of the most influential figures in human history, and he was honoured by burial in Westminster
Abbey.)

- Stephen Hawkins (Theoretical physicist, cosmologist, and author. Hawking's scientific
works included a collaboration with Roger Penrose on gravitational singularity theorems in the
framework of general relativity, and the theoretical prediction that black holes emit radiation, often
called Hawking radiation. Initially, Hawking radiation was controversial. By the late 1970s and
following the publication of further research, the discovery was widely accepted as a major

breakthrough in theoretical physics. Hawking was the first to set out a theory of cosmology explained
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by a union of the general theory of relativity and quantum mechanics. Hawking achieved commercial

success with several works of popular science in which he discussed his theories and cosmology in
general.)

- Natural History Museum (Exhibits a vast range of specimens from various segments
of natural history. The museum is home to life and earth science specimens comprising some 80 million
items. The museum is particularly famous for its exhibition of dinosaur skeletons and ornate
architecture—sometimes dubbed a cathedral of nature—both exemplified by the large Diplodocus cast
that dominated the vaulted central hall before it was replaced in 2017 with the skeleton of a blue whale
hanging from the ceiling. The Natural History Museum Library contains extensive books, journals,
manuscripts, and artwork collections linked to the work and research of the scientific departments;

access to the library is by appointment only. The museum is recognised as the pre-eminent centre of

natural history and research of related fields in the world.)

- British Museum (The British Museum is a public museum dedicated to human history,
art and culture located in the Bloomsbury area of London. Its permanent collection of eight million
works is among the largest and most comprehensive in existence. The Museum was established in
1753, largely based on the collections of the Anglo-Irish physician and scientist Sir Hans Sloane. It
first opened to the public in 1759, in Montagu House, on the site of the current building. The museum's
expansion over the following 250 years was largely a result of British colonisation and has resulted in
the creation of several branch institutions, or independent spin-offs, the first being the Natural History
Museum in 1881. Its ownership of a small percentage of its most famous objects originating in other

countries is disputed and remains the subject of international controversy through repatriation claims,

most notably in the case of the Elgin Marbles of Greece, and the Rosetta Stone of Egypt.)

- Tate Modern (Opened in 2000 inside the former Bankside Power Station — a striking art
deco building designed by Sir Giles Gilbert Scott — this institution is the most famous of the Tate art
galleries which also include Tate Britain, Tate St. lves, and Tate Liverpool. Inside this sprawling
modern art gallery, you'll discover an expansive array of artworks ranging from paintings and
sculptures to photography, film and live performances. With works by Jackson Pollock, Andy Warhol,
Marina Abramovic, Salvador Dali, and Yayoi Kusama on display, Tate Modern's unparalleled
collection is one that will keep art-lovers entertained for hours. As you make your way through this
giant space, you'll enter a variety of architecturally unique rooms that come to life with different art
movements, ranging from surrealism and minimalism to post-war abstraction. Even the entrance to the

Tate Modern is a unique experience. As you enter from the riverbank side, you'll delve down into an
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enormous space known as the Turbine Hall. Although this area was once home to power generators, it
has since been transformed into a gallery for colossal artworks stretching up to five storeys tall.)

- Victoria and Albert Museum (The V&A is the world's largest museum of applied arts,
decorative arts, and design, housing a permanent collection of over 2.27 million objects. It was
founded in 1852 and named after Queen Victoria and Prince Albert. The V&A covers 12.5 acres and
145 galleries. Its collection spans 5000 years of art, from ancient times to the present day, from the
cultures of Europe, North America, Asia and North Africa. However, the art of antiquity in most areas
is not collected. The holdings of ceramics, glass, textiles, costumes, silver, ironwork, jewellery,
furniture, medieval objects, sculpture, prints and printmaking, drawings and photographs are among
the largest and most comprehensive in the world. The museum owns the world's largest collection of
post-classical sculpture, with the holdings of Italian Renaissance items being the largest outside Italy.
The East Asian collections are among the best in Europe, with particular strengths in ceramics and
metalwork, while the Islamic collection is amongst the largest in the Western world. Overall, it is one

of the largest museums in the world.)

- Edward VII (Nicknamed "Bertie", Edward was related to royalty throughout Europe. He
was Prince of Wales and heir apparent to the British throne for almost 60 years. During the long reign
of his mother, he was largely excluded from political influence and came to personify the fashionable,
leisured elite. His tours of North America and of the Indian subcontinent proved popular successes, but
despite public approval, his reputation as a playboy prince soured his relationship with his mother. As
king, Edward played a role in the modernisation of the British Home Fleet and the reorganisation of
the British Army. He re-instituted traditional ceremonies as public displays and broadened the range of
people with whom royalty socialised. He fostered good relations between Britain and other European
countries, especially France. The Edwardian era, which covered Edward's reign and was named after
him, coincided with the start of a new century and heralded significant changes in technology and

society, including steam turbine propulsion and the rise of socialism.)

- George V (Born during the reign of his grandmother, George was the second son of

Prince of Wales, and was third in the line of succession to the British throne behind his father and
elder brother. George served in the Royal Navy, until the unexpected death of his elder brother put him
directly in line for the throne. On queen's death, George's father ascended the throne and George was
created Prince of Wales. He became king-emperor on his father's death. George's reign saw the rise of
socialism, communism, fascism, Irish republicanism, and the Indian independence movement, all of
which radically changed the political landscape of the British Empire. He became the first monarch of
the House of Windsor, which he renamed from the House of Saxe-Coburg and Gotha as a result of
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anti-German public sentiment. George suffered from smoking-related health problems throughout

much of his later reign, and at his death was succeeded by his eldest son.)

- Victoria (Known as the Victorian era, her reign of 63 years and seven months was longer
than any previous British monarch. It was a period of industrial, political, scientific, and military
change within the United Kingdom, and was marked by a great expansion of the British Empire. After
the deaths of her father and grandfather, she was raised under close supervision by her mother and her
comptroller, John Conroy. She inherited the throne aged 18 after her father's three elder brothers died
without surviving legitimate issue. Victoria, a constitutional monarch, attempted privately to influence
government policy and ministerial appointments; publicly, she became a national icon who was
identified with strict standards of personal morality. Victoria married her first cousin, Prince Albert of
Saxe-Coburg and Gotha. Their children married into royal and noble families across the continent,
earning Victoria the sobriquet "the grandmother of Europe” and spreading haemophilia in European
royalty. After Albert's death, Victoria plunged into deep mourning and avoided public appearances. As

a result of her seclusion, British republicanism temporarily gained strength, but in the latter half of her

reign, her popularity recovered.)

- William IV (william succeeded his elder brother, becoming the last king and penultimate
monarch of Britain's House of Hanover. He served in the Royal Navy in his youth, spending time in
North America and the Caribbean, and was later nicknamed the "Sailor King". As his two older
brothers died without leaving legitimate issue, he inherited the throne when he was 64 years old. His
reign saw several reforms: the poor law was updated, child labour restricted, slavery abolished in
nearly all of the British Empire, and the British electoral system refashioned by the Reform Act.
Although William did not engage in politics as much as his brother or his father, he was the last British
monarch to appoint a prime minister contrary to the will of Parliament. He granted his German
kingdom a short-lived liberal constitution. At the time of his death, William had no surviving legitimate
children, but he was survived by eight of the ten illegitimate children he had by the actress Dorothea
Jordan, with whom he cohabited for twenty years. Late in life, he married and apparently remained
faithful to Princess Adelaide of Saxe-Meiningen. William was succeeded by his niece.)

Modern humans have been in Great Britain for about 30,000 years
and until about 12,000 years ago, archeological evidence shows that they moved back
and forth between the island and continental Europe via a land bridge. This land bridge
closed and Great Britain became an island at the end of the last glaciation.

Throughout its modern human history, Great Britain was invaded several times.
For example, in 55 BCE, the Romans invaded the region and it became a part of the
Roman Empire. The island was also controlled by various tribes and was invaded
several times. In 1066, the island was a part of the Norman Conquest and this began the
cultural and political development of the area. Throughout the decades following the
Norman Conquest, Great Britain was ruled by several different kings and queens and it
was also part of several different treaties between the countries on the island.

The use of the name Britain dates back to the time of Aristotle, but the term Great
Britain was not officially used until 1474 when a marriage proposal between Edward IV
of England's daughter Cecily and James IV of Scotland was written. Today, the term is
used to specifically refer to the largest island within the United Kingdom or to the unit
of England, Scotland, and Wales.

In terms of its politics, the name Great Britain refers to England, Scotland, and
Wales because they are on the United Kingdom's largest island. In addition, Great
Britain also includes the outlying areas of Isle of Wight, Anglesey, the Isles of Scilly,
the Hebrides, and the remote island groups of Orkney and Shetland. These outlying
areas are considered part of Great Britain because they are parts of England, Scotland, or
Wales.
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Great Britain is located to the northwest of continental Europe and to the east of
Ireland. The North Sea and the English Channel separate it from Europe. The Channel
Tunnel, the longest undersea rail tunnel in the world, connects it with continental
Europe. The topography of Great Britain consists mainly of low, gently rolling hills in
the eastern and southern portions of the island and hills and low mountains in the
western and northern regions.

The climate of Great Britain is temperate and it is moderated by the Gulf Stream.
The region is known for being cool and cloudy during the winter and the western parts
of the island are windy and rainy because they are more influenced by the ocean. The
eastern parts are drier and less windy. London, the largest city on the island, has an
average January low temperature of 36 degrees (2.4 C) and a July average temperature
of 73 degrees (23 C).

Despite its large size, the island of Great Britain has a small amount of fauna.
This is because it has been rapidly industrialized in recent decades and this has caused
habitat destruction across the island. As a result, there are very few large mammal
species in Great Britain and rodents like squirrels, mice and beaver make up 40% of the
mammal species there. In terms of Great Britain's flora, there is a large variety of trees
and 1,500 species of wildflower.

Great Britain has a population of more than 65 million people (2018 estimate).
The main ethnic group of Great Britain is British—particularly those who are Cornish,
English, Scottish, or Welsh.

There are several large cities on the island of Great Britain but the largest is
London, the capital of England and the United Kingdom. Other large cities include
Birmingham, Bristol, Glasgow, Edinburgh, Leeds, Liverpool, and Manchester.

Great Britain's United Kingdom has the third-largest economy in Europe. The
majority of the UK's and Great Britain's economy is within the service and industrial
sectors but there is also a small amount of agriculture. The main industries are machine
tools, electric power equipment, automation equipment, railroad equipment,
shipbuilding, aircraft, motor vehicles, electronics and communications equipment,

metals, chemicals, coal, petroleum, paper products, food processing, textiles, and
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clothing. Agricultural products include are cereals, oilseed, potatoes, vegetables cattle,

sheep, poultry, and fish.

- a degree of comparison is a form of adjective that is used to compare a person or thing
possessing the same quality with another. It is related to the adjective or adverb in a
sentence.
- the positive degree of comparison is basically the original form of the adjective. This
degree does not allow you to make any comparison. It only gives the audience the
information about a particular quality possessed by a noun. Lisa is happy.
- the comparative degree of comparison is used to compare between two nouns that have
the same quality or the particular quality of a noun at two different times. It shows
which one of the two has the greater or lesser degree of the particular quality being
referred to. This bed is more comfortable than the other bed.
- the superlative degree of comparison is the highest degree of comparison. It is used to
compare the similar qualities shared by more than two nouns. It shows which of these
nouns being compared has the greatest or least degree of the mentioned quality or
qualities. We climbed the highest mountain.
- one-syllable adjectives form the comparative and superlative degrees by adding the
suffixes ER, EST. Anna is tall. Ella is taller than Anna. Maria is the tallest girl in her

class.

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- most two-syllable adjectives, including adjectives ending in the suffixes "al, ant, ent,
ish, ive, ic, ous, ful, less", form the comparative and superlative degrees with the help of
MORE, MOST. The Taj Mahal is one of the most famous buildings in the world.

- two-syllable adjectives ending in "y, er, ow" usually form the comparative and
superlative degrees by adding ER, but often have variants with MORE, MOST. My dog
Is the cleverest/the most clever dog in the whole world.

- adjectives consisting of three or more syllables form the comparative and superlative
degrees by using MORE, MOST before the adjective. This book is interesting. This book
IS more interesting than that one. This book is the most interesting of all the books that |
have read recently.

