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The relationship between institutions and the development of a state is one of the central
themes in political science, economics, and political economy. Understanding the impact
of political and economic institutions on the socio-economic progress of a state is crucial for
formulating effective state policies and selecting optimal institutional development models. To
achieve this goal, the article aims to investigate the role of political and economic institutions
in state development, determining and comparing their relative importance or even primacy,
and considering approaches to institutional modeling to ensure sustainable socio-economic
growth and development of a state. The study utilizes a new institutional approach, which

views institutions as a key factor in state development. The methods of theoretical analysis,
comparison of empirical data, as well as elements of constitutional engineering and political
economy are applied to model the impact of institutions. The research reveals a close
relationship between institutions and state development, particularly in the economic sphere.
The discussion regarding the priority of economic or political institutions is also analyzed.
It is demonstrated that both democratic and non-democratic political regimes can achieve
success provided they adhere to certain economic principles. Additionally, the importance
of specific political and economic institutions, rather than just the type of political regime,
is emphasized. The concept of constitutional engineering for modeling optimal institutional
design and state development is also explored. It is argued that while the question of the priority
of economic or political institutions remains open, their close relationship and impact on state
development are evident. Thorough institutional modeling, considering historical experience,
comparisons with other countries, and the interests of elites and citizens, is necessary to
promote sustainable political and socio-economic progress in a state.
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
