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Annotation. The article analyzes the current state and problems of the Chinese 

football industry, as well as considers the significant role of technologies and 

innovations contributing to its development. Thus, the work was aimed not only at 

expanding knowledge about the state of football in China, but also at identifying 

technologies and innovations that will contribute to the rapid development of the 

Chinese football industry and increase its significance in the international sports arena. 

Relevance. The study of the current state and current problems of football not 

only provides rich material for the analysis of internal dynamics and specifics in each 

country, but also helps to understand how various technologies and innovations affect 

the development of football and shape the features of this industry in a specific country. 

With the rapid development of the Chinese economy and growing international 

influence, football as a representative sport has become an important part of China. 

Although the development of Chinese football has faced some difficulties in the past 

few decades, it is gradually strengthening and moving towards prosperity, which is 

made possible by the application of technology and innovation. 

The rapid development of the football industry has made football one of the most 

popular and valuable sports in the world. China's football industry is also accelerating 

its growth, attracting more and more people to participate. However, China's football 

industry is facing a shortage of resources and the lack of football culture in the 

development process. 

The purpose of this study is to explore the role and impact of technology and

Presentation of the main material. At the beginning of the study, the current 

development status of China's football industry was examined.

One of the most pressing 

problems in Chinese football today is the inadequacy of its youth talent training and 

development systems. Despite the establishment of more and more youth academies 

and the promotion of school football programs, the overall impact has been 

unsatisfactory. The current system lacks a clearly defined structure and a scientific 

approach to identifying talent. Many young athletes quit the sport before the age of 12 

due to the lack of clear paths for advancement. The failure to build a reliable talent pool 

means that the Chinese national team, as well as domestic clubs, continue to suffer 

from a shortage of skilled and experienced players. The development of young players 

is further hampered by outdated training methods, limited access to quality facilities, 

and a lack of experienced coaches who can guide young talent through critical stages 

of development [5]. 

Shortage of Qualified Coaches and Managers. In addition to the shortage of 

players, China has a significant shortage of qualified coaches and football management 

professionals. Although many high-quality foreign coaches have been hired in recent 

years, their tenure is often interrupted by the enormous pressure to deliver immediate 

results. This has led to a cycle of coaching appointments, which in turn has made it 

difficult for teams to establish succession and develop long-term strategic visions [4]. 

In addition, many managers and executives running football clubs in China lack 

the necessary knowledge and experience in sports management, which has contributed 

to poor decision-making and poor club performance. 

Cultural Deficiencies and the Issue of “Stigmatization”. The cultural 

development of Chinese football has also been hampered by persistent problems. For 

many years, footballers, coaches and clubs in China have been subject to social 

“stigma” where their efforts have been overshadowed by negative stereotypes and a 

lack of respect. This stigma has discouraged fans and reduced public enthusiasm for 

the sport. It has also contributed to a decline in young people’s interest in football as a 

career. 

The lack of a supportive and vibrant football culture has exacerbated the problems 

facing the sport in China. For football to thrive, it is not enough to simply focus on 

technical and tactical improvements; there must also be a concerted effort to create a 

positive cultural environment that fosters growth and promotes football as a key part 

of Chinese society [3]. 

Based on the special literature, opinions from football experts and experiences 

from other countries, the following reform paths for Chinese football can be proposed. 

Improving the Youth Training System. According to Zhao Gang, Liu Dan, Chen 

Chao, in China, the focus should be on creating a clear vision for youth development 

with clearly defined goals and an emphasis on long-term growth. Coaches should be 

equipped with the necessary training and resources to effectively manage young 

players. In addition, there is a need to invest in upgrading training facilities and provide 

access to modern technology that can improve player development. By creating a 
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sustainable youth pipeline, Chinese football can provide a constant flow of talent to 

support the national team and domestic clubs [5]. 

Reforming the Management System. For Chinese football to thrive, its 

management systems need to be restructured. The current lack of professionalism in 

club management has stunted the growth of the sport. According to Chang Fangjin, 

many clubs are run by people with little or no experience in football management, 

resulting in ineffective decision-making and inconsistent strategies. To solve this 

problem, China needs to adopt international best practices in football management, 

drawing on expertise from abroad to help build a more efficient and professional 

football administration system [4]. 

Developing a Positive Football Culture. A thriving football culture is essential to 

the long-term success of the sport in China. According to Zhao Zichen, Zheng Jingyu, 

Li Siwei, and Wang Jianwei, to overcome the stigma surrounding football, it is 

essential to highlight the positive aspects of football and create community engagement 

programs that encourage young people to take up the sport. 

In addition to changing public perceptions, efforts should be made to better 

integrate football into the education system, promoting it as a key component of 

physical education and extracurricular activities. By nurturing a love of the game from 

an early age, China can develop a new generation of fans and players who are 

passionate about football and want to see the sport grow [3]. 

Technological innovations are also playing an important role in the development 

of Chinese football. 

We have explored the potential of technology in football infrastructure 

construction, such as advanced turf technology and smart equipment, to improve player 

training and competition, as well as the efficiency and sustainability of facilities. 

By introducing new technologies and innovative ideas, such as advanced turf 

construction technology and intelligent equipment to improve player training and 

competition; simulation training using virtual reality technology and optimization of 

data analysis technology; adapting tactics to enhance the competitiveness of teams and 

players in the game; and drawing on the experience of other "football" countries 

(Germany, France, Britain and Brazil), etc., the football industry can improve stadium 

equipment and the level of game management, enhance the technical level of players 

and the competitiveness of competitions [2]. 

At the same time, technologies and innovations can also promote the sustainable 

development of China's football industry. Through technologies and innovations, 

China's football industry can shake off the difficulties of the past and achieve long-

term sustainable development. For example, establish a comprehensive football talent 

cultivation system to promote the development of children's football; to improve the 

education and training of talents; to use technologies and innovations to promote the 

development of the football industry. 

Conclusions. In this way, technologies and innovations play an important role in 

the development of modern football culture and are important for promoting the 

development and promotion of the football industry. 
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Success in Chinese football is not determined solely by on-pitch improvements. 

A comprehensive approach is needed, including cultural reform, professional 

management, long-term investment in youth development, and technological 

innovation [1][4]. For example, football clubs need to attract talents, strengthen 

personnel training, continuously improve the level of internal management and 

coaching qualifications. 

Therefore, it is necessary to strengthen the construction of football culture, 

promote the education and training of talents, and develop football infrastructure 

construction through technology and innovation, which will promote the development 

of the football industry in China.
