FACILITATION IN THE SYSTEM OF K. USHINSKY'S SCIENTIFIC IDEAS

New approaches to providing professional teacher training reflect an awareness
of the fundamental dependence of public perspectives from the personality traits of a
student developing his or her professional education. The instrumental possibilities of
pedagogical activity include both the potential of humane support of the process of
becoming a child in educational environment, and the threat of authoritarian leveling
of its personal uniqueness. In this context, the preparation of future teachers to
perform a supportive and accompanying function in the educational process of a
comprehensive institution is of paramount importance.

The outlook context of the domestic humanistic paradigm for the existence of
humanity in historical, philosophical and pedagogical contexts is based on the leading
ideas, such as: the ideas of free development of personality, the idea of a categorical
moral imperative (man is not a method, but a goal); ideas of adapting the system of
education to the person, but not vice versa; ideas of "philosophy of the heart"
(according to G. Skovoroda), education of positive sensitivity in the attitude of the
person to the world, another person and himself/herself.

Consequently, facilitation, although not defined terminologically, has acquired
considerable scientific conceptualization in the work of classical scientists (M. Berdyaev,
M. Bakhtin, G. Skovoroda, I. Franko, G. Vashchenko, etc.). It is safe to say that the
phenomenology of facilitation is also intimately linked to the K. Ushynsky's humanities,
since the scientist was determined by the “humanitarian” heart of the teacher-mentor,
teacher-assistant, teacher-assistant pedagogical influencer.

Facilitation is for the most part interpreted as a positive change in the student's
performance under the influence of the teacher's personality. Such influence allows
certain traits of the teacher's personality, special knowledge and skills. Positively
influencing the student, the teacher is able to communicate directly with him. Such
influence is not accidental, but requires a purposeful effort on the part of the teacher.
The ability of the teacher to carry out such activities is not compulsory, since it has its
own specificity and requires special preparation for its implementation. Pedagogical
facilitation is a specific kind of pedagogical activity of a teacher, the purpose of which
is to help the student in self-awareness as self-worth; support for his desire for self-
development, self-realization, self-improvement; promotion of his personal growth,
disclosure of abilities, cognitive abilities; actualization of value attitude towards
people, nature, national culture, through organization of humanistic, dialogical,
subject-subject communication; creating an atmosphere of unconditional acceptance,
understanding and trust.

Facilitative action — the integral quality of a teacher's personality, which is
conditioned by the degree of formation of such personality characteristics as: empathy,



cooperation orientation, congruence; there are personal determinants that
significantly influence the formation of the facultative qualities of the teacher, in
particular: excessive emotionality, demonstrative; the condition of forming of teachers'
readiness for humanistic relations is a special psychological preparation, which
includes facilitation training and obligatory post-training support of the experience of
realization of facilitation actions in independent professional activity.

Features of pedagogical facilitation are: 1) openness, sincerity in revealing the
teacher's thoughts, views, beliefs; 2) the perception and acceptance of each child as an
unconditional value, a manifestation of respect and tolerance to their interests, needs,
aspirations, confidence in its wide abilities; 3) demonstration by the teacher of an
"empathetic understanding" of the child, the ability to "look" at the inner world and
the student's behavior as if through his eyes; 4) stimulation, initiation and
encouragement of self-development and self-education of students in the process of
pedagogical activity.

THE NEW UKRAINIAN SCHOOL TEACHER’S HUMANISTIC OUTLOOK
(BASED ON K. USHYNSKY'S SCIENTIFIC STUDIES)

Prominent scholar-teacher Konstantin Ushinsky expressed the leading idea of
humanization of education, which can be defined as the orientation of its goals,
content, forms and methods on the personality of the student, the harmonization of its
development. To humanize the learning process, the scientist argued, means to
reorient the thinking of the teacher to the fact that the student as a subject of learning
is not obedient material for purposeful pedagogical "molding" of anything, but such an
individual who can be exposed to external influences only when he wants it when he
receives them. The researcher noted that a qualitatively new level of learning can be
realized if in the humanistic education the existing motivations of the authorities are
replaced by new ones, such as: entity, involvement, understanding, self-actualization,
when the activity of the teachers will be based on the knowledge of the system of
relations between the individual and society, on that, that the learner is a person who
wants to create something new and proper.

We agree with K.D. Ushinsky's opinion that there should be training of
specialists who creatively use the acquired knowledge, comprehending it in a
humanistic, purely "human" dimension. We interpret K. Ushinsky's opinion in the
modern context as follows: a new model emerges in the new Ukrainian school to
replace the technocratic model of specialists, according to which a person stands in the
first place as a self-worth.

K. D. Ushinsky also connected the processes of humanization of the educational
space with the realization of the principles of developmental, supportive learning, the
accompanying position of the teacher, the presence of his humanistic outlook. In the
context of the humanization of the entire Ukrainian education system,
K. D. Ushinsky's opinion on the directions of humanization of the training's system of
future teachers is fundamental importance. The researcher outlined the
methodological resistance of pedagogical scientific research - in the educational system
should be embedded the leading idea of humanistic worldview, which involves
awareness of nature and man in their unity, rejection of authoritarian, mythological
style of thinking, tolerance, ability to compromise, respectful attitude to others'
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
