THE ARTISTIC ACTIVITY IN AN EDUCATION FUTURE TEACHERS IN
POLAND

The competence of an early childhood education teacher should be multilateral.
Among many are also those associated with creating aesthetic attitudes. A well-
educated educator will shape a sensitive recipient of artistic works, consciously
awakening in the dynamically developing personalities the desire to contact art,
including music in educational activities. Such a teacher is also a creator of desired
behavior and an animator encouraging students to participate in artistic events. He is
also an inspiration for the creation of social bonds implemented through spontaneous
participation in the creative activities of the charge, which is an element in the
cultural life of the school and the closest environment.

Early childhood education teachers are required to provide students in grades I-
IIT with knowledge and skills in a number of different fields, including music.
Unfortunately, the correct performance of this task, even when showing the maximum
good will, is sometimes difficult for a certain group of educators.

Students who want to understand music and make full use of it in working with
students at the first stage of education must take into account its various values.
Music, through its work, makes children happy. It also allows to integrate the space
related to learning and experiencing life in its individual and community dimension.
Intensifying emotions, calms or stimulates action, encourages movement and dance,
helps overcome many difficulties, supporting the entire educational process.

In an academic education, the musical preparation of students of early school
education is treated rather superficially, especially in terms of knowledge of the
language of music and freedom of movement in this difficult plane of musical speech
seen from the perspective of both vocal and instrumental activity.

The program and organizational changes experienced by universities in recent
years bring with them a new perspective on study programs. Among them is the
acquisition by students of specific competences in the field of knowledge, skills and
social competences. It is particularly important (which is required of universities) to
indicate and demonstrate the learning outcomes achieved by students. With regard to
pedagogical studies, and especially those specialties in which future teachers are
educated, the best platform for verifying the achievement of these effects is musical
artistic practice.
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The implementation of artistic projects creates a field for experimentation for
students and their teachers in the preparation, conduct and reception of various
artistic presentations. The conducted qualitative research indicates the legitimacy of
carrying out artistic and pedagogical projects in work with future teachers. Thanks to
the commitment and spontaneous activity, the respondents verified their pedagogical
and musical competences necessary for future work.
