Problem. At the current stage of development in the cognitive sciences, researchers are working
with vast volumes of empirical data in an effort to explain cognitive phenomena by examining various
states and processes within the brain. A core objective of neuroscientific inquiry is the empirical
identification of the nervous system’s structural and functional characteristics, which involves
verifying facts related to its morphology and operational dynamics. Cognitive neuroscience, in
particular, seeks to construct explanatory models of the neural mechanisms underlying perception,
cognition, emotion, and volition. These models are validated through experimental analysis.

However, addressing a number of conceptual challenges — such as clarifying the nature of
concepts like “thinking,” “memory,” and “imagination,” and examining the logical relationships
between them (e.g., between perception and sensation, or consciousness and self-awareness) —
requires philosophical insight. Philosophy is uniquely positioned to explore structural and cross-level
relationships between conceptual domains, including those between the psychological and the neural,
or the mental and the behavioral. Moreover, it plays a critical role in addressing the mereological
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argument — the fallacy of explaining the properties of a whole solely through the properties of its
parts. In this context, philosophy is essential in providing the methodological foundation for future
interdisciplinary work in neuroscience.

Purpose. To assess the potential of applying insights from analytical philosophy, particularly the
ordinary language philosophy, as a methodological tool for addressing the mereological argument
within cognitive science.

Research Methods. This study employs general scientific methods, including analysis, synthesis,
and generalization, to examine how the key principles of the philosophy of ordinary language can be
used to overcome the mereological argument in cognitive research.

Results. The paper clarifies the challenges posed by the mereological argument, specifically
critiquing efforts within neuroscience to reduce psychological phenomena solely to brain processes.
1t highlights how such an approach can result in conceptual errors. The analysis demonstrates that
insights from the philosophy of ordinary language, a major stream within 20th-century analytical
philosophy, offer a viable pathway for addressing these issues within the cognitive sciences.
