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Digital transformation of the state
and digital citizenship:
challenges and strategies for national security

Kaliuzhna Yuliia Ivanivna Amidst intensive digital transformation and the escalating threat of cyberattacks, the study
of the interconnectedness between the development of digital citizenship and the national
Security of the state is gaining particular relevance. Global experience, notably the practices
of the EU in the sphere of e-democracy, demonstrates the potential of digital tools while
simultaneously highlighting the issue of societal cyber resilience. Digital citizenship, as
a complex ecosystem of attributes, constitutes a key factor in effective interaction with
the digital state and in countering destructive influences in cyberspace. Given geopolitical
instability and the active employment of cyber and information instruments of aggression,
particularly against Ukraine, understanding this interdependence is critically important. The
aim of this article is a comprehensive review and systematization of scholarly literature,
analytical materials, and strategic documents to identify key aspects of the relationship
between the development of digital citizenship and ensuring the national security
of the state within the context of active digital transformation and increasing external
cyber threats and disinformation campaigns. The research objectives include defining
the essence of digital citizenship, substantiating its role in societal resilience, analyzing
current digital threats, and developing recommendations for a strategy for the development
of digital citizenship to strengthen Ukraine’s national security. The methodology is based
on a systematic analysis and integration of scholarly literature from key scientometric
databases, specialized analytical materials, and strategic documents of international
organizations and think tanks. Comparative and critical analysis of dominant paradigms,
as well as the systematization and integration of information, were employed for
the author’s definition of digital citizenship and the development of recommendations for
its advancement in the context of the national security of the digital age. The research
revealed a close relationship between the development of digital citizenship and ensuring
national security. Digital citizenship, encompassing cyber competence, digital responsibility,
digital participation, and critical digital thinking, is a key factor in strengthening the state’s
digital resilience. The strategic importance of formulating a state policy for the development
of digital citizenship in Ukraine as an integral component of an effective national security
strategy in the digital age, facilitating the successful implementation of e-democracy
and overall national resilience, is substantiated.
