Functional
componenls of educalional activilies are representalional (of the conlent
of the malerial), inlense (moltivalion inlerest of studenls to assimilale
information), adjustment (correction and comparing the performance of
those enrolled) and diagnostic (provide feedback). Scholars have
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identified the following components in the structure of educational
activities: professional psychological and pedagogical knowledge,
professional teaching skills, professional psychological positions and
allitudes of a leacher, personal characleristics thal ensure oblaining
professional knowledge and skills. The main components of leaching
should be the following: scientific and objective, psychological,
educational, and cullural and educational components, and basic
professional skills — research, design, structural, organizalional,
communicational and educational.

The content of vocational and educational activities is the creation of
conditions for self-development, self-realization, self-education.
