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METHODOLOGICALAPPROACHES TO TEACHING GRAMMAR OF

THE FOREIGN LANGUAGE

Abstract. Traditionally itis an accepted practice to differentiate betwween
scienlific, or linguislic, grammar and pedagogic, or school grammar.
“Whilst the former may attempt o describe everything there is, the latter is
designed to be of help to teachers and students of the language who need,
as far, as possible, clear-digestible summaries” [4, 283].

Besides this, active and passive commands of the language are
distinguished and can be used lo differentiale belween lwo lypes of
pedagogic grammar which principles are described in the article: the active
pedagogic grammar and passive pedagogic grammar. The active grammar
is used for teaching students what they are to do when they have to word
their ideas in a certain socially coloured situation. There can be active
grammar of oral speech and active grammar of written speech. The passive
grammar is used lo leach sludenls ways of idenlifying grammalical
structures by their grammatical signals (endings, suffixes, etc.) in order
to understand the meaning of a speech utterance either orally or in written.

In our research both synthetic operations actualized in speech-generating
mechanisms of a human while productive speech activity and analytic
operations actualized while receptive speech aclivity are described and shown
in a special table. It graphically and clearly demonstrates the difference
belween the lwo psycholinguistic processes in question lo sludenls.

Besides, the main principles of making grammatical rules of active
grammar and those of making rules of passive grammar are given.

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SELF-ATTITUDE PECULIARITIES OF PERSONS INCLINED TO

EXPERIENCE ENVY
A.F. Lisovenko

The article deals with the results of the theoretical and empirical research
of envious person’ s self-attitude specificily. The qualitative analysis of the
empirical data has revealed the significant negative connections between
the indexes of envy and autosympathy. 1t means that with decrease of the
level of a person’s autosympathy his or her inclination to general
enviousness and lo «envy-despondency» feeling increases. And vice versa,
general envy and <«envy-despondency» are accompanied by the decrease
of autosympathy (self-affection, self-value, self-acceptance).

The results of the quantitative analysis have confirmed that envious
persons and those who are inclined to «envy-despondency» have a
characteristic deficiency of autosympathy. It can be shown in hostility to a
person’ s ego, non-acceptance of herself or himself, inner conflict, discomfort
Jeeling, uncertainty, enmily to one’ s personal qualities and features, criticism
of one’ s own thoughts and actions as well as in inadequate self-appraisal. It
has been revealed that envious persons show less interestin their own thoughts
and feelings than unenvious persons, and also consider themselves less
inleresting lo their social surroundings. The profile analysis has shown that
the represenlalives of unenviuos persons and the group with the dominating
reaction «envy-enmily» expect more positive atlitude to them from the social
surroundings in comparison with the representalives of envious persons and
those who are inclined lo experience «envy-despondency».

Self-attitude profile comparison of persons with different types of envy
has shown that the representatives of the group with predominant reaction
«envy-enmily» show higher self-confidence, self-acceptance and
autosympathy. The representatives of this group have also proved to have
the lowest level of self-accusation.
