Theoretical and methodological foundations for the research were the
basic principles of modern psychology (the principle of determinism,
Sfairness, unity, phy.slol()ﬂlcal and psychical unity of consciousness and
activity of the main principles of systematic and structural approach,
structural and functional approach, Parsons’ basic principles of humanistic
psychology which are the main provisions of the symbolic interactionism
and cultural and historical psychology, the theory of Erikson.

A system of methods and procedures for oblaining the dala, including
systemalic and structural method: the method of observalion,
experimental method; psychodiagnostic method, mathematical and
stalistical processing of the malterial, was used in the research.

The psychodiagnostic complex includes the following main methods:
Frayburg Personality Inventory (FPI), a technique for diagnosing the level
of personal feelings of loneliness D. Russell and M. Ferguson, the method
of «Out of difficult life situations» E.P.Ilina, method of diagnosis
indicators and forms of aggression of Bass/Darky.

The sample of the rcsearch consists of 750 people who were divided
into three groups by religious identity.

Theoretical and empirical analysis of personality, which has an
inclimation to be involved into the destructive cults, was conducted with
the main principles of psycho-diagnostic.

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TRADITIONAL AND NEW APPROACHES TO THE PROBLEM OF
THE EMPATHY CULTURE OF THE FUTURE PRIMARY SCHOOL
TEACHER FORMING

Abstract. At the present stage of the modernization of the national
pedagogical education, which is characterized by searching the radical
ways to ensure its quality according to the global trends of higher
education, there is a problem of updating the question of the primary
school teachers empathy cullure forming.

There are many studies that interpret the empathy culture as a condition
of moral consciousness (J. Bech, L. Bozovic, M. Boryshevskyy, T.
Konnikova, E. Subbotskiy), a mechanism of a social behavior (T.
Gavrilova, A. Solomatina) and human self-importance (V. Petrovsky,
Rogers), a form of emotional behavior (T. Gavrilova, A. Solomatina) as
a self-transtsendention (V. Petrovsky, K. Rogers) as a form of emotional
behavior (0. Tyhomirov, O.Chebykin), agelling inlo a stale of the inner
world of another person understanding, his empathy and compassion, il
is essential condition of the formation of a tolerant, humanistically directed
and active personality.

During the process of investigaling of the concepl “ an empathy cullure
of a primary school teacher”, “a culture” as a basic concept of the
research is taken into account. A detailed analysis of the historical aspects
of a culture forming is presented in the article. The scientific approaches
created new understanding of the nature of a culture from point of view of
the semiolical, sociological, axiological aclivily.

The essence of an empathy culture of the primary school teachers was
determined as a major factor of the human relations forming, humanity
forming, changing ils nalural enthusiasm, needs and emolions. We
selected a number of main functions: adaplalion, cognilive, axiological,
communicaltive, humanistic, educational, ideological and normative—
regulating, based on the analysis of the characteristics of the primary
school teachers’ empathy culture.

The fealures of the empathy relalionship belween primary school
teachers and objects of the educational process forming is analysed and
determined. Six levels of the empathy attitudes are distinguished.

A systematic approach to the empathy cullure of primary school
teachers according lo the study of a personalily, is revealed in biological
(the process of ontogenesis, inclinations, instincts), psychological (the
principle of development, psychoanalytic, humanistic approaches) and
social (interpersonal relationships, idenlificalion, imilalion, empathy)
delerminants. Empathy cullure is an inlegral dynamic crealion of a
personalily and is characlerized by the formation of a kind of emolional
and motivational way of an external and internal response mechanisms
based on the social communicalive and emotional intelligence. The auther
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points out that such element of the empathy cullure structure as a factor
of motivation is characterized by empathy ability, identification, empathy
altitudes between relations with younger students.

So, the future primary school teacher’s empathy cullure as a
phenomenon has its own dynamics of change. Specific features of an
empathy culture, from our point of view, are pronounced by social
environment students as a complex of various social and psychological
factors. Our future research will be devoted to the factors, extent and
nature of their influence on the the empathy cullure formation and
development.
