Found that the majority of dissertalion research focused on the
Jformation of preparedness of managers of education to management activity
on the basis of competence approach.

The analysis of scienlific lileralure and disserlalions showed thal the
problem of risk: management in the school was not the subject of study
special educalion lraining managers.

In management practlice managers of educalion should be able lo identify
polential risks in modern conditions. They should be able {o take into account
various internal and external factors, difficulties and problems; lo estimate
the possible impact of the risk and lake appropriale aclion.

Abstract. In terms of further humanization and humanitarization of
education the problem of applying of moniloring effectiveness of academic
achievements of the future teachers of humanities gains particular
relevance. Itwas determined that the moniloring of academic achievements
of fulure leachers is a conlinuous process of scienlifically-based considering
of their training activities resulls manifested in the form of knowledge, skills
and competencies, the system of emotional and value attitudes and provide
professional and personal development of each student.

During the scienlific research it was found that the basic requirementls
to the pedagogical measurements quality are as follows: 1) the gained
resull should be due only to the properties of the object of study and shouldn’ t
depend on the subjective point of view of a scienlist; 2) unification measures
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that give an opportunity lo creale equal conditions of measurement for all
subjects of the process; 3) the opportunity of the comparability of the
measurement resulls; 4) reliability and validity. In addition, the
measurement process must meet the quantitalive (associated with the use
of cerlain quantilative criteria) as well as qualily (conceptual) regulations
(0. Sevrukh, A. Yunina).

Based on consideralion of scienlific opinions and the resulls of our
research il was concluded thal effeclive moniloring of academic
achievements of future teachers of humanities in higher education is provided
under the following conditions: 1) the enforcement of the general
requirements of the monitoring process in higher educalion defined by
scientists; 2) consideration of specific educational material on the
humanities, which greally affects the implementation of moniloring
procedures; 3) systematic application of monitoring and selfmonitoring of
students academic achievements; 4) active use of modern compuler
technologies in the moniloring process.
