MAIN STRATEGIES OF SOCIAL PEDAGOGUE’S WORK WITH TALENTED CHILDREN
The article presents a broad spectrum of the main strategies of social pedagogue’s work with talented children in the sys-

tem of untraditional and developed education. Early recognition, training and upbringing of gifted and talented children is one
of the main tasks in refinement of educational system. However, insufficient psychological level of pedagogists’ preparation
to the work with children who have unusual behavior and thinking causes inadequate estimation of personal traits and all their
activity. The problem is in the creative thinking of gifted children that is defined as deflection from standard reaction. The
main function of social pedagogist is grounded on the work with pupil’s family and recognition of problems in training and
development. The realization of this function is described with training course “Learn to understand each other” which was
held in CO “Mosaic” in Odessa. The work with talented children is possible only in the system of innovative tendencies of

VIEWS OF KM.VENTTSEL ON THE INTEGRITY OF THE CHARACTER EDUCATION
The article analyses the pedagogical activity of K.V. Ventzel from the position of integral approach of child’s education. It is

stated that despite considerable number of scientific sources dedicated to the research of Ventzel’s scientific and pedagogical herit-
age, specific research dedicated to the studying of the problem of integral education in the pedagogical conception of the teacher-
scholar is not revealed for the moment. Special attention of the author is paid to the characteristic of the axiom of the integral charac-
ter education, which was emphasized by Konstantin Mykolayovych Ventzel in his scientific and pedagogical activities, in particular
individuality, freedom, harmony, morality, creativity, welfare, love. In the article the philosophic and ethic views of Konstantin My-
kolayovych Ventzel, that form the basis of his views on the integrity in education, are traced. The conducted analysis of the scientific
sources gave an opportunity to estimate that the integrity of education, according to K. M. Ventzel, must help a child to become “a
person with free feelings and will”, i.e. a person, who is free from the influence of the authority; forms his/her outlook independently;
is motivated by free will and demonstrates his/her feelings freely; a harmonious person, a moral person, a person who could combine
high development of individuality and “the ability to live in communication with other people”, a person who “loves life in all of its
aspects”.
