SPECIFICITY OF PROFESSIONAL RESPONSIBILITY OF JUNIOR MEDICAL SPECIALISTS

The article deals with main types of responsibility of young medical specialists in general and their professional responsibili-
ty in particular. There are three basic kinds of medical specialists' responsibility: moral responsibility which can be understood as
a deep realization of moral foundations of their future job; professional responsibility as an understanding of social importance of
their job, desire for constant perfection of their professional proficiency; and juridical one is understood not only as a personal
attitude towards one's own rights and responsibilities, but also as a severe lawfulness; responsibility for the environment. Liability
of medical specialists as a phenomenon of social, health-care and prophylactic practice characterizes certain relationship (social,
moral and juridical) between a personality and society and accordingly comes out at the personal and social level, and becomes a
personal and social responsibility of health-care representatives. To professional requirements of a junior medical specialist one
can attribute creative approach to his responsibilities, an ability to orient in an extraordinary situation, to improve his skills and to
develop his professional level. A health care specialist has to perform his duties in a proper professional way, according to stan-
dards of his professional activity, he has to provide emergency aid to every patient. A prerequisite of forming professional re-
sponsibility is inclusion of a person into a professional activity, which is a plurality of functional interaction between a specialist
and reality. So it is necessary to understand student's responsibility as a professionally important trait of a future medical special-
ist. In medical practice one has to be able for independent decisions and deeds, to take responsibility in any situation. That is why
responsibility belongs to the main traits of a modern junior medical specialist.

RATIO OF CONFLICTNESS AND AGGRESSIVENESS

The article deals with the concepts of aggressiveness and conflictness, main differences and similarities between these terms.
The aim of the present investigation is a theoretical justification and empirical study of ratio of conflictness and aggressiveness. There
are many determinations of “conflictness”, but the author considers conflictness as an integral personal trait, which reflects the fre-
quency of entering into an interpersonal conflict; as a readiness of a personality to conflict situations, the level of his/her involvement
into the development and end of the problematic situations of social interaction by means of a conflict. Many researches emphasize
that aggressiveness promotes and accompanies conflictness. Aggressiveness if often associated with negative emotions (for example,
wrath), negative motives (desire to harm), negative attitudes (racial prejudices) and destructive actions. In the present study aggres-
sion is understood as a specific form of human actions, which is characterized by applying force towards another person or a group of
people, causing physical or psychological harm that is generated by the need for self-assertion, desire for achievements. It is consi-
dered as a personality trait, which is expressed in the tendency to aggressive actions in the process of accomplishing one’s own pur-
pose. The results of a theoretical and empirical study aimed at determination of aggressiveness specificity of persons with diverse
range of conflictness are considered in the article. Significant positive correlations between indexes of conflictness and aggressive-
ness as well as negative correlation between an index of conflictness and control regulatory index of aggressiveness are revealed.
Psychological characteristics of representatives of each group (confrontational and non-confrontational individuals) are determined. It
was ascertained that confrontational individuals are characterized by aggressive behavior, irritability, anger, temper, accusation of
others, experiencing insult, loneliness, negative thoughts. Such individuals are able to defend their own interests in the competitive
fight, realize own plans and achieve goals.
