In the article at first time from the position of philosophical-psychological theory of act of V.A. Romenets, system-activity me-
thodology of H.P. Shchedrovytskyi and author’s concepts of professional metodologization and principles of regularity of cyclic-
action dynamics of the science development the theoretical model of a complete game as an act in logic-sense continuity of situation-
al (forming the game attitude), motivational (forming the field or time-space of game), active (locking the game and the rise of the
world of game activity) and post-active (reflection of progress/failure of the game) periods has been offered. Ontophenomenologi-
calpresence the developing functioning of the activity of the gamepracticing is deploying as a synchronic correspondence of men-
tioned periods of game action to eight phases of process-existential becoming, updating, implementation and extinction of the game
as cyclically perfect act. Original frames of conditions of act range of the game are created by before game and postgame situations,
between which the game activity takes place in strict continuity of periods and phases of its realization. Moreover, the offered model
fixes the main new formations, which take place on each of the stages of game action, holds the binary organized components of
complete act of the game, which dominate on each of four periods of its progressive functioning: situational — demand and rules,
motivational — requirements and representatives, active — satisfaction and competitive succession of actions, post-active — reflection
and game, including socio-cultural, experience. It is provedthat everyact-organized game, being characterized by specific out-fazes
new formations, is similar to the monad of Gottfried W. Leibniz: in its transformation development is caused by both inevitable past
and desirable future, aim to self-realization and and has the inner impulse to improvement and absolutsation of its existence.

PSYCHOLOGICAL MECHANISMS OF THE DEVELOPMENT OF EMOTIONAL INTELLIGENCE

Psychological mechanisms of the development of emotional intelligence are theoretically grounded in the article. Emotional
intelligence is a socially significant integrated feature of the personality, which is directed to understanding own emotions and
emotional experiences of others, provides with control of the emotional state, emotions submission to mind and will. The analysis of
scientific sources on the study allowed to select several psychological mechanisms of the development of emotional intelligence with
the help of which man is capable of perception, understanding own and others' emotions and control them: identification, imitation,
emotional infection, reflection, emotional self-regulation, empathy.ldentification mechanism lies in setting yourself in the place of
other person through the deepening in hisfher inner world, feelings and sensations. Hereby authentication predicts identification of
the person with another one on the basis of strong emotional connection with her, while imitation is accompanied by certain visible
actions, copying models of emotional behavior of others and so on. Imitation is closely related to the mechanism of "emotional
infection™ — a process in consequence of which a person unconsciously reproduces emotions and feelings, psycho-emotional states of
other people with which he/she communicates. Imitation and emotional infection the most vivid reveal in the process of emotional
development of infants and preschool children.In the structure of emotional intelligence, we observe reflection as a basic
psychological mechanism of intrapersonal emotional intelligence, which provides emotional self-awareness and self-control, and
empathy as the primary psychological mechanism of interpersonal emotional intelligence which ensures the success of
communication and social interaction.An important psychological mechanism of emotional intelligence is the ability to realize
emotional self-regulation, which enables a person more effectively to control emotional state (self-command, one’s feelings, mood,
voice), quickly respond to experiences and behaviors of other people, the ability to make the right decisions in a modified, non-
standard situation.
