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the individual, sustainable property of a person, with positive emotions dominating, as a factor of self-identity, as an
integral indicator of the degree of person’s orientation, as a person’s self-attitude. The results of an empirical study are
provided to determine the characteristics of psychological well-being, which manifests itself in a positive interaction
with others, autonomy, environment control, a meaningful life, personal growth, self-acceptance, and so, of the respon-
dents with different levels of loneliness experience. It is empirically proved that the «lonely» group is characterized by a
too low ability to establish and maintain a relationship of trust, conformism, lack of formulated life objectives, the feel-
ing of inability to change or improve their lives, personal stagnation, negative self-esteem, dissatisfaction with some of
the characteristics of his own nature, abstract nature of the future prospects, indicating a low level of psychological
well-being. Representatives of the «non-lonely» group show a positive self-esteem, commitment, empathy, openness
and flexibility in communion, independence, creative thinking, the ability to achieve the desired, the desire for self-
development, a sense of the meaningfulness of life, self-confidence and their own strength, openness to new experience.
It is proved that the absence of a formed complex of psychological well-being causes the feeling of loneliness.

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PECULIARITIES OF EMOTIONAL INTELLIGENCE OF WOMEN AND MEN

The article presents the results of theoretical and empirical studies of the emotional intelligence of women and
men. The characteristics and the basic features of emotional intelligence as a psychological phenomenon are given.
Based on the analysis of the psychological literature the author reveals the contents and structural components of emo-
tional intelligence as a psychological phenomenon, systematizes traditional and modern approaches to understanding,
considers the specific features of emotional intelligence. As a set of indicators of emotional intelligence of men and
women the following types were studied: interpersonal and inner personal emotional intelligence, understanding and
management of one’s own and other people's emotions and their expression control. The research presents the results of
the correlation analysis and qualitative indicators of emotional intelligence of men and women. According to the results,
it is revealed that in the characteristics of emotional intelligence of men dominate higher values according to the follow-
ing parameters: recognition of emotions of others, a tendency to empathy, control over their emotions. At the same
time, with women the values predominate only in terms of indices: emotional awareness, a tendency to empathy. It was
found that women are able to better recognize and support the emotional state, to identify and show their feelings open-
ly, men, on the contrary, showed a high level of restraint in the manifestation of their emotions, that allows today to
achieve their goals in more persistent manner.
