CURRENT SCIENTIFIC BELIEFS ABOUT GENESIS AND FORMATION OF INTEGRAL PERSONAL
IDENTITY

The research is devoted to the study of the characteristics of the formation of the integral personal identity in the
course of professional training. It presents a theoretical and methodological analysis of the problem of personal identity as
an integral and independent phenomenon of the psyche. Integral identity is seen as both a complex hierarchical structure
and as a dynamic process, with its specific logic of development and formation. The logic of integral identity development
is based on three consistent stages: indeterminacy, self-determination and self-realization. The first stage is characterized
by the crisis of indeterminacy of a personality in relation to his/her identity (immature integral identity). The second stage
is characterized by self-determination crisis, when a person engages characteristics of his own groups in his self-image and
acquires behavioral norms and stereotypes. The third stage includes self-realization crisis, when the process of integral
identity development is finished and a person assigns the acquired norms and stereotypes which have become the inner
regulators of his/her social behavior (mature integral identity). Thus, the process of intergral identity development is under-
standing oneself as an integral, unique, inherently valued personality; it is accompanied by regarding oneself as an active
member of sociocultural space and time providing opportunities and prospectives for self-realization. It has been deter-
mined that integral identity, being a hierarchically complicated quality of a personality, is changing in the process of inten-
sive retraining (learning and training classes), which involves transformations of the indices of formal and dynamic (in-
cluding qualitative), content and perosnlaty, and partially social and imperative levels of integral personal identity. That is
why, it can be stated that a personality is being gradually released form direct submission and influence of environment in
the process of integral identity development; it allows a personality to change consciously both the environment and him-
/herself.

Keywords: integral personal identity, psychological factors and stages of development of the integral identity,
peculiarrities of integral identity development at the stage of future specialists training.
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
