PSYCHOLINGUISTIC AND SOCIO-LINGUISTIC ASPECTS OF PRESCHOOL EDUCATION

The article deals with the problem of functioning of a language in multiethnic, multicultural state, particularly in
preschool education, with taking into account its neurolinguistic, psycholinguistic and social aspects of mastering lan-
guages by preschool children, in the process of which language tolerance becomes a necessary condition for the exis-
tence and development of educational surrounding with the aim to implement the proper verbal educational communi-
cation. Bilingual and polilingual communication in modern society actualizes such complex and controversial educa-
tional language issues as bilingualism and multilingualism in a child’s social life. Therefore, it is essential to refer to the
implementation into the practice of preschool teachers of teaching techniques and methods of preschool language edu-
cation based on modern neuro-and psycholinguistic knowledge, revealing a phenomenology of such multidimensional
phenomenon as the language and its role in the life of a child. The most important modern science, which on a large
experimental evidentiary material helps to tamp down acute controversial language issues in education and tolerantly
and correctly solve the problem of selecting by preschool children’s parents the language of educational communica-
tion, is neurolinguistics. The need for the introduction of these latest knowledge in linguo-didactics as well as in the
work of the preschool teachers is obvious: any expert who deals with speech and other higher mental functions of a
child can not adequately and effectively operate either in theoretical science or in education without knowing the basic
principles of organizing the speech and mental functions, their physiological and neuropsychological basis and evolu-
tion, and, finally, neurolinguistic and psychological analysis of the main types of child’s speech. Correct attitude of pre-
school teachers and scholars in the field of linguistics towards neurolinguistic, psycholinguistic, cultural and language
aspects of learning a language, taking into account the specific features of different languages and their acquisition
takes off from agenda many political discussions going on over language education policy, eliminates psychological
and educational difficulties related to language education in kindergarten in national language, particularly for those for
whom that language is not his mother tongue; contributes to the successful solution of problems of childish, interper-
sonal and intercultural communication and many other social issues connected with bilingualism and polilingualism.

THEATRICAL GAMES AS A TOOL FOR THE FORMATION OF A PRE-SCHOOL CHILD’S CREA-

TIVE PERSONALITY

Based on the analysis of scientific sources and approaches, the ways, methods and conditions of the preschool

children creative personality formation by means of theatrical games were determined. Creativity is a human activity in
which knowledge and new objects are created; it is the highest form of human activity, initiative and essential for self-
actualization, full and free realization of the abilities and life opportunities.
