COMPARISON OF SELF-ASSERTION IN CYNIC AND NON-CYNIC INDIVIDUALS

This article presents the results of the empirical studies onthe self-assertion of cynic and non-cynic individuals.
This paper examines different approaches to the interpretation of the concepts, such as "cynicism", "cynicalness" and
"self-assertion”. If the cynicism is investigated by many authors in a proper way, the cynicalness, as a stable property of
an individual (tendency to cynicism, cynical behavior, etc.), is substantially less studied. The analysis of the psycholog-
ical literature has shown that some authors have studied the relationship between the "cynicism" and the "cynicalness"
and identified them with some differences noted. It is theoretically established that the cynicism is the outright neglect
of generally accepted standards of morality, as well as the impudent shameless behavior. "The cynicalness" is a rather
stable personality trait manifested in shameless, even brazen, behavior (incontinence, unscrupulousness, immorality,
shamelessness, etc.), accompanied by negative thoughts and considerations towards other people (distrust of others,
rejection of the other position, disdainful thoughts) and specific feelings and emotions (barefaced attitude towards oth-
ers, annoyance, disgust, anger, aggression, etc.). “The self-assertion” is a generally positive self-concept, which mani-
fests positive assessment of personal attainments and capabilities. The assertiveness of persons, who are characterized
by different degree of cynicalness, is explored. It’s also established that persons, who are inclined to cynicalness, have
the highest index of the common assertiveness. The persons, who have the low level of cynicalness, also have the high-
est index of the initiative in the social intercourse. In order to diagnose the features and the levels of the cynicalness we
used the procedure of "Placing yourself at the scale of cynicalness" (created by T. Dembo and S. Rubinstein, modified
by us). To study the self-assertion of people with different levels of cynicalness we used the test "Self-assertion™ by V.
G. Romek. The obtained data support the assumption that person’s propensity to experience cynicalness may be asso-
ciated with a level of his / her self-assertion.

RATIO BETWEEN PRONENESS TO CONFLICT AND RISK PRONENESS

The article deals with the results of the theoretical and empirical research of the risk proneness in individuals with
different levels of the proneness to conflict. It has been theoretically determined, that the proneness to conflict is a prop-
erty of a personality, which reflects the frequency of getting into interpersonal conflicts, the level of readiness for de-
velopment and terminating problem situations of social interaction by means of a conflict. The risk proneness is consi-
dered as a psychological phenomenon, as a personality trait, which is characterized by the proneness to risk, the tenden-
cy to choosing risky situations, emotional dominating of a certain activity that is connected with risk and stable demand
for it. The significant positive correlation relationships between indices of the risk proneness and the proneness to con-
flict have been empirically revealed at the 5% and the 1% levels of statistical significance. The psychological characte-
ristics of each group representatives (individuals, who are prone and not prone to conflict) have been revealed. Accord-
ing to the results of a qualitative analysis it has been determined that the individuals, who are prone to risk, are characte-
rized by aspiration, appetite to risks, feeling necessity for risky behavior, impulsion in risk; extravagance, proneness to
act at the first jet, manifestation of risk appetite on own initiative; easiness of emergence, development and termination
of risky actions; external manifestations of risk in statements, in certain actions and in emotional expressions — they are
reflected in expressive moves, mimics, gestures, behavior; the ability to keep risky behavior independent from external
forces. The representatives of such a group are characterized by a great variety of thoughts about the desire to expe-
rience risk, about the proneness to risk in every situation and fantasies about the risk. The poverty of the proneness to
risk of representatives of non-conflict group has been specified. Such individuals are described as provident, careful and
stable people, who don’t look for the new life impressions. The poorly expressed behavior risk component is indicative
of the absence of the proneness to risk acts and the behavior of non-conflict personalities. The representatives of this
group don’t express at all or hardly express their emotional experience, associated with risk; the intension and diversity
of emotional trials, associated with risk, are not important for such individuals. All of this goes to prove that the conflic-
tive personalities are prone to risk in a greater degree than non-conflictive individuals. Besides, in most cases the risk
proneness accompanies the manifestations of the conflict proneness.
