The article is devoted to the study of value orientations as a
leading influence on the readiness of first-year students to choose a
future profession. The study was attended by 50 students of PNPU
named after K, D, Ushinsky. Peculiarities of value orientations and
readiness for professional self-determination were revealed with the
help of: study of value orientations (M. Rokich), study of statuses of
professional identity (A. Gretsov and A. Azbel). According to the
results of the research, the need for psychological and pedagogical
support in the adaptation of first - year students, which can help to
reveal the creative potential of students, was revealed.
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
