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TO THE ISSUE OF CHINESE TEXTBOOK WRITING FOR
UKRAINIAN STUDENTS

Textbook is an important part of the language teaching process. It is the basis
for teaching. Textbook is considered to be a classroom bridge, students’
attachment to each other as well as to teachers. Therefore, an objective
evaluation of the quality of teaching depends much upon didactic support, a
textbook in particular.

The article deals with the Chinese concepts of textbook writing on the
material of two textbooks — "Chinese Course" and "Learn Chinese with Me".

The analysis is focused on their contents similarities and differences, compiling
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principles, writing styles and approaches. The contents covers four aspects —
Chinese pronunciation, Chinese vocabulary, grammar and Chinese characters.
The author describes advantages and disadvantages of the textbooks from
methodical, linguistic and psychological viewpoints. Efficient teaching
techniques are specified in the article; prior objectives are designated.
Improvement mechanisms of textbook writing are proposed for further research.
