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CHANGES IN UKRAINIAN LANGUAGE POLICY AND THE
DEVELOPMENT PATH OF CHINESE LANGUAGE EDUCATION IN
CONFUCIUS INSTITUTES DURING THE EPIDEMIC

In 2020, the outbreak of COVID-19 (new coronavirus) caused a chain collapse in
the global economy, culture, education, scientific research and other fields. The impact
of the crash on education has been enormous, leading to the closure of more than 94
per cent of schools and institutions, and some countries have had to adjust their
education policies to cope with the impact of the outbreak on education. As a result,
Ukraine's education policy has also changed during the outbreak, most importantly,
Ukrainian has become the only official language in Ukraine, and the corresponding
