THE MAIN PROVISIONS OF COMMUNICATIVE ETHICS

An important element of universal morality is the culture of communication,
which is an integral part of human culture. It is characterized by normativeness,
which determines how people should communicate in society in a particular situation.
The culture of speech of society is a bright indicator of the state of morality and
spirituality of culture. The verbal dirt that litters the speech of our citizens, speech
primitivism, the use of vulgar words are alarming indicators of the spiritual decline of
our people. Knowledge of the lexical richness of the native language is a mandatory
feature of high language culture [1].

Due to communicative ethics, relationships and conditions of communication
arise. Communication is a form of human interaction through which people form
each other spiritually, because it is impossible to live without the exchange of
thoughts, experiences, without connection with each other. Communication is a
process of mutual understanding and mutual assistance.

The basic principles of ethics should be followed during communication:

1. Do to others what you want them to do to you

2. What you do to others, you do to yourself.

Communication can be indirect, direct, verbal and non-verbal. In the process of
communication, moral relations should focus on justice, benevolence and harmony.
Communication is an important part of human existence. It is through communication
that we always learn about something new and disseminate that information. Without
communication it is extremely difficult for a person to reach certain heights and
goals. A lonely person feels unnecessary because he has no one to communicate with
and share his impressions, feelings and emotions. The communicative side of
communication is quite closely related to the exchange of information. That is, it is a
process of interaction between two or more persons, which is an exchange of
information of cognitive or emotional nature. In addition to the fact that people
exchange information, there is an analysis of the motives and goals of the object of
information. In the process of interpersonal communication a significant role is given
to the importance of information, the desire to perceive its general content [2].

Etiquette of communication plays an important role in everyone's life. After all,
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through communication we can be who we want to be, we can avoid conflicts and so
on. Etiquette of communication depends on the country in which a person lives, on
the social norms of the country, as well as on the person's upbringing. The mood, the
atmosphere in the team, the well-being in the family depend on how people
communicate with each other. Success in work depends on the manner of
communication. Interaction is the main feature of communication. The
communicative process covers the social interaction of members of society, their
joint activities and communication.

It is known that etiquette of communication should be taught from childhood,
because it is in childhood that children perceive both good and bad. When children
are young, they tend to imitate their parents, so it is worth speaking carefully. Parents
have a responsibility to teach their child to respect other people, whether they are of
the same age or older. The lack of etiquette of communication lets us know how
uneducated a person is.

Nowadays, communicative ethics is becoming quite important. International
relations with different countries of the world are developing, so people need to be
able to communicate both at the official business and domestic levels. Our social
environment (family, friends, educational institutions) should form such qualities as:
endurance, the ability to listen to the interlocutor, attentiveness, the ability to
anticipate the consequences of their actions. In communication a person shows his
individual qualities [1].

A well-mannered person should be calm, balanced, think what and where to
say. And arrogance, inability to listen, contempt for others shows the rudeness of the
individual. Communicative interaction covers the joint activities of people and
satisfies the psychological need. The social function of communication is that
communicating people exchange ideas, interests, experiences. Building relationships
with other people is the result of communication. The communicative ethics of the
teacher is usually manifested in verbal form. Regardless of this orientation, dialogue
Is dominated by dialogue, which is a constant communicative process. Speech itself
plays a significant role.

The main provisions of communicative ethics are, first of all, politeness.
Politeness is an important component of etiquette. A polite person should not say
obscene things or talk about topics that for some reason can be unpleasant for the
interlocutor. An educated person will not be as rude as she was rude. Polite behavior
shows the self-esteem of a decent person [2].

Trying to behave decently is the norm of life and society. Regardless of the
type of communication, communication participants form an attitude towards each
other. Communicative activity should not generate aggression, it should be as
effective as possible (not under pressure). In general, in the process of
communication should use such techniques as request, advice, suggestion. Direct
orders, insults, remarks, prohibitions should be avoided. Thus, the ethical component
of the communicative process orients education to the development in the individual
of the necessary communicative ethical qualities, such as: self-esteem, reciprocity,
tolerance, responsibility, justice. The formation of communicative ethics allows to
effectively organize and predict the educational process, focused on future
professional activity and adaptation in modern socio-economic conditions.
