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PHILOSOPHICAL VIEWS OF THE AMERICAN EDUCATOR BENJAMIN RUSH

The influence of American culture, politics, economics, and philosophy on the modern globalized
world is very significant, but despite this, many topical issues, especially in the philosophical sciences,
remain unattended by researchers. The purpose of the study is to supplement the domestic humanities
with the results of studying the philosophical heritage of early American philosophers, such as for
example Benjamin Rush. Thanks to the methods of historical and philosophical research, for example,
historical and philosophical reconstruction, the main philosophical views of the American thinker
of the 18™ century were analyzed and investigated. As a result of the study, the main philosophical
views of Benjamin Rush were demonstrated, and attention was focused on a unique view of the nature
of moral faculties, through the prism of human physiology. It has been demonstrated that the era
of the American Enlightenment, in addition to socio-political ideas, offered many philosophical
concepts for historians of philosophy. It has been proven that Benjamin Rush wrote philosophical
works and had his own philosophical views on the problems of ethics, soul, spirit, and matter, etc.
Matter, according to Benjamin Rush, is no less immortal than the spirit, therefore, in order to be
immortal, the soul does not have to be immaterial at all. The human soul contains an innate moral
faculty that distinguishes between good and evil. It is not homogeneous but contains memory,
imagination, and judgment, which in turn depend on physiological circumstances. According to
Benjamin Rush, seventeen phenomena influence the formation of moral principles. These principles
depend on climate, diet, certain drinks, extreme hunger, diseases, idleness, excessive sleep, bodily
pain, cleanliness, solitude, solitude, music, eloquence of the pulpit, odours, light and darkness, airs,
and medicines. In his philosophical research, Benjamin Rush considers moral behavior as a subject
of medicine associated with natural philosophy.
