MicTta-no6paTtumu B eBponeiicbKux KpaiHax-uneHax Pagu eBponeiicbkux MyHiuunaniteTis Ta perioHis (Council
of European Municipalities and Regions, CEMR)
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The article offers an analysis of the trends in the development of new municipalism - the ideology
of a global social movement focused on the democratic transformation of the nation-state
and economy, based on the policy of cohesion, and the involvement of the population in active
forms of local interaction. The global management strategy of the formation of urbanized
polycentric networks of megacities and regions, the development of transnational networks
and connections in the context of state reforms of municipal management and the promotion
of global “politics based on place” is implemented thanks to the assertion of municipalism
and forms of intermunicipal cooperation based on internationalism, the revolution

of devolution. The problem of forming a new type of municipal administration, as well as
the problem of strengthening local self-government, appear as a complex of issues
of the logic of center-periphery relations, intercity cooperation and paradiplomacy, financial
capacity to support innovations. The article states that the rising “international municipalism”,
dominated by European and transatlantic municipal ties, was formally organized as early
as the early 20s of the XIX century, but efforts to develop a coordinated strategy for
managing city and municipal networks were most evident in the second half of the 20th
century as the formation of international organizations such as the International Union
of Local Authorities, the International Union of Cities, the World Federation of Sister Cities,
the International Federation of United Cities, the Metropolis organization, the Council
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of European Municipalities and Regions (CEMR). Today, municipalism is developing due to
the spread of intercity networks and international associations, such as the URBAN FUTURE
Global Conference, TheMayor.EU, Friends of Europe, URBACT, USE (Urban Sustainability
Exchange), Cities Today, the Eurocity network, and others. The article examines EU programs
for the development of inter-municipal cooperation, in particular, the “New European Bauhaus”
movement, as well as the impact of devolution reforms on changes in the system of center-
periphery relations, manifested in the development of transnational networks of Eurodistricts,
twinning systems - twinning relations of the intracontinental and intercontinental type.
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
