Singing in a choir is an important component of artistic education in Ukraine.
The choir helps in involving students in musical choral culture; instilling interest and
love for music, in particular, Ukrainian folk music; formation, development and
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improvement of the initial skills of choral singing; development of musical and
figurative thinking and aesthetic taste; practical assimilation of means of musical
expressiveness; development of emotional performance of choral and vocal works,
study and performance of works of choral heritage; encouragement to get choral
education in the future. The content of the choir master's activity combines the
acquisition of knowledge, skills, experience and interest in the students' choral work.

Choir performance creates wide creative opportunities for the spiritual
enrichment of a student, for the comprehensive disclosure of his personality and the
formation of musical interest. In school choirs, children acquire musical performance
skills, which give them the opportunity to express themselves creatively in art. Through
choral activities, the child is involved in musical culture, and collective singing is a
wonderful psychological, moral and aesthetic environment for the development of
schoolchildren's interest in music for the formation of their best human qualities. D.
Aspelund, E. Bondar, E. Pecherska, G. Struve, B. Yavorsky and other famous
researchers emphasized the priority of vocal and choral work in the process of
development of human musical culture.

The basis of the content of vocal and choral work in art schools is work on vocal
sound creation and sound management. One of the main tasks of vocal education is the
formation of the "singability" of students. Attention is paid to such aspects as: singing
attitude, breathing, sound formation and sound management, diction and purity of
intonation. The singing setup creates favorable conditions for expressive singing,
ensures a comfortable position of the body, head, and correct articulation during
singing. Breathing and sound production depend on it. The ability or inability to
breathe affects the quality of the sound, the purity of intonation, and other
characteristics of the choral sound. There are three types of singing breathing: thoracic,
diaphragmatic and thoracic-diaphragmatic.

Choir performance, which fosters co-creation, empathy, imagination, and
creative thinking in children, develops under the influence of three factors:

1) repertoire, its artistic value, content;

2) the conductor-choirmaster is the main mentor who shapes the spiritual world
of the students;

3) the team as a formative environment in the performance process.

When choosing the repertoire for different groups of the choir, the principle of
the unity of education and training should always be taken into account. It is necessary
to observe the main pedagogical principles of learning: systematicity, sequence from
simple to complex. The repertoire of the choir should be diverse in nature, include
works of the most diverse styles, eras and genres, it should satisfy the spiritual needs
and interests of children, touch their feelings and experiences.
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In his professional activity, the choir master must pay attention to the stages of
development of choral sound, to the methods that are used depending on the stage of
development, to the artistic and technical techniques of education. The choirmaster
should act as an erudite musician of a broad profile. The activity of the choir master
should be directed at mastering the mastery of choral singing by students in order to
use it as an effective means of musical and aesthetic education.

Conclusion. The content of choir master activities in art schools of Ukraine
includes general pedagogical, organizational work, work on the repertoire, and artistic
and interpretive work on the work. All activities of the choirmaster at the art school are
aimed at the general creative and musical development of students by means of choral
performance.
