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The evolution of approaches to managing socio-cultural
diversity: theoretical and empirical contexts

Fylyk Oleh Zenovijovich The proposed article emphasizes the diversity of approaches to managing socio-cultural
diversity and integration in contemporary political theory and practice. All these approaches
are situated on a continuum from maximum homogeneity (or monoculturality) to maximum
diversity (or multiculturality). In this context, the study examines the fundamental approaches
to managing socio-cultural diversity and the possibility of their combination or juxtaposition,
taking into account theoretical and practical contexts. The research is conducted using
various interdisciplinary methods and specific methods of political science, including
comparative analysis, systemic analysis, observation, analysis of public policy and socio-
political discourse analysis, etc. In turn, the article methodologically combines historical,
institutional, normative-value, social constructivist, behavioral and sociological approaches.
Taking this into consideration, the research analyzes the genesis, contemporary relevance
and various existing methods of managing socio-cultural diversity, the integration of minorities
and multiculturality at theoretical and practical levels, using examples from various
countries worldwide. As a result, significant theoretical and practical divergences in national
approaches to managing social and cultural diversity are identified, which can be conditionally
categorized as assimilationism, multiculturalism, cosmopolitanism and individualistic
integration (or integrationism). It is important to note that these approaches are not
absolute and indisputable, although they increasingly consider less formal and normative
aspects of citizenship and integration. Furthermore, it is determined that many approaches
to managing socio-cultural diversity are currently characterized by increasing «rigidity».
However, the article highlights the need for further development of the theory to better studly,
encompass and structure various forms of managing socio-cultural diversity worldwide and in
separate countries.
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
