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ABSTRACT

Introduction. This study is devoted to the urgent problem of developing soft skills
in students. In particular, the issue of developing social interaction skills as an
important component of the competitiveness of future professionals is considered.
The connection between interpersonal interaction and soft skills in students

is determined by the growing requirements for creating a competitive specialist in the
modern labor market. Employers place demands not only on professional knowledge
and hard skills, but also on a wide range of social and behavioral qualities. This
spectrum includes communication skills, creativity, leadership, emotional intelligence,
and stress resistance, which are classified as soft skills.

However, the issue of developing these skills in students, especially those who receive
pedagogical education, has not been fully explored. Therefore, the study of the
content and features of such an important aspect as the culture of social interaction
in connection with soft skills is very relevant. Its results will allow us to identify ways
to improve the professional training of future specialists in order to increase their
competitiveness in the labor market.

Objective. To study the level of development of social interaction as a component of
soft skills in students and to identify the factors influencing it.

Materials & Methods. The empirical basis of the study is based on the results of a
survey of students from several universities. The author’s questionnaire was used to
assess the level of communicative competence of the respondents. The data were
processed using the methods of mathematical statistics: frequency, correlation and
regression analysis. The sample population is representative in terms of gender and
age characteristics, and includes 300 students of humanities and technical specialties
in the 3-5th years of study.

Results. The results of the study revealed an average level of development of
communicative competence in 47.0% of the surveyed students. A positive correlation
was found between the assessment of their own soft skills and the success of the
respondents’ studies.

Conclusions. Based on the theoretical analysis and empirical research, it is concluded
that it is necessary to develop social interaction as a key component of soft skills in
higher education students.
