THE INFLUENCE OF THE FIRST FOUR PRESIDENTS OF UKRAINE 

ON THE AXIOSPHERE OF UKRAINIAN CULTURE 

 

This is the first truly Ukrainian president, as Ivan Drach once said about Viktor 

Yushchenko. Of course, all presidents have defended the interests of the Ukrainian 

people, culture, or history to one degree or another. Leonid Kravchuk once received 

the title of the father of independence from the people. He was the one who insisted 

on the need to oppose the system, supported the People's Movement of Ukraine, and 

even wanted to cooperate with it to build a strong and independent Ukraine. 

However, Kravchuk found himself in a very difficult situation when the country, 

which had been successfully developing for decades, being economically tied to other 

countries of the Soviet Union, began to fall apart after its collapse. Entire spheres of 

the country's life were threatened, and as practice shows, in difficult economic 

situations, people are not concerned with patriotism, preferring generally accepted 

social benefits. That is why L. Kravchuk did not go down in history as a patriotic 

president, but as a president who gained independence and preserved Ukraine in its 

full territorial composition on his own. 

The next was Leonid Kuchma, who, despite the unfortunate end of his 

presidential term, made Ukraine stronger than ever. The Constitution, the state 

currency, a combat-ready army, and a developed social policy are just the tip of the 

iceberg of his activities. It was under Kuchma that the principle “Ukraine is not 

Russia” was introduced, which the second president of independent Ukraine 

described in detail in his book of the same name, published in 2001. Kuchma worked 

closely with representatives of the Ukrainian intelligentsia, supported various civic 

and patriotic organizations, including the Congress of Ukrainian Intellectuals, whose 

main goal was to unite Ukrainians around the idea of building a strong and 

prosperous country. It was Kuchma who was not afraid to send troops against Russia 

when they tried to start building an illegal Crimean bridge near the Kerch ferry [1].  

But as noted earlier, the end of Kuchma's presidential term was completely 

inglorious, as he used all his administrative resources to help Yushchenko's opponent, 

Viktor Yanukovych, and thanks to fraud, he won the election, which in turn led to the 

“Orange Revolution”.  

Having won the presidency, V. Andriyovych became a symbol of 

Ukrainianness, an example to follow. He is neat, balanced, intelligent, hardworking, 
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in favor of a healthy lifestyle, and a patriot. Thanks to Viktor Andriyovych, being a 

patriot has become fashionable, and it's not about nationalists or cheering patriotic 

radicals, no, it's about the cultural component of Ukrainianness. People began to love 

their country, their land, their faith, became interested in their own history, proud of 

their age-old traditions, and most importantly, began to use their native language 

more often, as statistics show: the level of Ukrainian-speaking population increased 

significantly during Viktor Yushchenko's term, while the number of Russian-

speaking people, on the contrary, decreased [2].  The Ukrainian language gradually 

began to displace the Russian “language” from the TV and radio broadcasts.  

At the legislative level, under Yushchenko, Ukrainian retained the status of the 

only state language, which cannot be said about the political activities of his 

successor, when the Kolisnychenko-Kivalov law on languages was adopted, which 

granted national minorities the right to use their languages on an equal footing with 

the state Ukrainian, which led to total discrimination against the Ukrainian-speaking 

population in a large part of Ukraine's regions [3]. 

Viktor Andriyovych Yushchenko, like no one else, understood the need to 

develop and improve his own state history. It was thanks to the third president of 

independent Ukraine that the direction of patriotic use of historical moments to 

educate young people in an ideologically right direction. The primary focus was on 

the glorious traditions of the Cossack era. And especially the period of the 

Hetmanate. Unfortunately, not all of the information about the famous Ukrainian 

Cossacks disseminated by Viktor Yushchenko's team is reliable. Most of it is 

propaganda of their own history with a subjective view of objective things. In 

addition to the period of the Hetmanate, Viktor Yushchenko managed to create the 

Ukrainian Institute of National Memory. The latter, in turn, made significant 

adjustments to the state policy of developing Ukrainian history. 

Conclusions: Thus, the activities of the first four presidents of independent 

Ukraine reviewed in this article show that only Viktor Yushchenko was the first 

president to go down in history as a patriotic president who tried his best to 

popularize the Ukrainian language culture and made every effort to develop national 

Ukrainian history in the axiosphere of national patriotism. 
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
