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PROFESSIONALLY ORIENTED POTENTIAL OF THE EDUCATIONAL
ENVIRONMENT OF A PEDAGOGICAL UNIVERSITY
Relevance of the problem. The relevance of the problem of forming a
professionally oriented educational environment of a pedagogical university lies in
the need to ensure quality training of future teachers who are able to work effectively
in the modern education system. The formation of a professionally oriented
educational environment of a pedagogical university allows training specialists who
meet the requirements of modern education, have a high level of professional
competence and are capable of self-realisation in their professional activities.
Analysis of the latest research and publications. The formation of
professionally oriented potential of the pedagogical university environment is an
important issue that attracts the attention of researchers in the field of pedagogy
(V.Andrushchenko, 1.Bekh, A.Bogush, M.Vashulenko, R.Hurevych, V.Luhovyi,
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N.Nychkalo, S.Nikolaienko, S.Sysoieva and others). In today's context of education
reform and the introduction of new teaching technologies, this issue is of particular
relevance [1]. Recent studies point to the importance of creating an educational
environment that promotes the development of future teachers' professional
competences. In particular, researchers point out that the educational environment
should be comprehensive and include not only theoretical training, but also
opportunities for practical application of knowledge [3]. Studies point to the need to
create an inclusive, dynamic and technologically equipped educational environment
that would help future teachers develop both professional skills and personal
qualities.

The purpose of the article. The purpose of the article is to analyse the
peculiarities of forming the professionally oriented potential of the educational
environment of a pedagogical university.

Summary of the main material. The educational environment of a
pedagogical university is a set of conditions, resources, interactions and influences
that contribute to the development of students, the formation of their professional
competences and personal qualities. It includes material, social, cultural and
intellectual components that ensure the process of education, upbringing and
professional training of future teachers. The main components of the educational
environment of a pedagogical university include: academic environment; material
and technical environment; social environment; professional environment.

Academic environment: curricula — the basis of student training, which
includes modern knowledge, pedagogical methods and approaches; teaching staff —
professionals who not only impart knowledge but also form values and pedagogical
guidelines; research activities — involvement of students in research, which promotes
the development of critical thinking and creative approach to solving pedagogical
problems.

Material and technical environment: classrooms and laboratories — places
where the educational process takes place; information and communication

technologies — access to modern digital resources, distance learning platforms,
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Interactive teaching methods; libraries and information centres — providing access to
scientific sources, textbooks and research.

Social environment: interaction between students and teachers — creating an
atmosphere of cooperation, mutual assistance and support; educational activities —
participation in student organisations, cultural and social projects that promote the
development of leadership, communication skills and civic awareness.

Professional environment: practical training — students undertake pedagogical
practice in educational institutions where they can apply their knowledge in practice;
links with employers — cooperation with educational institutions to ensure real
practical training and employment of graduates.

Cultural environment: moral, ethical and value orientations — formation of
pedagogical ideas such as respect for children, tolerance, responsibility and
empathy; cultural and educational events — participation in conferences, seminars,
trainings that broaden students' outlook and improve their professional training.

The educational environment of a pedagogical university is a multifaceted
system aimed at training professionally competent, motivated and morally mature
teachers who are ready for the challenges of modern education. The formation of a
professionally oriented environment enables students to develop their professional
competences through the integration of theoretical knowledge with practice, as well
as through active cooperation with employers, internships and training. An
Important aspect is the introduction of innovative approaches to teaching and the use
of digital technologies, which ensures the training of teachers capable of working in
the face of rapid changes in the education sector.

The professionally oriented potential of the educational environment of a
pedagogical university is a set of resources, conditions and opportunities that
contribute to the formation of students' necessary professional knowledge, skills and
personal qualities that meet the requirements of the teaching profession. The
professional-oriented potential of the educational environment of a pedagogical
university reflects the ability of the educational environment to influence the

professional development of future teachers, helping them to adapt to the challenges
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of modern education, integrate theory and practice, and develop the necessary
competencies for successful teaching. The professional-oriented potential of the
educational environment of a pedagogical university is a key element in the training
of future teachers, which ensures the comprehensive development of their
professional skills, values and personal qualities necessary for a successful teaching
career.

The main components of the professionally oriented educational environment
of a pedagogical university are: educational component; practice-oriented
component; professional socialisation; motivational component; digital and
innovative component; cultural and educational component.

The educational component of the professionally oriented educational
environment of a pedagogical university includes the compliance of curricula with
modern requirements of pedagogical activity, coverage of theoretical and practical
components of training, introduction of innovative pedagogical technologies,
interactive teaching methods that contribute to the improvement of professional
skills. The resource base of a pedagogical university is very important, including
access to modern teaching materials, libraries, digital platforms that support
professional development, the possibility of using interactive technologies and tools
that contribute to the development of pedagogical skills (interactive whiteboards,
video conferencing, virtual learning environments).

The practice-oriented component of the professionally oriented educational
environment of a pedagogical university is provided through pedagogical practice,
which creates conditions for applying theoretical knowledge in practice, allowing
students to develop professional skills in real conditions; cooperation with
educational institutions, which gives students the opportunity to immerse themselves
in professional activities while studying; organisation of internships and practices in
educational institutions, which allows future teachers to adapt to the realities of the
profession.

Professional socialisation as a component of the professionally oriented

educational environment of a pedagogical university includes the formation of
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professional identity and responsibility for teaching, development of communication
skills, cooperation and interaction with children, colleagues and parents, creation of
an atmosphere of professional interaction between students and teachers, where
experience is exchanged and knowledge is deepened.

The motivational component of the professionally oriented educational
environment of a pedagogical university is ensured through the formation of positive
motivation for pedagogical activity through the influence of the educational
environment, curricula, as well as socially active and creative activities; education
of professional values such as responsibility, empathy, tolerance, readiness for
continuous professional self-development.

The digital and innovative component of the professionally oriented
educational environment of a pedagogical university includes: the use of information
and communication technologies to develop digital competencies required by a
modern teacher; integration of innovative educational approaches and methods to
prepare teachers ready to work in the context of changing educational standards and
technologies.

The cultural and educational component of the professionally oriented
educational environment of a pedagogical university includes: focus on the
formation of moral and ethical qualities and professional ethics, which is an integral
part of the profession of a teacher; involvement of students in educational, scientific
and cultural activities that contribute to the broadening of the worldview and the
formation of a fully developed personality.

The development of students' pedagogical competences, such as
methodological literacy, pedagogical management, use of technologies in the
educational process, development of effective communication skills, conflict
resolution, adaptation to various educational contexts should be a part of the
professionally oriented potential of the educational environment of a pedagogical
university.

Conclusions. The professionally oriented potential of the educational

environment of a pedagogical university is a set of opportunities, conditions and
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resources of the educational environment that contribute to the formation and
development of professional competences, skills and personal qualities of future
teachers. The professional-oriented potential of the educational environment of a
pedagogical university determines how effectively the educational environment
contributes to the preparation of students to perform their professional functions in
educational institutions. The professionally oriented potential of the educational
environment reflects the ability of the university to create conditions that allow
students not only to acquire knowledge, but also to develop skills and personal
qualities necessary for successful pedagogical activity.