- several adjectives have irregular forms of the comparative and superlative degrees:
good, better, best; bad, worse, worst; many/much, more, most; little, less (lesser), least;
far, farther, farthest; far, further, furthest. "Less" can be an adjective or an adverb;
"lesser" is only an adjective; "farther, farthest" refer to distance; "further, furthest" refer
to distance or addition. The hotel was better than we expected. This is the best layer cake
I've ever had.

- there are quite a few set expressions containing the comparative or superlative forms of
irregular adjectives: a change for the better; a change for the worse; at best / at the best;
at most / at the most; at worst / at the worst; get the worst of it; go from bad to worse; if
worst comes to worst / if the worst comes to the worst; last but not least; more or less;
none the less; not in the least; prepare for the worst; so much the better; so much the
worse.

- adverbs can form degrees of comparison in the same way as adjectives. The
comparative degree of adverbs is used more widely than the superlative degree. The
definite article before the superlative form of adverbs is often omitted. Please hang the
picture higher.

1. Which is the longest river in Ukraine?

- Danube (The second-longest river in Europe, after the Volga in Russia. It flows through much of
Central and Southeastern Europe, from the Black Forest into the Black Sea. The Danube was once a
long-standing frontier of the Roman Empire and today is the river running through the largest number
of countries in the world. Originating in Germany, the Danube flows southeast for 2,850 km, passing
through or bordering Austria, Slovakia, Hungary, Croatia, Serbia, Romania, Bulgaria, Moldova and
Ukraine before draining into the Black Sea. The Danube passes through four capital cities, more than
any other river in the world. The Danube river basin is home to fish species such as pike, zander,
huchen, Wels catfish, burbot and tench. It is also home to a large diversity of carp and sturgeon, as
well as salmon and trout. A few species of euryhaline fish, such as European seabass, mullet, and eel,
inhabit the Danube Delta and the lower portion of the river. The river is also an important source of

hydropower and drinking water. Many European borders, especially in the Balkans, are also drawn by

the Danube’s stream.)

- Donets (The Donets is very intensively used in farming and industry. Ukraine alone uses more than
2 km3 of river waters per year, half of which is returned as polluted discharges; this consumption
effectively reduces river runoff. The main pollutants are fertilizers, petroleum, phenols, zinc, chromium
and copper. The number of bird species of the river basin reduced sharply over the past 100-150
years. The disappeared species include steppe eagle, tirkusha, sociable lapwing, bustard, black and
winged lark. Less common are geese, swans, golden eagle, white-tailed eagle, peregrine falcon, honey
buzzard and osprey. The reduction is mainly caused by the destruction of forests, especially old groves
along the river banks. From the traditional bird types, still common are several species of ducks,
crows, Charadriiformes, Podiceps, great reed warbler and much less common are herons and storks.
During the migratory season, the region is visited by greylag and black geese. The Donets is regarded

as one of the most scenic rivers of East European Plain and contains many hiking and biking routes
along its banks.)

- Dnieper (In antiquity, the river was part of the Amber Road trade routes. During The Ruin, the area
was contested between the Polish—Lithuanian Commonwealth and Russia, dividing Ukraine into areas

described by its right and left banks. During the Soviet period, the river became noted for its major

hydroelectric dams and large reservoirs. The 1986 Chernobyl disaster occurred on the Pripyat
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immediately above that tributary’s confluence with the Dnieper. The Dnieper is an important navigable
waterway for the economy of Ukraine and is connected by the Dnieper—Bug Canal to other waterways
in Europe. Nowadays the Dnieper River suffers from anthropogenic influence and obtain numerous
emissions of pollutants. The Dnieper is close to the Prydniprovsky Chemical Plant radioactive dumps
and susceptible to leakage of its radioactive waste. The river is also close to the Chernobyl Nuclear
Power Station that is located next to the mouth of the Prypiat River. The River Dnieper has been a
subject for artists, great and minor, over the centuries. Major artists with works based on the Dnieper
are Arkhip Kuindzhi and Ivan Aivazovsky.)

- Dniester (It runs first through Ukraine and then through Moldova, finally discharging into the
Black Sea on Ukrainian territory again. The Dniester rises in Ukraine, near the city of Drohobych,
close to the border with Poland, and flows toward the Black Sea. It forms an additional part of the
Moldova-Ukraine border, then flows through Ukraine to the Black Sea, where its estuary forms the
Dniester Liman. Along the lower half of the Dniester, the western bank is high and hilly while the
eastern one is low and flat. During the Neolithic, the Dniester River was the centre of one of the most
advanced civilizations on earth at the time. The Cucuteni—Trypillian culture flourished in this area
from roughly 5300 to 2600 BC, leaving behind thousands of archeological sites. Their settlements had
up to 15,000 inhabitants, making them among the first large farming communities in the world. In
antiquity, the river was considered one of the principal rivers of European Sarmatia, and it was
mentioned by many classical geographers and historians. Between the World Wars, the Dniester
formed part of the boundary between Romania and the Soviet Union. During World War 1l, German

and Romanian forces battled Soviet troops on the western bank of the river.)
2. Who was the president of Ukraine in 20067

- Viktor Yushchenko (Yushchenko grew up in the Sumy region of northeastern Ukraine. He was
educated at the Ternopil Finance and Economics Institute, where he graduated with a degree in
economic sciences in 1975. In the late 1980s he served as deputy chairman of the board of directors at
the Agro-Industrial Bank of Ukraine, and from 1990 to 1993 he was the first deputy chairman of the
board at Bank Ukraina. In 1999 Pres. Leonid Kuchma appointed Yushchenko prime minister. During
his campaign for the presidency, Yushchenko became seriously ill from dioxin poisoning in an
apparent assassination attempt; his face was disfigured and pockmarked. Mass protests, which became
known as the Orange Revolution, followed a runoff round in which Prime Minister Viktor Yanukovych,
backed by Kuchma and generally considered pro-Russian and cool toward western Europe as
compared with Yushchenko, had been declared the winner. Yushchenko was officially confirmed as the
winner the following month. A power struggle between Yushchenko and Yanukovych escalated in early

2007, when parliament passed laws that seriously curtailed Yushchenko’s authority. In particular, the

new legislation ended the president’s right to reject parliament’s choice of prime minister. By the time

of the next presidential election, held in January 2010, Yushchenko’s popularity had plummeted, and

he received only about 5 percent of the vote.)

- Yuri Yekhanurov (Yekhanurov was born in the village Belkachi in the far-north Yakut ASSR,
which is currently the Sakha Republic within the Russian Federation. In 1963 he moved to Kyiv,
Ukraine, where he has spent most of his life and career. He holds a PhD-equivalent degree in
Economics, is married, and has one son. When Ukraine gained independence in 1991, Yekhanurov
started working for the Kyiv municipal government, overseeing economic reforms. He was appointed
Deputy Minister of Economy of Ukraine in 1993, and later headed the State Property Fund of Ukraine
from 1994 to 1997. He was elected member of the Ukrainian parliament, the Verkhovna Rada, in 1998.
After the ousting of the government in 2001, Yekhanurov joined Yushchenko’s People’s Union Our
Ukraine and was elected again a member of parliament. In June 2002, he was appointed Head of the
State Committee for Industrial Policy and Entrepreneurship. After the Orange Revolution in 2005,
Yekhanurov was appointed Head of the Dnipropetrovsk Oblast State Administration on April 1, 2005.
He was also elected head of the Central Executive Committee of People’s Union Our Ukraine party.
After his political career he became a professor at the Taras Shevchenko National University of Kyiv.

In the October 2015 Ukrainian local elections Yekhanurov was a candidate for Mayor of Kyiv for the

party Revival. He did not survive the first round of the Mayoral election.)

- Leonid Kravchuk (Kravchuk was born on 10 January 1934 and his birthplace is Velykyi Zhytyn.
In 1992, he signed the Lisbon Protocol, undertaking to give up Ukraine’s nuclear arsenal. He was also
the Chairman of the Verkhovna Rada and a People’s Deputy of Ukraine serving in the Social
Democratic Party of Ukraine faction. After a political crisis involving the president and the prime
minister, Kravchuk resigned from the presidency, but ran for a second term as president in 1994. He
was defeated by his former prime minister, Leonid Kuchma, who then served as president for two
terms. Kravchuk’s presidency is considered to be one of the best in Ukrainian history by social poll
rankings. During the 2004 presidential elections Kravchuk actively supported the candidacy of Viktor
Yanukovych, and was a member of the Yanukovych team that negotiated with the opposition in the
aftermath of that disputed election. In November 2004 he told the media that he was afraid that the
resulting crisis would cause the disintegration of the country, intensifying movements for certain
regions of Ukraine to join other countries. In July 2020, Kravchuk was chosen to represent Ukraine at

the Trilateral Contact Group (formed to facilitate a diplomatic resolution to the war in the Donbass

region), being appointed to replace Leonid Kuchma. He maintained this position until February 2022.)

- Leonid Kuchma (Born 9 August 1938. Kuchma's presidency was surrounded by numerous

Corruption scandals and the lessening of media freedoms. Kuchma’s legacy has proven controversial,
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and he has been described as authoritarian by various sources. Widespread corruption and media
censorship under Kuchma’s administration continue to have an impact on Ukraine today, and he has
been accused of promoting oligarchism. Initially, he remained popular in Ukraine after his presidency.
However, since 2021, the opinion of his administration has declined. At 83 years, 358 days, Kuchma is
the oldest living active Ukrainian president. Leonid Kuchma has been active in politics since his
presidency ended. He aligned himself with President Viktor Yushchenko in 2005,[54] but later raised
concerns about the president in correspondence with then U.S. Ambassador to Ukraine, John Tefft.
Kuchma endorsed Yanukovych for president in 2010. When Russia began its invasion of Ukraine in
2022, Kuchma said that he would remain to help defend the country: "l stay at home, in Ukraine,
because we are all in our Homeland, there is no other. And we will defend it together until the very
victory — without division into party columns, without personal interests and old arguments. Ukraine is
not Russia. And it will never become Russia. No matter how hard they want this. And I will only say to
the Russian Federation that | agree with the words of my compatriots who say in one voice: damn you

all!)
3. Who became the prime minister of Ukraine on 18 December 2007?

- Mykola Azarov (Born 17 December 1947. He was the First Vice Prime Minister and Finance
Minister from 2002 to 2005 and again from 2006 to 2007. In 1994 Azarov was elected member of the

Verkhovna Rada for the first time, representing the Petroskiy electoral district, located in the city of
Donetsk. In 1995-1997 he served as head of the parliament’s Committee on Budgets, while also sitting
on the Verkhovna Rada’s presidium. In parliament, he belonged to an inter regional group of MPs
supporting then-President of Ukraine Leonid Kuchma. In 1995, while carrying on as an MP, Azarov
was appointed an adviser to the currency council of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine. In 1996 he
became Chairman of the State Tax Administration of Ukraine. Following the victory of Viktor
Yanukovych in the 2010 presidential election, Azarov succeeded Yanukovych as leader of the Party of
Regions, and was appointed as Prime Minister in March 2010. In January 2014, after weeks of
Euromaidan protests and the 2014 Hrushevskoho Street riots, Azarov offered his letter of resignation.
Since July 2014, Azarov has been on the international wanted list for alleged abuse of power. On 19
January 2015 Kyiv District Court of Pechersk Raion issued an arrest warrant as a preventive measure
to allow for extradition of Azarov from the Russian Federation. Azarov is currently the subject of

international sanctions from the U.S., European Union, Norway, Canada, and Switzerland due to his
role in the Euromaidan.)
- Yulia Tymoshenko (Born 27 November 1960. She was the first and so far the only woman to

serve as prime minister of Ukraine. Tymoshenko is the leader of the Batkivshchyna political party. She

supports Ukraine’s integration into the European Union and strongly opposes the membership of
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Ukraine in the Russia-led Eurasian Customs Union. She supports NATO membership for Ukraine. She
co-led the Orange Revolution and was the first woman twice appointed and endorsed by parliamentary
majority to become prime minister, serving from 24 January to 8 September 2005, and again from 18
December 2007 to 4 March 2010. She placed third in Forbes magazine’s list of the world’s most
powerful women in 2005. Tymoshenko finished second in the 2010 Ukrainian presidential election
runoff, losing by 3.5 percentage points to the winner, Viktor Yanukovych. From 5 August 2011 to 22
February 2014 she was involved in a criminal case that was seen by many as politically motivated
persecution by President Viktor Yanukovych, but after the Revolution of Dignity she was rehabilitated
by the Supreme Court of Ukraine and the European Court of Human Rights. In the concluding days of
the Revolution of Dignity, she was released after three years in jail. She again finished second in the
2014 Ukrainian presidential election, this time to Petro Poroshenko. After being a heavy favorite in the
polls for several years, she came third in the first round of the 2019 Ukrainian presidential election,
receiving 13.40% of the vote, thus failing to qualify for the second round. Elected to the Verkhovna

Rada in 2019, she led her party in opposition.)

- Yevhen Marchuk (During his career, Marchuk served in various positions within the Ukrainian

state apparatus, among them secretary of the National Security and Defense Council, Chief of the
Security Service of Ukraine, a People’s Deputy of Ukraine, and Defense Minister of Ukraine. After the
1994 Ukrainian parliamentary election, Marchuk became head of the liberal Social Market Choice
faction, whose members included former President of Ukraine Leonid Kravchuk. Marchuk was
appointed acting Prime Minister of Ukraine on 1 March 1995, having previously held the position of
the First Vice Premier Minister in the cabinet of Vitaliy Masol since 1 July 1994. He ran as an
independent in the 1999 presidential election, coming in fifth place with 8.13% of the vote in the first
round of the elections, and was appointed secretary of the National Security and Defense Council by
the re-elected President Leonid Kuchma. Until June 2009, he stayed on as chairperson of the council ’s
interagency commission on information policy. Later, he was the Defense Minister of Ukraine from
June 2003 to September 2004. Marchuk strongly supported the launching of Ukrayinska Pravda by
Georgiy Gongadze. In June 2015, he was appointed by President Poroshenko a Ukrainian special
representative in one of the subgroups of the Trilateral Contact Group on Ukraine. Marchuk again
represented Ukraine in the Trilateral Contact Group from November 2018 to May 2019. Marchuk died
on 5 August 2021, aged 80. According to a report by the Security Service of Ukraine, he died from

acute pulmonary heart failure that was exacerbated by a COVID-19 infection.)

- Pavlo Lazarenko (Born 23 January 1953. Former politician, convicted criminal, and international

fugitive. Lazarenko was active in agricultural activities before joining politics in the late 1980s.

Originally Governor of Dnipropetrovsk Oblast, Lazarenko was made First Vice Prime Minister of
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Ukraine for energy affairs, placing him in charge of acquiring energy from foreign countries. Less than
a year later, he was appointed by President Leonid Kuchma as Prime Minister, serving for just over a
yvear before being replaced by Valeriy Pustovoitenko. Lazarenko’s time as Prime Minister and
subsequent trials have established him as one of the most corrupt, authoritarian, and unpopular Prime
Ministers in Ukrainian history. According to United Nations reports, Lazarenko stole around $200
million from the Ukrainian government. Following his 1999 flight from Ukraine, Lazarenko fled to the
United States, where he was subsequently been tried for extortion, money laundering, and wire fraud,
and sentenced. Since 1999, he has been living in exile in the United States due to criminal charges
against him in Ukraine. Following the end of his sentence, he applied for residency in the United
States, citing the 2011 arrest of Yulia Tymoshenko, who was coincidentally a close ally of Lazarenko as
Prime Minister. Lazarenko formerly owned a $6.75 million mansion in Marin County, California,
which was purchased with money from the Ukrainian budget. In 2013, US authorities confiscated the
mansion, in connection with his 2004 money laundering conviction. Authorities have also sanctioned
the seizure of a Pablo Picasso lithograph he is rumoured to possess.)

- Germany (Officially the Federal Republic of Germany. It is the second most populous country in
Europe after Russia, and the most populous member state of the European Union. The nation’s capital
and largest city is Berlin and its financial centre is Frankfurt; the largest urban area is the Ruhr. The
Nazi seizure of power in 1933 led to the establishment of a totalitarian dictatorship, World War |1, and
the Holocaust. After the end of World War Il in Europe and a period of Allied occupation, Germany
was divided into the Federal Republic of Germany, generally known as West Germany, and the
German Democratic Republic, East Germany. After the fall of communism, German reunification saw
the former East German states join the Federal Republic of Germany on 3 October 1990—becoming a
federal parliamentary republic. Germany is a great power with a strong economy; it has the largest
economy in Europe, the world’s fourth-largest economy by nominal GDP and the fifth-largest by PPP.
As a global leader in several industrial, scientific and technological sectors, it is both the world’s
third-largest exporter and importer of goods. As a developed country, which ranks very high on the
Human Development Index, it offers social security and a universal health care system, environmental
protections, a tuition-free university education, and it is ranked as 16th most peaceful country in the

world. It has the third-greatest number of UNESCO World Heritage Sites.)

- Poland (Officially the Republic of Poland. Poland has a population of over 38 million and is the

fifth-most populous member state of the European Union. Poland’s territory extends from the Baltic
Sea in the north to the Sudeten and Carpathian Mountains in the south. Poland shares maritime
boundaries with Denmark and Sweden. The Kingdom of Poland was founded in 1025 and in 1569
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cemented its longstanding political association with Lithuania by signing the Union of Lublin. The
latter led to the forming of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth, one of the largest and most
populous nations of 16th and 17th-century Europe, with a uniquely liberal political system that
adopted Europe’s first modern constitution, the Constitution of 3 May 1791. With the end of the
prosperous Polish Golden Age, the country was partitioned by neighbouring states at the end of the
18th century. It regained its independence in 1918 with the Treaty of Versailles, and the victory in the
Polish-Soviet War restored its key role in European politics. In September 1939, the German-Soviet
invasion of Poland marked the beginning of World War IlI, which resulted in the Holocaust and
millions of Polish casualties. In the wake of anti-communist movements in 1989, notably through the
emergence and contributions of the Solidarity movement, the communist government was dissolved and
Poland re-established itself as a democratic republic. Poland is a developed market and a middle
power; it has the sixth largest economy in the European Union. It provides very high standards of
living, safety and economic freedom, as well as free university education and a universal health care
system).

- Austria (Officially the Republic of Austria. It is a federation of nine states, one of which is the

capital Vienna, the largest city and state by population. Austria emerged from the remnants of the
Eastern and Hungarian March at the end of the first millennium. Originally a margraviate of Bavaria,
it later developed into a duchy of the Holy Roman Empire in 1156, and then an archduchy in 1453.
Following the Empire’s dissolution in 1806, Austria established its own empire, which became a great
power and the dominant member of the German Confederation. A year before the outbreak of World
War |1, Austria was annexed into Nazi Germany by Adolf Hitler, and it became a sub-national division.
Following its liberation in 1945 and an extended period of Allied occupation, the country regained its
sovereignty and declared its perpetual neutrality in 1955. Austria is a parliamentary representative
democracy with a popularly elected president as head of state and a chancellor as head of government
and chief executive. Major urban areas include Vienna, Graz, Linz, Salzburg and Innsbruck. Austria is
consistently listed as one of the richest countries in the world by GDP per capita, one of the countries

with the highest standard of living, and was ranked 18th in the world for its Human Development Index

in 2020.)

- USSR (Officially the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics was a transcontinental country that

spanned much of Eurasia from 1922 to 1991. It was a one-party state governed by the Communist
Party of the Soviet Union, with the city of Moscow serving as its capital as well as that of its largest
and most populous republic. The country’s roots lay in the October Revolution of 1917, when the
Bolsheviks, under the leadership of Vladimir Lenin, overthrew the Russian Provisional Government

that had earlier replaced the House of Romanov of the Russian Empire. The Bolshevik victory
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established the Russian Soviet Republic, the world’s first constitutionally guaranteed socialist state.
With the outbreak of World War Il following the German invasion of Poland, the formally neutral
Soviet Union invaded and annexed the territories of several states in Eastern Europe. In June 1941,
Germany broke the non-aggression pact and launched a large-scale invasion of the Soviet Union.
Despite initial German successes, the Soviets gained the upper hand over Axis forces at the Battle of
Stalingrad and eventually captured Berlin. In the aftermath of World War 11, the territory taken by the
Red Army formed various Soviet satellite states. In 1991, Gorbachev initiated a national referendum—
boycotted by the Soviet republics of Lithuania, Latvia, Estonia, Armenia, Georgia, and Moldova—that
resulted in the majority of participating citizens voting in favour of preserving the country as a
renewed federation. In August 1991 the Communist Party was subsequently banned. The Soviet
republics, led by Russia and Ukraine, formally declared independence. All of the republics emerged
from the dissolution of the Soviet Union as fully independent post-Soviet states. Above the other former

republics, the Russian Federation assumed the Soviet Union’s rights and obligations and has since

remained recognized as its successor legal personality in international affairs.)

- Slovakia (Officially the Slovak Republic is a landlocked country in Central Europe. The Slavs
arrived in the territory of present-day Slovakia in the fifth and sixth centuries. In the seventh century,
they played a significant role in the creation of Samo’s Empire. After World War I and the dissolution
of the Austro-Hungarian Empire, the state of Czechoslovakia was established. It was the only country
in central and eastern Europe to remain a democracy during the interwar period. At the end of World
War 1l, Czechoslovakia was re-established as an independent country. After a coup in 1948,
Czechoslovakia came under communist administration, and became a part of the Soviet-led Eastern
Bloc. In 1989, the Velvet Revolution peacefully ended the Communist rule in Czechoslovakia. Slovakia
became an independent state on 1 January 1993 after the peaceful dissolution of Czechoslovakia,
sometimes known as the Velvet Divorce. Slovakia is a developed country with an advanced high-
income economy, ranking very high in the Human Development Index. It also performs favourably in
measurements of civil liberties, press freedom, internet freedom, democratic governance, and
peacefulness. The country maintains a combination of a market economy with a comprehensive social

security system, providing citizens with a universal health care, free education, and one of the longest

paid parental leaves in the OECD).

- Hungary (A landlocked country in Central Europe. Hungary has a population of nearly 10 million,

mostly ethnic Hungarians and a significant Romani minority. Hungarian, the official language, is the
world’s most widely spoken Uralic language, and among the few non-Indo-European languages widely

spoken in Europe. Budapest is the country’s capital and largest city; other major urban areas include
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Debrecen, Szeged, Miskolc. The foundation of the Hungarian state was established in the late 9th
century AD with the conquest of the Carpathian Basin by Hungarian grand prince Arpad. Following
the tumultuous interwar period, Hungary joined the Axis Powers in World War |1, suffering significant
damage and casualties. Postwar Hungary became a satellite state of the Soviet Union, leading to the
establishment of the Hungarian People’s Republic. The removal of Hungary’s border fence with
Austria accelerated the collapse of the Eastern Bloc, and subsequently the Soviet Union. On 23
October 1989, Hungary again became a democratic parliamentary republic. Hungary joined the
European Union in 2004 and has been part of the Schengen Area since 2007. Hungary is a middle
power in international affairs, owing mostly to its cultural and economic influence. It is a high-income
economy with a very high human development index, where citizens enjoy universal health care and
tuition-free secondary education. Hungary has a long history of significant contributions to arts,
music, literature, sports, science and technology. It is a popular tourist destination in Europe, drawing

24.5 million international tourists in 2019. It is a member of numerous international organisations,

including the European Union.)

- Romania (A country located at the crossroads of Central, Eastern, and Southeastern Europe.

Romania is the twelfth-largest country in Europe and the sixth-most populous member state of the
European Union. Its capital and largest city is Bucharest. The modern Romanian state was formed in
1859 through a personal union of the Danubian Principalities of Moldavia and Wallachia. The new
state, officially named Romania since 1866, gained independence from the Ottoman Empire in 1877.
During World War I, after declaring its neutrality in 1914, Romania fought together with the Allied
Powers from 1916. In June 1941 entered World War 1l on the Axis side, fighting against the Soviet
Union until August 1944, when it joined the Allies and recovered Northern Transylvania. Following
the war and occupation by the Red Army, Romania became a socialist republic and a member of the
Warsaw Pact. After the 1989 Revolution, Romania began a transition towards democracy and a market
economy. Romania is a developing country with a high-income economy, ranking 49th in the Human
Development Index. Romania experienced rapid economic growth in the early 2000s; its economy is

now based predominantly on services. Romania has been a member of the United Nations since 1955,

NATO since 2004 and the European Union (EU) since 2007).

- Belarus (A landlocked country in Eastern Europe. Belarus is the 13th-largest and the 20th-most

populous country in Europe. Minsk is the capital and largest city. In the aftermath of the Russian
Revolution in 1917, different states arose competing for legitimacy amidst the Civil War, ultimately
ending in the rise of the Byelorussian SSR, which became a founding constituent republic of the Soviet
Union in 1922. Much of the borders of Belarus took their modern shape in 1939, when some lands of

the Second Polish Republic were reintegrated into it after the Soviet invasion of Poland, and were
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finalized after World War I1. The parliament of the republic proclaimed the sovereignty of Belarus on
27 July 1990, and during the dissolution of the Soviet Union, Belarus declared independence on 25
August 1991. Following the adoption of a new constitution in 1994, Alexander Lukashenko was elected
Belarus’s first president in the country’s first and only free election post-independence, serving as
president ever since. Lukashenko heads an authoritarian government with a poor human rights record
due to widespread abuses. Lukashenko has continued a number of Soviet-era policies, such as state
ownership of large sections of the economy. Belarus is the only country in Europe officially using the
death penalty. In 2000, Belarus and Russia signed a treaty for greater cooperation, forming the Union
State. Belarus is a developing country, ranking 53rd in the Human Development Index. It has shown no

aspirations of joining the European Union but nevertheless maintains a bilateral relationship with the

bloc and also participates in two EU projects, the Baku Initiative and the Eastern Partnership.)

Ukraine is the largest country in Europe (after European part of Russia). Ukraine
IS a country with more than a thousand years of history and traditions that originate in
antiquity. Ukraine is member to numerous world and regional international bodies,
including United Nations (UN), OSCE, the Council of Europe, EU Energy Community
and the GUAM. The country is currently taking steps to accede to EU and NATO, and
has special partnership with both organisations. Ukraine obtained a market economy
status from both the USA and the EU and has also joined the World Trade Organization
(WTQO). Foreign direct investment (FDI) has continued to flow in, although in a
relatively low volume,

On 27 June 2014, the EU-Ukraine Association Agreement was signed by European
Union Heads of State and Government and Ukrainian President Petro Poroshenko in
Brussels. The key parts focus on support to core reforms, economic recovery and
growth, and governance and sector cooperation in areas such as energy, transport and
environment protection, industrial cooperation, social development and protection, equal
rights, consumer protection, education, youth, and cultural cooperation. Also, it includes

a Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade Area with EU — this will go further than classic
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free trade areas, as it will both open up markets but also address competitiveness issues
and the steps needed to meet EU standards and trade on EU markets.

The traditional Ukrainian symbols - trident and blue-and-yellow flag - were officially
adopted during Ukrainian independence in 1917-1920 and again after the Declaration of
independence in 1991. The trident dates back to the Kievan Rus' as a pre-heraldic
symbol of VVolodymyr the Great. The colors of national flag of Ukraine are commonly
believed to represent blue skies above yellow wheat fields.

The Composition of the National Anthem of Ukraine dates back to the year of 1862,
when young folklorist and ethnographer Pavlo Platonovich Chyubynsky wrote the poem
“Ukraine is still alive”. The popular poem was noticed by religious leaders of those
times. One of them, Father Mykhailo (Verbytsky), known to be a talented composer,
wrote music to the poem (1865).

Ukraine has a parliamentary presidential system, which means that the country elects
on national level a head of state, the president, and a legislature. The president is elected
for a five-year term directly by the people. The president needs a majority of the votes in
the first round to be elected. Otherwise, a second round is held, in which only the two
candidates with the highest amount of votes (in the first round) can compete. President is
due to prevent any actions of the legislative, executive and judicial branches of power
that directly or indirectly infringe the Constitution of Ukraine. With the aim of fulfilling
this duty the President is vested with corresponding authorities. He is empowered to
suspend decisions of government bodies and veto laws passed by the Supreme Council
of Ukraine.

Here are some interesting facts about Ukraine:

- the geographical centre of Europe is situated in the territory of Ukraine, not far
from the city of Rakhiv in Zakarpattia region;

- the first state constitution in Europe was created by a Ukrainian politician Pylyp
Orlyk. On April 5th, 1710 he was elected the Hetman of Zaporozhye troops. On the
same day Pylyp Orlyk has announced "the Constitution of the rights and freedoms of
Zaporizhye army". For example, U.S. Constitution was adopted in 1787 and French and
Polish in 1791;
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- AN-225 “Mria” (from Ukrainian — “a dream”) is today the biggest and the
heaviest aircraft with the highest cargo capacity in the World. This unique cargo plane
was constructed in the 1980's by the Antonov’s Development Laboratory (Kiev,
Ukraine). Its length is 84 m, height — 18 m, total cargo capacity — 250 tons;

- Ukraine contains around 5% of the world’s mineral resources;

- more than 12 million foreign tourists visit Ukraine each year, to see the Carpathian
Mountains, the coastline of the Black Sea, the Dnieper River, vineyards, ruins of ancient
cities and castles; ancient churches, cathedrals, and monasteries; world-class opera and
ballet, and more;

- famous people that are Ukrainian or of Ukrainian extraction are Vitali and
Vladimir Klitschko, Andriy Shevchenko, Vasyl Virastyuk, Vladimir Vernadsky, llya
Mechnikov, Mikhail Bulgakov, Kazimir Malevich, Ruslana and many others;

- the horse was first domesticated on the territory of Ukraine;

- vyshyvanka is the Ukrainian national costume. It is decorated with ornamental
hand-woven embroidery featuring floral detail. Both women and men wear the costume
on various occasions;

- Kiev is widely regarded as the country’s spiritual capital. Pilgrims regularly travel
long distances to visit the Sofia Kyivska church and St. Michael’s Golden-Domed
Monastery. The grave of the founding rabbi of Hassidism, situated near Uman’, is a
pilgrimage site for Hasidic Jews;

- the popular Easter egg tradition originated in Ukraine. Originally, the eggs were
patterned using wax and dye. The wax was eventually removed leaving an impressive
pattern with dashing colors;

- in 1986, Ukraine witnessed the world’s worst nuclear power plant disaster. The
tragedy occurred at the Chernobyl plant located in the northern part of the country. The
area has since been declared an exclusion zone. The disaster and declaration led to the
emergence of several ghost towns. The area attracts multitudes of tourists despite the
high levels of radiation;

- Lviv is home to the highest number of cafes per capita in the world. It boasts up
to 1,500 establishments;
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- Ukrainians love drinking horilka, which is a local variant of the famed vodka.
Locals often flavor this national drink with chilli pepper to give it a bit more
punch. Locals also enjoy drinking stewed fruit (Kompot), which is a non-alcoholic
sweet beverage. It is prepared by cooking different types of fruits, such as gooseberries,
rhubarb, strawberries, apples and sour berries among others.

- both in British English and in American English groups of three digits in numerals of
one thousand and higher are usually separated by a comma, counting from the right.
4,286; 12,345.
- in numbers written as words in British English, the conjunction "and" is used before
tens, or before ones if there are no tens, starting with hundreds. One hundred and
twenty-three (123); seventy-three thousand and five (73,005).
- note the use of more than one conjunction "and" in large numbers in British English.
Two million six hundred and twenty-five thousand three hundred and ten (2,625,310).
- in American English, the conjunction "and" is generally not used before tens or ones.
One hundred twenty-three (123); seventy-three thousand five (73,005).
-in British English, the conjunction "and" is also used before tens or ones in ordinal
numerals above one hundred. One hundred and tenth (110th); Three thousand and fifth
(3005th).
- but "and" is not used in American ordinals. One hundred tenth (110th); three thousand
fifth (3005th).
- the numerator of the fraction is expressed by a cardinal numeral, and the denominator
Is expressed by an ordinal numeral. The suffixes "rd, th, ths" are not written in the
denominator of the fractions written in figures, but such fractions are pronounced in the
same way as fractions written in words. 1/3 one-third; 3/7 three-sevenths.
- the decimal point (not a comma) separates the whole from the fraction in decimal
fractions in English. Decimals are written in figures. The digits to the left of the decimal
point are usually read as a cardinal number, and the digits to the right of the decimal
point are usually read as separate digits. 546.132 can be read as "five hundred forty-six

point one-three-two".
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- when calculations are said aloud, the verb is generally used in the singular. 3+ 4 =7
pronounced "three plus four is/makes/equals seven™.

- the words "hundred, thousand, million" do not take the plural ending "s" when they are
preceded by numerals in order to express an exact number. But the words "hundred,
thousand, million" can take the plural ending "'s" when they are followed by "of" +
noun, in which case they have the meaning "a great number, a lot of". We need three
hundred volunteers. — We saw hundreds of people there.

- a billion is a thousand million in American English, and at present the word "billion"
Is used in British English in the same meaning.

- phone numbers are broken down into single numbers. 356-8971 — three five six —
eight nine seven one

-when two numbers are the same we use the word “double”. 466-6119 — four double six
— six double one nine

- in phone numbers, zero is pronounced [au], just like the letter “o” in the alphabet.

1. Who was the founder of the Chinese Republic?

- Zhang Heng (Educated in the capital cities of Luoyang and Chang’an, he achieved
success as an astronomer, mathematician, seismologist, hydraulic engineer, inventor, geographer,
cartographer, ethnographer, artist, poet, philosopher, politician, and literary scholar. Zhang Heng
began his career as a minor civil servant in Nanyang. Eventually, he became Chief Astronomer,
Prefect of the Majors for Official Carriages, and then Palace Attendant at the imperial court. His
uncompromising stance on historical and calendrical issues led to his becoming a controversial figure,
preventing him from rising to the status of Grand Historian. Zhang applied his extensive knowledge of
mechanics and gears in several of his inventions. He invented the world’s first water-powered
armillary sphere to assist astronomical observation; improved the inflow water clock by adding
another tank; and invented the world’s first seismoscope, which discerned the cardinal direction of an
earthquake 500 km away. In addition to documenting about 2,500 stars in his extensive star catalog,
Zhang also posited theories about the Moon and its relationship to the Sun: specifically, he discussed
the Moon’s sphericity, its illumination by reflected sunlight on one side and the hidden nature of the
other, and the nature of solar and lunar eclipses. Zhang received many posthumous honors for his
scholarship and ingenuity; some modern scholars have compared his work in astronomy to that of the
Greco-Roman Ptolemy.

- Liu Xiang (Chinese astronomer, historian, poet, politician, librarian, and writer of the
Western Han Dynasty. He is particularly well known for his bibliographic work in cataloging and
editing the extensive imperial library. Being a distant relative of Liu Bang, the founder of the Han
dynasty, he was thus a member of the ruling dynastic clan. Liu Xiang’s father ranked as a marquess.
Liu Xiang’s son, Liu Xin, would continue the scholarly tradition of his father and his relative Liu An.
By the beginning of Han Yuandi’s reign, Liu Xiang was a member of a group of Confucian officials,
including Xiao Wangzhi, who wished to limit the power of the emperor’s female family members
relatives’; clans, the Shi and the Xu. He ended up on the losing side of a power struggle between the
powerful eunuch’s Hong Gong and Shi Xian. Briefly imprisoned, Liu Xiang was terminated from his
official position, and he received no new appointments to the office for the next fifteen years. In 26
BCE, at the command of the emperor, Liu Xiang spent much of the rest of the 20-odd years of his life
engaged in the massive bibliographic work of organizing the imperial library. This work was assisted

by his son, Liu Xin, who finally completed the task after his father’s death. Liu compiled the first
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catalogue of the imperial library, the Abstracts, and is the first known editor of the Classic of

Mountains and Seas, which was finished by his son.)

- San Yat Sen (Sun obtained secondary schooling in Hawaii. In 1886 Sun studied medicine
at the Guangzhou Boji Hospital under the Christian missionary John G. Kerr. According to his book
"Kidnapped in London", Sun in 1887 heard of the opening of the Hong Kong College of Medicine for
Chinese and immediately decided to benefit from the "advantages it offered.” Notably, of his class of 12
students, Sun was one of only two who graduated. Sun is considered to be one of the greatest leaders of
modern China, but his political life was one of constant struggle and frequent exile. After the success of
the revolution in 1911, he quickly resigned as president of the newly founded Republic of China and
relinquished it to Yuan Shikai. He soon went to exile in Japan for safety but returned to found a
revolutionary government in the South as a challenge to the warlords who controlled much of the
nation. In 1923, he invited representatives of the Communist International to Canton (Guangzhou) to
re-organize his party and formed a brittle alliance with the Chinese Communist Party. He did not live
to see his party unify the country under his successor, Chiang Kai-shek, in the Northern Expedition. He
died in Peking (Beijing) of gallbladder cancer on 12 March 1925. Sun’s chief legacy is his political
philosophy known as the Three Principles of the People: nationalism (independence from foreign
domination), "rights of the people” (sometimes translated as "democracy"), and people’s livelihood
(sometimes translated as "welfare™).

- Confucius (Confucius was born into the class of shi, between the aristocracy and the
common people. Confucius considered himself a transmitter for the values of earlier periods which he
claimed had been abandoned in his time. His philosophical teachings, called Confucianism,
emphasized personal and governmental morality, correctness of social relationships, justice, kindness,
and sincerity. His followers competed with many other schools during the Hundred Schools of
Thought era, only to be suppressed in favor of the Legalists during the Qin dynasty. Confucianism was
part of the Chinese social fabric and way of life; to Confucians, everyday life was the arena of religion.
Confucius is traditionally credited with having authored or edited many of the Chinese classic texts,
including all of the Five Classics, but modern scholars are cautious of attributing specific assertions to
Confucius himself. Aphorisms concerning his teachings were compiled in the Analects, but only many
years after his death. Confucius's principles have commonality with Chinese tradition and belief.
With filial piety, he championed strong family loyalty, ancestor veneration, and respect of elders by
their children and of husbands by their wives, recommending family as a basis for ideal government.
He espoused the well-known principle "Do not do unto others what you do not want done to yourself",
the Golden Rule.)

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- Islam (I1slam is the second largest religion in the world after Christianity, with about 1.8
billion Muslims worldwide. Although its roots go back further, scholars typically date the creation of
Islam to the 7th century, making it the youngest of the major world religions. Islam started in Mecca, in
modern-day Saudi Arabia, during the time of the prophet Muhammad’s life. Today, the faith is
spreading rapidly throughout the world. The word “Islam” means “submission to the will of God.”,
followers of Islam are called Muslims. Followers of Islam aim to live a life of complete submission to
Allah. They believe that nothing can happen without Allah’s permission, but humans have free will.
Islam teaches that Allah’s word was revealed to the prophet Muhammad through the angel Gabriel.
Followers worship Allah by praying and reciting the Quran. They believe there will be a day of
judgment, and life after death. 4 central idea in Islam is “jihad,” which means “struggle.” While the

term has been used negatively in mainstream culture, Muslims believe it refers to internal and external

efforts to defend their faith. Although rare, this can include military jihad if a “just war” is needed.)

- Christianity (Christianity is the largest world religion by number of followers (around 2.4
billion). Members of the religion are called Christians. Christians generally believe Jesus Christ to be
the Son of God, the second person of the Trinity. It is an Abrahamic monotheistic religion, meaning it
has only one God. It has its roots in Judaism. It is based on the life and teachings of Jesus. To most of
the people of his time, Jesus was a preacher, teacher, healer, and prophet from ancient Judea.
However, his disciples believed him to be much more than that: they believed that Jesus was God's one
and only son who was sent down to Earth to die on a cross for their sins. God created the world. Jesus
is the name of God the Son. Christians believe Him to be the Son of God. They believe that He was the
human son of the Virgin Mary and the divine Son of God. They believe he suffered and died to free
humans from their sin and was later raised from the dead. He then went up into Heaven. At the end of
time, Jesus will come back to Earth to judge all mankind, both alive and dead, giving everlasting life to
those who believe in him. The Holy Spirit is the spirit of God on the Earth that spoke through prophets.
Christianity has been an important part of the shaping of the world. As of the early 21st century,
Christianity has approximately 2.2 billion followers.)

- Buddhism (Buddhism is an Indian religion or philosophical tradition based on a series
of original  teachings attributed  to Gautama  Buddha. It  originated inancient India as
a Sramana tradition sometime between the 6th and 4th centuries BCE, spreading through much
of Asia. It is the world's fourth-largest religion with over 520 million followers, or over 7% of the
global population, known as Buddhists. Buddhism encompasses a variety
of traditions, beliefs and spiritual practices largely based on the Buddha's teachings and
resulting interpreted philosophies. As expressed in the Buddha's Four Noble Truths, the goal of

Buddhism is to overcome suffering caused by desire and ignorance of reality's true nature,
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115

including impermanence and the non-existence of the self. Most Buddhist traditions emphasize
transcending the individual self through the attainment of Nirvana or by following the path of
Buddhahood, ending the cycle of death and rebirth. Buddhist schools vary in their interpretation of
the path to liberation, the relative importance and canonicity assigned to the various Buddhist texts,
and their specific teachings and practices. Widely observed practices include meditation, observance
of moral precepts, monasticism, taking refuge in the Buddha, the Dharma and the Sangha, and the

cultivation of the Paramitas (perfections, or virtues).)

3. In which traditional festival do people in China offer sacrifices to the moon to
bring good luck?

- Dragon Boat Festival (Traditional Chinese holiday which occurs on the fifth day of the

fifth month of the Chinese calendar, which corresponds to late May or June in the Gregorian calendar.
The fifth lunar month is considered an unlucky month. People believed that natural disasters and
illnesses are common in the fifth month. To get rid of the misfortune, people would put calamus,
Artemisia, pomegranate flowers, Chinese ixora and garlic above the doors on the fifth day of the fifth
month. Calamus is believed to be able to remove evil spirits because of its sword-like shape and strong
garlic smell. The story best known in modern China holds that the festival commemorates the death of
the poet and minister Qu Yuan of the ancient state of Chu during the Warring States period of the Zhou
dynasty. A cadet member of the Chu royal house, Qu served in high offices. However, when the
emperor decided to ally with the increasingly powerful state of Qin, Qu was banished for opposing the
alliance and even accused of treason. During his exile, Qu Yuan wrote a great deal of poetry. Twenty-
eight years later, Qin captured Ying, the Chu capital. In despair, Qu Yuan committed suicide by
drowning himself in the Miluo River. It is said that the local people, who admired him, raced out in
their boats to save him, or at least retrieve his body. This is said to have been the origin of dragon boat
races. When his body could not be found, they dropped balls of sticky rice into the river so that the fish
would eat them instead of Qu Yuan's body. This is said to be the origin of zongzi.)

- Double Seventh Day (The festival was derived from worship of natural astrology. It is
called "Qixi Festival" because of the traditional worship of the seventh elder sister on the occasion of
her birthday, held on the seventh night of the seventh lunar month. Gradually, people celebrated for the
romantic legend of two lovers, Zhinii and Niulang, who were the weaver girl and the cowherd,
respectively. The festival has variously been called the Double Seventh Festival, the Chinese
Valentine's Day, the Night of Sevens, or the Magpie Festival. Girls take part in worshipping the
celestials during rituals. They go to the local temple to pray to Zhinii for wisdom. Girls may recite
traditional prayers for dexterity in needlework, which symbolizes the traditional talents of a good

spouse. During the festival, girls make a display of their domestic skills. Traditionally, there would be
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contests amongst those who attempted to be the best in threading needles under low-light conditions,
like the glow of an ember or of a half moon. On this day, the Chinese gaze up at the sky to look
for Vega and Altair shining in the Milky Way, while Deneb, athird star, forms a symbolic
bridge between the two stars. It was said that if it rains on this day, it was caused by a river sweeping
away the magpie bridge or that the rain is the tears of the separated couple. Based on the legend of a
flock of magpies forming a bridge to reunite the couple, a pair of magpies came to symbolize conjugal
happiness and faithfulness. The eating customs of Qixi Festival vary from place to place, and are
called eating Qiao food. The most famous traditional food people eat on Qixi Festival is Qiao Guo,
which has a history of more than one thousand years since it became popular during the Song Dynasty.
The main ingredients are flour, oil and honey, sometimes adding sesame, peanuts, kernels, roses and
other different ingredients. After mixing those ingredients, the people then deep-fry them.)

- Mid-Autumn Festival (It is one of the most important holidays in Chinese culture; its
popularity is on par with that of Chinese New Year. The history of the Mid-Autumn Festival dates back
over 3,000 years. The festival is held on the 15th day of the 8th month of the Chinese lunisolar
calendar with a full moon at night, corresponding to mid-September to early October of the Gregorian
calendar. On this day, the Chinese believe that the Moon is at its brightest and fullest size, coinciding
with harvest time in the middle of Autumn. Lanterns of all size and shapes, are carried and displayed —
symbolic beacons that light people's path to prosperity and good fortune. Mooncakes, a rich pastry
typically filled with sweet-bean, egg yolk, meat or lotus-seed paste, are traditionally eaten during this
festival. The Mid-Autumn Festival is based on the legend of Chang'e, the Moon goddess in Chinese
mythology. The festival celebrates three fundamental concepts that are closely connected: Gathering
(such as family and friends coming together, or harvesting crops for the festival. It is said the Moon is
the brightest and roundest on this day which means family reunion), Thanksgiving (to give thanks for
the harvest, or for harmonious unions), Praying (such as for babies, a spouse, beauty, longevity, or for
a good future). Traditions and myths surrounding the festival are formed around these
concepts, although traditions have changed over time due to changes in technology, science, economy,
culture, and religion. It's about well being together.)

4. Which of the following is a popular Chinese dish?

- Dim Sum (A large range of small Chinese dishes that are traditionally enjoyed in
restaurants for brunch. There are over one thousand dim sum dishes originating
from Guangdong province alone, a total that no other area in China comes even close to matching. In
fact, the cookbooks of most Chinese food cultures tend to lump their own variations on the dim sum
theme with other local snacks. But that is not the case with Cantonese dim sum, which has developed

into a separate branch of cuisine. Some estimates claim that there are at least two thousand types of
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dim sum in total across China, though only about forty to fifty types are commonly sold outside of
China. There are over one thousand dim sum dishes available, which are usually eaten as breakfast
or brunch. Cantonese dim sum has a very broad range of flavors, textures, cooking styles, and
ingredients, and can be classified into regular items, seasonal offerings, weekly specials, banquet
dishes, holiday dishes, house signature dishes, travel-friendly, as well as breakfast or lunch foods and
late-night snacks. Many dim sum dishes are made of seafood, chopped meats, or vegetables wrapped in
dough or thin wrappings and steamed, deep-fried, or pan-fried. A traditional dim sum brunch includes
various types of steamed buns, such ascha siu bao(a steamed bun filled with barbecue
pork), rice or wheat dumplings, andrice noodle rollsthat contain a range of ingredients,
including beef, chicken, pork, prawns and vegetarian options. Many dim sum restaurants also offer
plates of steamed green vegetables, stuffed eggplant, stuffed green peppers, roasted meats, congee and
other soups. Dessert dim sum is also available and can be ordered at any time since there is not a set
sequence for the meal.)

- Pho (A dish consisting of broth, rice noodles, herbs, and meat, sometimes chicken. Pho is a
popular food and is served in households, street stalls and restaurants countrywide. Pho likely evolved
from similar noodle dishes. Cultural historian and researcher Trinh Quang Diing believes that the
popularization and origins of modern pho stemmed from the intersection of several historical and
cultural factors in the early 20th century. These include improved availability of beef due to French
demand, which in turn produced beef bones that were purchased by Chinese workers to make into a
dish similar to pho called nguwu nhuc phdn. The demand for this dish was initially the greatest with
workers from the provinces of Yunnan and Guangdong, who had an affinity for the dish due to its
similarities to that of their homeland, which eventually popularized and familiarized this dish with the
general population. Pho was originally sold at dawn and dusk by itinerant street vendors, who
shouldered mobile kitchens on carrying poles. From the pole hung two wooden cabinets, one housing a
cauldron over a wood fire, the other storing noodles, spices, cookware, and space to prepare a bowl of
pho. The heavy ganh was always shouldered by men. They kept their heads warm with distinctive felt
hats called mii pho. Possibly the earliest English-language reference to pho was in the book Recipes of
All Nations, edited by Countess Morphy in 1935: In the book, pho is described as "an Annamese soup
held in high esteem ... made with beef, a veal bone, onions, a bayleaf, salt, and pepper, and a small

teaspoon of nuoc-mam.™ )
- Pad Kra Pao (Was inspired by stir frying, a staple cooking process of Chinese cuisine.

Phat kaphrao consists of meat such as pork, chicken, beef, and seafood stir fried with holy basil and
garlic. It is served with rice and topped up (optional) with fried eggs. The main seasonings are soy

sauce, Thai fish sauce, oyster sauce (optional), cane sugar, and bird's eye chili. Pad Krapow is a
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famous basil chicken dish popular in all parts of the world. The name of the dish quite literally means
“stir-fried chicken”. Traditionally, the dish is made with chicken. However, with time, people have
started adding and substituting chicken with varieties of meats according to their preference. Even the
meat is replaced with vegetarian ingredients like tofu and onions. The origin of Pad Krapow can be
traced back to more than 40 years back. The holy basil was discovered around 2450-2500 B.C. The
dish is considered fast food because of the easy and quick process. The dish is usually served on a bed
of rice or with a fried egg. The runny yolk deliciously complements the rustic and delicious flavours of
the dish. The dish is given the final touch of flavours by adding a handful of Thai basil at the end and
the basil is allowed to cook in the residual heat. Along with adding flavours, the eggs and rice also
pack in more nutrition in the dish. However, some people disagree to consider it as a healthy dish due

to the quantity of oil used in making the dish.)

- Zhuang (A Tai-speaking ethnic group who mostly live in the Guangxi Zhuang Autonomous

Region in Southern China. Some also live in the Yunnan, Guangdong, Guizhou and Hunan provinces.
They form one of the 56 ethnic groups officially recognized by the People's Republic of China. With
the Buyi, Tay—Nung and other Northern Tai speakers, they are sometimes known as the Rau or Rao
people. The Zhuang, Nung, and Tay people are a cluster of Tai peoples with very similar customs and
dress known as the Rau peoples. Many scholars of the Tai peoples consider the Zhuang and Nung to be
essentially the same people, a single ethnic group. During the early 11th century, ethnic identities and
boundaries were more fluid than in the modern Sino-Vietnamese borderland. The Zhuang leader Nong
Zhigao was defeated in 1055 by the Song dynasty. Had he won, it's possible that he might have
established a state under his own clan name, Nong. Instead, his people in China continued to be
referred to as Zhuang, which in their own language means "cave", while in Vietnam they came to be
known as Nung. The majority ethnic group and now the largest minority, however, was and still is the
same, the Zhuang/Nung, who together number more than 15 million people. They are just recognized
by different names in China and Vietnam. Nong Zhigao has sometimes been claimed by Vietnam as a
Vietnamese native, but this is due to antagonism with modern China, while in previous times the
Vietnamese sometimes saw him as primarily Chinese.)

- Han Chinese (TheHan Chinese are an East Asian ethnic group and nation native
to China. They constitute the world's largest ethnic group, making up about 18% of the global
population and consisting of various subgroups speaking distinctive varieties of the Chinese
language. The estimated 1.4 billion Han Chinese people, worldwide, are primarily concentrated in

the People's Republic of China, where they make up about 92% of the total population. In the Republic
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of China (Taiwan), they make up about 97% of the population. People of Han Chinese descent also
make up around 75% of the total population of Singapore. Historically native to northern China, the
Han Chinese trace their cultural ancestry to the Huaxia, the initial confederation of agricultural tribes
living along the Yellow River. These tribes were the ancestors of the modern Han Chinese people who
gave birth to Chinese civilization. Within the course of the Warring States period led to the emergence
of the early discernible consciousness of the Zhou-era Chinese referring to themselves as being Huaxia
(literally, "the beautiful grandeur"), which was distinctively used to adumbrate a “civilized™" culture in
contrast to what were perceived as "barbaric" towards the adjacent and adjoining vicinities bordering
the Zhou Kingdoms that were inhabited by different non-Han Chinese peoples around them. Most Han
Chinese believe that they are bound together with a shared history inhabiting an ancient ancestral
territory for over four thousand years, deeply rooted with many different cultural traditions and
customs. Huaxia culture spread southward from its heartland in the Yellow River Basin, absorbing
various non-Han ethnic groups that became sinicised over the centuries at various points in China's
history.)

- Manchu (An officially recognized ethnic minority in China and the people from
whom Manchuria derives its name. Manchus form the largest branch of the Tungusic peoples and are
distributed throughout China. They can be found in 31 Chinese provincial regions. The Manchus are
descended from the Jurchen people who earlier established the Jin dynasty in China. The Manchus are
sometimes mistakenly identified as nomadic people. The Manchu way of life (economy) was
agricultural, farming crops andraising animalson farms. Manchus practiced slash-and-
burn agriculture in the areas north of Shenyang. The Haixi Jurchens were "semi-agricultural, the
Jianzhou Jurchens and Maolian Jurchens were sedentary, while hunting and fishing was the way of life
of the "Wild Jurchens”. Han Chinese society resembled that of the sedentary Jianzhou and Maolian,
who were farmers. Hunting, archery on horseback, horsemanship, livestock raising, and sedentary
agriculture were all part of the Jianzhou Jurchens' culture. Although Manchus practiced equestrianism
and archery on horseback, their immediate progenitors practiced sedentary agriculture. The Manchus
also partook in hunting but were sedentary. Their primary mode of production was farming while they
lived in villages, forts, and walled towns. Their Jurchen Jin predecessors also practiced farming.)

China is a country of East Asia. It is the largest of all Asian countries and has
the largest population of any country in the world. Occupying nearly the entire East

Asian landmass, it covers approximately one-fourteenth of the land area of Earth.
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Among the major countries of the world, China is surpassed in area by
only Russia and Canada, and it is almost as large as the whole of Europe. Within
China’s boundaries exists a highly diverse and complex country. Its climate ranges from
extremely dry, desertlike conditions in the northwest to tropical monsoon in the
southeast, and China has the greatest contrast in temperature between its northern and
southern borders of any country in the world. The official language of China is
Mandarin, meaning “ordinary language” or ‘“common language.” There are three
variants of Mandarin—Beijing, Chengdu, and Nanjing. Of these, the Beijing dialect is
the most widespread Chinese tongue and has officially been adopted as the basis for the
national language.

Probably the single most identifiable characteristic of China to the people of the
rest of the world is the size of its population. Some one-fifth of humanity is of Chinese
nationality. Because China’s population is so enormous, the population density of the
country is also often thought to be uniformly high, but vast areas of China are either
uninhabited or sparsely populated. With more than 4,000 years of recorded history,
China is one of the few existing countries that also flourished economically and
culturally in the earliest stages of world civilization. Indeed, despite the political and
social upheavals that frequently have ravaged the country, China is unigue among
nations in its longevity and resilience as a discrete politico-cultural unit. Much of
China’s cultural development has been accomplished with relatively little outside
influence, the introduction of Buddhism from India constituting a major exception. Even
when the country was penetrated by such “barbarian” peoples as the Manchu, these
groups soon became largely absorbed into the fabric of Han Chinese culture.

This relative isolation from the outside world made possible over the centuries
the flowering and refinement of the Chinese culture, but it also left China ill prepared to
cope with that world when, from the mid-19th century, it was confronted by
technologically superior foreign nations. There followed a century of decline and
decrepitude, as China found itself relatively helpless in the face of a foreign onslaught.
The trauma of this external challenge became the catalyst for a revolution that began in

the early 20th century against the old regime and culminated in the establishment of a
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communist government in 1949. This event reshaped global political geography, and
China has since come to rank among the most influential countries in the world.

Central to China’s long-enduring identity as a unitary country is the province,
or sheng. The provinces are traceable in their current form to the Tang dynasty. Over the
centuries, provinces gained in importance as centres of political and economic authority
and increasingly became the focus of regional identification and
loyalty. Provincial power reached its peak in the first two decades of the 20th century,
but, since the establishment of the People’s Republic, that power has been curtailed by a
strong central leadership in Beijing. Nonetheless, while the Chinese state has remained
unitary in form, the vast size and population of China’s provinces—which are
comparable to large and midsize nations—dictate their continuing importance as a level
of subnational administration.

China is one of the great cradles of world civilization, and its culture is
remarkable for its duration, diversity, and influence on other cultures, especially those of
its East Asian neighbours.

The written language is central to China’s culture. Scholars have identified
ideographic inscriptions on pottery dating to about 4000 BCE, and written Chinese has
developed continuously since the late Shang period. Chinese culture is inextricably
bound up with the writing system in three ways. First, writing is the medium for the
preservation and dissemination of culture. Indeed, the Chinese word for culture means
“to become literate.” Second, command of the writing system distinguishes the Chinese
and their culture, seen as the centre of the world, from all non-Chinese peoples,
categorized by the Chinese as “barbarians.” Third, culture and the writing system are
inseparably linked to statecraft in that a command of writing and knowledge of the
written tradition were for millennia necessary and requisite skills for holding office.
Thus, from the Shang dynasty oracle bones to the products of the modern printing press,
culture in the form of written works has been a key instrument in the development of
political thought and a tool of governance.

The educational system in China is a major vehicle for both inculcating values

in and teaching needed skills to its people. Traditional Chinese culture attached great
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Importance to education as a means of enhancing a person’s worth and career. In the
early 1950s the Chinese communists worked hard to increase the country’s rate of
literacy, an effort that won them considerable support from the population. By the end of
that decade, however, the government could no longer provide jobs adequate to meet the
expectations of those who had acquired some formal schooling. Other pressing priorities
squeezed educational budgets, and the anti-intellectualism inherent in the more-radical
mass campaign periods affected the status and quality of the educational effort. These
conflicting pressures made educational policy a sensitive barometer of larger political
trends and priorities. The shift to rapid and pragmatic economic development as the
overriding national goal in the late 1970s quickly affected China’s educational system.
The Chinese educational structure provides for six years of primary school, three
years each of lower secondary school and upper secondary school, and four years in the
standard university curriculum. A significant effort is made to enhance vocational
training opportunities for students who do not attend a university. The traditional trend
in Chinese education was toward fewer students and higher scholastic standards,
resulting in a steeply hierarchical educational system. Greater enroliment at all levels,
particularly outside the cities, is gradually reversing that trend. The number of university
students is increasing rapidly, though it still constitutes only a small fraction of those

receiving primary education.

- prepositions are words or groups of words used before a noun, pronoun, or noun phrase
to show direction, time, place, location, spatial relationships, or to introduce an object.

Some examples of prepositions are words like "in," "at," "on," "of," and "to."

- prepositions in English are highly idiomatic. Although there are some rules for usage,
much preposition usage is dictated by fixed expressions. In these cases, it is best to
memorize the phrase instead of the individual preposition.

- prepositions of direction: to refer to a direction, use the prepositions "to,” "in," "into,"
"on," and "onto." She drove to the store.

- prepositions of time: to refer to one point in time, use the prepositions "in," "at," and
"on." Use "in" with parts of the day (not specific times), months, years, and seasons. Use
"at" with the time of day. Also use "at" with noon, night, and midnight. Use "on" with
days. To refer to extended time, use the prepositions “since,” "for,” "by," "during,”
"from...to," "from...until," "with," and "within." He reads in the evening. She often goes
for a walk at night. He does laundry on Wednesdays. He works part time during the
summer.

- prepositions of place: to refer to a place, use the prepositions "in" (the point itself),

"at" (the general vicinity), "on™ (the surface), and “inside" (something contained). To

1. Which is the longest river in Korea?

- The Han River (The river begins as two smaller rivers in the eastern mountains of the Korean
peninsula, which then converge near Seoul, the capital of the country. The Han River and its
surrounding area have played an important role in Korean history. The Three Kingdoms of
Korea strove to take control of this land, where the river was used as a trade route to China. The river
is no longer actively used for navigation, because its estuary is located at the borders of the two
Koreas, barred for entrance by any civilian. The lower stretches of the Han River are lined with
pedestrian walkways, bicycle paths, public parks and restaurants, particularly in Seoul. In a 2011
survey conducted by Seoul Development Institute of 800 residents and 103 urban planning and
architectural experts, 51.3 percent of residents and 68.9 percent of experts voted the river the second
most scenic location in the city, following Mount Namsan in the top spot.)

- The Imjin River (it flows from north to south, crossing the Demilitarized Zone and joining the Han
River downstream of Seoul, near the Yellow Sea. The river is not the namesake of the Imjin War -
Japanese invasions in the late 16th century. During the Korean rainy season of July and August, the
Imjin becomes a raging torrent, largely confined by its steep rocky banks. Fed by its larger tributaries
and many small mountain streams, it reaches flood heights of 48 feet above mean water level and a
velocity of 15 to 20 feet per second. During the severe Korean winter, icy winds sweep down the Imjin;
the sub-zero temperatures cause thick ice to form on the river. Many in South Korea nickname Imjin as
the "River of the Dead" as in the past, large numbers of dead bodies have floated down the river from
the North. The most recent occurrence was during the major famine of the 1990s when millions of
North Koreans are believed to have starved to death.)

- The Geumgang River (It is a major river that originates in Jangsu-eup, North Jeolla Province.
The river is 397 kilometres long, making it the third longest in South Korea. The area of the Geum
River Basin is 9,859 square kilometres. The upper part of the river flows slowly through part of the
Noryeongsanmaek Mountains and is marked by extensive stream meandering. On the other hand, river

curves on middle and lower parts of the river are more gradual and there is comparatively less stream
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meandering. The Geumgang River and its tributaries were a means of cultural contact from prehistoric
times and into the Three Kingdoms of Korea through their ancient function as a transportation route
that begins on the west coast and penetrates deep in the interior of the Peninsula. Bronze Culture
flourished in this area from c. 850 B.C.-A.D. Archaeological evidence suggests that some of the very
first complex societies in southern Korea briefly flourished in the valleys formed by tributaries of this
river. Dams have been built on the Middle and Upper Geumgang to facilitate water for agriculture and
industry.)

- The Seomjingang River (The Seomjin rises from Palgongsan and flows for 212.3 kilometers
before reaching its final destination in Gwangyang, where it enters Gwangyang Bay. The
Seomjingang watershed comprises some 4,896.5 km? This area includes both farmland and a great
deal of pristine mountain country, including the Jirisan area. The name "Seomjin" literally means
"toad ferry." This name is believed to date from Hideyoshi's invasions of Koreain the 1590s.
According to legend, a swarm of toads blocked the Japanese army from crossing the Seomjin into
northern Jeolla. In August 2020, consecutive days of heavier-than-usual rainfall caused the river to
overflow and a levee on river collapsed, resulting in massive flooding. Thousands of residents who
lived in villages and towns along the river were left homeless as entire communities were submerged

by the floodwaters.)
2. What is the national dish of Korea?

- Bibimbap (It is a great vegan option of mixed rice and vegetables and found pretty much
everywhere! A filling and nutritious dish that’s widely available in restaurants, food courts, and street
markets. Depending on region and ingredients used, bibimbap can be served as a meat-based or
vegetarian dish. The most common bibimbap consists of warm rice topped with mixed vegetables, beef
or chicken, and raw egg, as well as soy sauce and a dollop of chilli pepper paste for seasoning. Ideal
for seafood lovers, there’s a variation of this Korean mixed rice dish called hoedeopbap, which
replaces meat with raw seafood such as salmon, tuna, or octopus)

- Kimchi (This signature Korean dish has been around for more than 2,000 years, dating back to the
Shilla Dynasty. Kimchi consists of Korean cabbage, radish, pumpkin, onion, ginger, and scallion with
chili powder, crushed garlic and salted seafood, which is then left to ferment. With more than 200
variations available in Seoul, this traditional cuisine is eaten on its own or with white rice, and added
into porridges, soups, and rice cakes. Kimchi is also the basis for many derivative dishes such as
kimchi stew, kimchi pancake, and kimchi fried rice. Kimchi is a staple food in Korean cuisine and is
eaten as a side dish with almost every Korean meal.)

- Ginseng chicken soup (Locals believe that the body’s energy must be replenished during summer,

so it is a common practice for them to consume a piping hot bowl of chicken ginseng soup between the
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months of June and early September. This nourishing soup consists of a small spring chicken stuffed
with chestnuts, garlic, dried jujubes, ginseng, glutinous rice, and gingko nuts. The ingredients are then
slow-cooked until the meat is very tender and the thick broth permeates a slightly bitter yet fragrant
taste. Some specialty restaurants in South Korea serve only this dish, having gained local popularity
through their special recipes for the dish, which are often kept as secrets. The dish is sometimes
accompanied by a small complimentary bottle of ginseng wine in certain restaurants.)

- Spicy cold noodle (Cold noodles are dishes typically made out of noodles, soy sauce, cucumber,
and various other ingredients. They are commonly served at room temperature with a dipping sauce on
the side. The methods and ingredients used to make cold noodles vary from country to country. Spicy
cold noodle is served in a stainless steel bowl with a cold broth, julienned cucumbers, Korean pear
slices, boiled egg, and slices of cold boiled beef. The long and thin noodles are made from flour and
buckwheat or sweet potatoes, though seaweed and green tea are also used for other variations.
Symbolising longevity of life and good health, the noodles are traditionally served without cutting, but

diners can request for waiters to cut the noodles according to their preference.)
3. What is the popular Korean music genre known worldwide?

- Traditional music (Korean traditional music is also known as Gugak (national music). The first
evidence of Korean music appeared in the extant text of History of the three kingdoms in 1145, which
described two string-like instruments. Traditional Korean music was brought to heights of excellence
under the Lee kings of the Joseon Dynasty between 1392-1897. There were two forms of music:
Jeongak (court music) and Minsokak (folk music). Jeongak was the music category that the Yangban
listened to for enjoyment and was played during state rituals like banquets, military processions, etc.
However, Minsokak and Nongak (farmer’s music) dominated among the common people. Since the
early 2000s, there have been continuous attempts by traditional musicians to combine Gugak with
popular music genres, which soon became known as "Fusion Gugak". Fusion gugak survival shows
soon emerged, with many highly respected musicians within the Gugak scene participating as
contestants and judges.

- K-pop (Kpop stands for Korean popular music. It is most commonly known as K-pop which is
mainstream music that originated in South Korea. K-pop music in the country could be considered
similar to Taylor Swift in the United States. The term K-pop includes many different musical elements
and other genres under its umbrella. Along with Korean pop, it can also include Korean rock music,
hip hop, and electronic music. K-pop is considered a fairly new form of music. The roots of K-pop
began in the 1950s, however, and have since then already been influenced a lot by different types of
Western music and pop groups. American pop music culture has especially had — and still does have —

an effect on K-Pop. A lot of different genres are used to create different K-pop music concepts. Just like
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how most Kpop groups have a designated rapper, and how English phrases are mixed into the song’s
South Korean lyrics. This is said to have started by the South Korean-American idols, like Fly to the
Sky, who wanted to showcase their English fluency in their music.)

- Rock music (Rock music is said to have spread to Korea from the Eighth United States Army
(EUSA)bases after the Korean War. Shin Jung-hyeon, frequently referred to as the "Godfather of
Korean Rock,” got his start playing popular rock covers for American servicemen in the
1950s, particularly being noted for his take on Iron Butterfly's In-A-Gadda-Da-Vida. In the 1980s,
popular musical tastes had moved away from rock music. The scene was dominated by heavy metal
music. Rock music was revived in the early '90s with democratization following the presidency of Roh
Tae-woo. As information flowed more freely into the country, Korean youths were exposed to decades
of popular foreign music in a short span of time, and some began to form bands. With increased
globalization and access to the Internet, the music scene diversified and incorporated more styles of

music. The late '90s saw increasing diversity in musical influences, as younger bands like Rux emerged

and The Geeks introduced Korea to straight edge hardcore punk.)

- Classical music (With the arrival of Western culture in South Korea, European classical music has
been significantly popular in the Korean music scene. The genre has produced a number of preeminent
classical musicians. The fine range of Korean symphonic orchestras have been bolstered by notable
performers and soloists, as well as highly skilled orchestra directors. Internationally known Korean
composers of classical music include such notables as Yi Suin, who specializes in music for children,
and is known for the famous "Song of My Homeland". Another of Korea's internationally prominent
composers is Young-ja Lee. She was born in 1931 in Wonju and studied at the Conservatoire de
Paris and the Royal Conservatory of Brussels. She continued her education at the Manhattan School of
Music. Lee endured hardships during the Japanese occupation and Korean War, but emerged to
become one of the dominant forces in Korean music in the 20th century. Hyo-Won Woo was born in
1974 and wrote mainly Christian choral music, for example Gloria, using elements of both traditional
Korean music and contemporary classical music.

4. What is the largest island in Korea?

- Jeju Island (It is the most populous island in South Korea; at the end of September 2020, the total
resident registration population of Jeju Province is 672,948. The island is located 82.8 km off the
nearest point on the peninsula. Jeju is the only self-governing province in South Korea, meaning that
the province is run by local inhabitants instead of politicians from the mainland. The Jeju people are
indigenous to the island, and it has been populated by modern humans since the early Neolithic period.
The Jeju language is considered critically endangered by UNESCO. The island was formed by the

eruption of an underwater volcano approximately 2 million years ago. It contains a natural World
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Heritage Site, the Jeju Volcanic Island and Lava Tubes. Jeju Island has a temperate climate which is
moderate; even in winter, the temperature rarely falls below 0 °C. Jeju is a popular holiday destination

and a sizable portion of the economy relies on tourism and related economic activity.)
- Anmyeondo (It is an island that can be reached by car from Seoul in just about two hours and is

popular with families as well as couples looking for a quick getaway. Located 30 km away from Taean,
Anmyeondo Island is one of the largest island in Korea, where a 200-meter bridge constructed in 1970
connects the island with Taean-gun. The peninsula connected to Nammyeon was isolated during the
Joseon Dynasty by cutting off access between Changgi-ri in Anmyeon-eup and Shinon-ri in Nammyeon
for the convenience of tax transportation. The island's coast is lined with some 14 beaches as well as
abundant pine trees, which are symbols of Anmyeon-eup. The island also owns Anmyeondo Natural
Forest, along with the Mogamju Forest. Many people come for views of the ocean, but there are many
other things to see, such as a recreational forest, an arboretum and a themed floral garden. Plus, there
are famous cafes and seafood restaurants hidden all over the place, so it makes for an ideal destination
for food lovers looking to travel at short notice.)

- Bijindo (Bijindo is an island that can only be reached after a 40-minute boat ride from Tongyeong.
Bijindo Beach has fewer visitors than other famous beaches, so the biggest advantage is that you can
relax and enjoy a quiet beach. You can have the blue waters and white sands all to yourself as if you
were on a private beach. If going for a stroll is more your thing there are a few areas to explore. The
two main parts of the island are connected by an isthmus with the beach on one side and rocky
coastline on the other; between is the village and pine forest. Snaking alleyways wind through the
village revealing island life: drying fish, garlic or sesame and grandmothers on their haunches sorting
through baskets of vegetables. Small dogs scamper past white-washed walls trimmed with bold colours
and locals go about their daily lives. All the while the sound and smell of the sea fills the air as the
slow pace of life ambles on. At the village end, a path winds upward. Head past the vegetable gardens,
houses and pensions and be rewarded with one of the best views on the island.)

- Muuido (It is an island located south of Yongyu Island, which was joined with Yeongjong

Island when Incheon International Airport was built. The island is visible from the airport. Muui Island
is served by a daily ferry from Incheon ferry terminal on the mainland, as well as by a frequent car
ferry which crosses the narrow channel separating the island from Yongyu Island. The island's name,
"Muui", means "dancer’s dress" in Korean. It is a beautiful spot popular with locals and expat tourists,
who like to visit the two main beaches of the island, Silmi Beach and Hanagae Beach. Since the
opening of Muui Bridge, Muuido has become more accessible than ever from nearby metropolitan
areas. There's plenty to see and do, like swimming and savouring wonderful views of the sunset. The

island has a simple charm and once served as a filming location for a famous K-drama. There's a
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walking trail here that will let you easily explore the entire island. What's great is that this trail even

lets you "walk on the sea” for an unforgettably unique experience.)

- The Grey wolf (1t is the largest extant member of the family Canidae. It is also distinguished from
other Canis species by its less pointed ears and muzzle, as well as a shorter torso and a longer tail. The
wolf is nonetheless related closely enough to smaller Canis species, such as the coyote and the golden
jackal, to produce fertile hybrids with them. Females are smaller than males. Male wolves have
straight tails and narrow chests. The feet of males are large and the legs are long. The overall color of
the Grey wolf's fur is typically grey with black markings and lighter underparts, though wolves can
occasionally be black, brown, red, or even pure white. Grey wolves have very thick fur, consisting of a
coarse outer coat, which covers the soft undercoat. Due to the acute sense of hearing and keen sense of
smell, the animal can successfully track down prey. In addition, the long legs allow them to make long
steps, promoting high speed during the chase.)

- The Jindo dog (It is an indigenous dog native to the island of Jindo in South Korea. It is one

of South Korea's Natural Treasures. It has a reputation for being loyal and good at tracking
things. Due to its protected status within South Korea, only dogs born on Jindo Island can be officially
registered as a Jindo by the Government of South Korea after an inspection. The keen and alert
appearance of the Jindo gives the impression of intelligence, strength, loyalty, and agility. Other
features include forward-pointing upright ears and prominent testicles. Since Jindo dogs are active,
they need proper living space, walks, care, and attention. There is also a clear perception of family
hierarchy. Because Jindos are active and intelligent, they require frequent interaction with people or
other dogs. Naturally having a strong prey drive, Jindo dogs were traditionally utilized by the various
inhabitants of Jindo (island) for hunting game animals, including water deer and wild boar. In more
modern times, the Jindo dog is usually kept by humans as a loyal canine companion and guard dog.)

- The snowy owl (It is a large, white owl of the true owl family. It has a number of unique

adaptations to its habitat and lifestyle, which are quite distinct from other extant owls. Most owls sleep
during the day and hunt at night, but the Snowy owl is often active during the day, especially in the
summertime. It is @ nomadic bird, rarely breeding at the same locations or with the same mates on an
annual basis and often not breeding at all if the prey is unavailable. Snowy owls can wander almost
anywhere close to the Arctic, sometimes unpredictably irrupting to the south in large numbers. Snowy
owls are mostly white. They are purer white than predatory mammals like Polar bears and Arctic
foxes. Often when seen in the field, these owls can resemble a pale rock or a lump of snow on the
ground. It usually appears to lack ear tufts but very short tufts can be erected in some situations,

perhaps most frequently by the female when she is sitting on the nest. The adult female is usually

The Red squirrel
has sharp curved claws to help it to climb and descend broad tree trunks, thin branches, and even
house walls. Its strong hind legs let it leap gaps between trees. The coat of the Red squirrel varies in
colour with the time of year and location. There are several coat colour morphs ranging from black to
red. Red coats are most common in Great Britain; in other parts of Europe and Asia different coat
colours coexist within populations, much like hair colour in some human populations. The underside of
the squirrel is always white-cream in colour. The Red squirrel sheds its coat twice a year, switching
from a thinner summer coat to a thicker, darker winter coat with noticeably larger ear tufts between
August and November. A lighter, redder overall coat colour, along with the ear tufts and smaller size,
distinguish the Eurasian red squirrel from the American eastern grey squirrel. The red colour is for

camouflage when seen against the bark of pine trees.)

Korea is a 750-mile-long peninsula located in the easternmost part of the Asian
continent. People have been living in Korea for at least 10,000 years. Archaeologists
believe the ancestors of today's Koreans came from Mongolia and Siberia.

Korea's first kingdom was Old Chosun, which ruled the northwest and parts
of China for more than 22 centuries. In 108 B.C. it was overthrown by Chinese armies,
and three new kingdoms emerged: Koguryo, Paekche, and Silla. In the A.D. 660s, the
Silla, with the help of Chinese troops, won control of the country. By A.D. 901 Korea
had once again broken into three kingdoms. In 936, a powerful noble named Wang Kon
unified the country under the name Koryo. This kingdom lasted until 1392, when the Yi
family seized the throne and began the Choson dynasty, which ruled until 1910.

The first Europeans to reach Korea were sailors on a Dutch merchant ship that
ran aground on Jeju Island in 1656. They were held prisoner for 13 years, but one man

escaped and returned home. His tales inspired European traders to go to Korea, but their
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ships were banned from Korean ports until the 19th century. In 1894, Japan and China
sent soldiers to put down an uprising in Korea. Afterward, they and Russia fought for
control of Korea, which Japan won in 1910. When Japan lost in World War 11, its
territories, including Korea, were taken over by the Allies. Soviet troops occupied the
north while U.S. troops stayed in the south. In 1950, the communists in the north
invaded the south, sparking the beginning of the Korean War. The war raged until 1953,
and more than 2.5 million Koreans, Americans, Chinese, and others died. The war was
never officially ended, and the Koreas remain divided. Today, the country is split into
South and North Korea, but in the minds of most of its citizens, it remains a single
nation that cannot be divided.

The Soviet Union was dissolved on 26 December 1991, ending its aid and
support to North Korea. In 1992, as Kim Il Sung's health began deteriorating, Kim Jong
Il slowly began taking over various state tasks. Kim Il Sung died of a heart attack in
1994; Kim Jong Il declared a three-year period of national mourning, afterward
officially announcing his position as the new leader. North Korea promised to halt its
development of nuclear weapons under the Agreed Framework, negotiated with U.S.
president Bill Clinton and signed in 1994. Building on Nordpolitik, South Korea began
to engage with the North as part of its Sunshine Policy. Kim Jong Il instituted a policy
called Songun, or "military first". Flooding in the mid-1990s exacerbated the economic
crisis, severely damaging crops and infrastructure and leading to widespread famine that
the government proved incapable of curtailing, resulting in the deaths of between
240,000 and 420,000 people. In 1996, the government accepted UN food aid.

The international environment changed once George W. Bush became U.S.
President in 2001. His administration rejected South Korea's Sunshine Policy and the
Agreed Framework. Bush included North Korea in his axis of evil in his 2002 State of
the Union address. The U.S. government accordingly treated North Korea as a rogue
state, while North Korea redoubled its efforts to acquire nuclear weapons. On 9 October
2006, North Korea announced it had conducted its first nuclear weapons test. U.S.
President Barack Obama adopted a policy of "strategic patience", resisting making deals

with North Korea. Tensions with South Korea and the United States increased in 2010
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with the sinking of the South Korean warship Cheonan and North Korea's shelling of
Yeonpyeong lIsland. Throughout 2017, following Donald Trump's ascension to the US
presidency, tensions between the United States and North Korea increased, and there
was heightened rhetoric between the two, with Trump threatening "fire and fury” if
North Korea ever attacked U.S. territory amid North Korean threats to test missiles that
would land near Guam. The tensions substantially decreased in 2018, and a détente
developed. A series of summits took place between Kim Jong Un of North Korea,
President Moon Jae-in of South Korea, and President Trump.

On 10 January 2021, Kim Jong Un was formally elected as the General
Secretary in 8th Congress of the Workers' Party of Korea, a title previously held by Kim
Jong Il. On 24 March 2022, North Korea conducted a successful ICBM test launch for
the first time since the 2017 crisis. In September 2022, North Korea passed a law that
declared itself a nuclear state.

The official name of South Korea is the Republic of Korea (ROK). That is
because its government claims to be in charge of the whole of Korea and does not
recognize North Korea as separate. The ROK government is headed by a president, who
Is elected to a five-year term. South Korea has one of the strongest economies in Eastern
Asia. Most of its wealth comes from manufacturing and service industries, such as
banking. It exports ships, cars, computers, and other electronic items.

South Korea has many mountains, but they are small compared with others
around the world. Over millions of years, their peaks have been worn down by rain and
wind. Most summits are below 3,300 feet. On South Korea's Jeju Island and along a
narrow strip in the south, high humidity and rainfall give rise to tropical evergreen
jungles. The peninsula is also surrounded by about 3,000 volcanic islands.

South Korea is a crowded country, with 1,294 citizens for every square mile of
land. Koreans' lives are heavily influenced by Confucianism, a Chinese philosophy that
teaches respect and morality. South Korea is a small country with a lot of people, so
there is a huge demand for space. As a result, many of the country's natural habitats have
been squeezed into smaller areas. There are 21 national parks, but the only areas of true

wilderness left are the mountain forests. Tigers used to roam the Korean peninsula, but

4. Read and remember some important information on infinitive, gerund and
participle. Find more information; be ready to present it to your groupmates.
- a gerund is a word that is created with a verb but functions as a noun, always ending
in -ing. Being used as a noun, a gerund can function as a subject, a subject complement,
a direct object, an indirect object, or an object of a preposition. It’s important to note that
though gerunds may look a lot like present participles, they are not the same thing.
Gerunds are specifically placed in the noun position of a sentence whereas present
participles are placed with the verb phrase, usually as modifiers. Her number one
priority is working.
- gerunds are used after certain verbs (enjoy, fancy, discuss, dislike, finish, mind,
suggest, recommend, keep, avoid), after prepositions, as the subject or object of a
sentence. | enjoy singing. | drank a cup of coffee before leaving. Swimming is good
exercise.
- very similar to gerunds are participles. Participles are words created from verbs that are

then used as adjectives to modify nounsin a sentence. They can also be used as

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introductions to adverbial phrases. There are present and past participles. Present
participles always end in -ing and correlate to events taking place in the current tense.
The past participle can be either regular or irregular and refers to events that have
already happened. Differentiating between participles and gerunds can be a little tricky
sometimes because participles can actually function as gerunds. For our purposes today,
we’re going to look at some rather straightforward examples. The browning fruit should
be put outside for composting.

- infinitives are singular verbs usually preceded by the word to. They do not have any
special suffixes; they’re just simple in nature. In other words, the verbs are
unconjugated. Infinitives can be used as a noun, an adjective, or an adverb. Most likely
when you are dealing with infinitives, you will be dealing with the present infinitive.
The to is used with the infinitive to show the purpose of something or maybe to express
someone’s opinion. Today, she wants to show Josh a new game to play.

- 'to’' + infinitive is used after certain verbs (agree, ask, decide, help, plan, hope, learn,
want, would like, promise), after many adjectives, to show purpose. We decided to
leave. It's difficult to get up early. | came to London to study English.

- the bare infinitive (the infinitive without 'to") is used after modal verbs, after 'let’,
'make' and (sometimes) ‘help’, after some verbs of perception (see, watch, hear, notice,
feel, sense), after expressions with ‘why'. | can meet you at six o'clock. The teacher let

us leave early. | watched her walk away. Why go out the night before an exam?

Characteristics of Highly Effective Teachers of English
Recently I was invited to give a guest lecture on the topic “Characteristics of highly
effective teachers of English’.To prepare myself for the lecture I asked my students and
fellow teachers to list the qualities of a good teacher of English.Those who were
involved in the informal brainstorming sessions had listed a number of characteristics an
English language teacher should have.My experience as an English language teacher and
teacher trainer also helps me define an effective teacher of English as someone who
possesses  imagination,  innovativeness, interaction, independent thinking,
interdependence.
A teacher who is imaginative can do wonders in the English class. Their new ideas break
monontony and make students take lively participation in the class. Albert Einstein says
thatt imagination is more important than knowledge. “Human progress is possible only
through education. Without imagination, education becomes a kind of intellectual
recycling of the same knowledge passed from teacher to student and back to teacher on
the test. Education should do more than simply transmit information; it should develop
skills such as imagination that evolve our knowledge and move us forward as a species.”
Teachers who are imaginative can teach any language skill interestingly and effectively.
They can develop students' creative self-expression. Teachers who are imaginative
explore and create new things.
An innovative teacher dares to go off the track in order to be on the track. Students like
teacher who are innovative. Innovativeness means: introducing changes and new ideas,
daring to be different and being unique, going off the track in order to be on the track,

experimenting new things, being fresh always.
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A teacher who promotes interaction in the English class does justice to their profession
by empowering learners and helping them develop their communication skills. They
motivate their students, create opportunities for them to interact with one another
through commutainment (communication through entertainment) activities such as
roleplays, groups discussions, mock interviews, etc.

Independent thinking is the process of being able to think on your own, without
someone else guiding you. "In a world where knowledge is doubling every few years
and what once was a fact can become out of date so quickly equipping young people
with the mental tools to succeed in such a world is vital." Teachers can help their
students develop their independent thinking only if they are independent. Independent
thinking implies: thinking on your own, being critical of what you see and hear,
questioning information and irrational assumptions.

An independent thinker
contributes a lot to the team. Language learning tasks should aim at developing students’
thinking skills.

Interdependence is essential for a successful person. Taking students from dependent
stage to independent stage and then to interdependent stage is very important. Man is a
social animal and interpersonal relationship is the key to success in today's competitive
world. The one who knows how to relate with others can climb up the ladder of success.
Those who are interdependent use positive language and win people. They are polite,
pleasant, practical, persuasive and powerful.
