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In modern democratic societies, expanding public participation in the
management of local affairs is a key factor in increasing the legitimacy of government
and the effectiveness of public administration. Digital platforms are becoming a
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commercial tool of political communication, ensuring interactivity, efficiency and
accessibility of interaction between citizens and local government bodies. In the
context of decentralization reforms in Ukraine, the active implementation of digital
mechanisms of participation in promoting the development of e-democracy, increasing
public control and forming new formats of public governance. At the same time,
foreign risks of the digital divide, insufficient inclusiveness of technological solutions
and cybersecurity threats, which require systematic scientific understanding. The
question arises of analyzing the possibilities and opportunities for using digital
platforms in local government, as well as outlining the prospects for the development
of digital democracy in Ukraine and European countries.

Digital platforms for public participation in local self-government play an
important role in forming effective mechanisms of communication between citizens
and authorities, increasing transparency of management processes and providing
opportunities for public participation in decisions made [1]. In modern political
practice, such platforms can be classified by functional purpose, which allows us to
outline their capabilities in more detail, specify their use and impact on the
development of local democracy.

The first category includes electronic petition platforms that create conditions for
initiating public proposals and their consideration by state or local government bodies.
In Ukraine, one of the key examples is an electronic petition on the official web portal
of the President of Ukraine, which allows citizens to influence the formation of the
current government. Similar mechanisms of action exist at the local level, where
municipal electronic petition platforms are used to address issues of public order, social
infrastructure, and urban development.

The second important category is public budget platforms, which are aimed at
involving citizens in the distribution of part of the community’s budget funds by voting
for socially significant projects. In Ukraine, this mechanism is actively used in large
cities such as Kyiv, Lviv, Dnipro, where relevant online platforms operate, allowing
residents to propose and support projects aimed at improving urban infrastructure,
ecology, education and culture.

The third group establishes e-voting platforms that are used for making decisions
related to local self-government. They can claim to vote on the distribution of local
resources, elect representatives of public organizations to advisory bodies to



government bodies, or support e-democracy initiatives. The use of such a platform
contributes to expanding the practice of electronic citizen participation and increasing
the level of inclusiveness of the decision-making process [3].

A separate segment of digital tools is formed by interactive open data portals that
provide access to official information about the activities of local authorities. In
Ukraine, key examples of such platforms are the “Single Open Data Web Portal” and
“Prozora Rady”, which give citizens the opportunity to analyze budget expenditures,
make decisions of local councils and monitor the activities of officials. Open data
successfully plays an important role in preventing corruption and promoting greater
public involvement in monitoring the effectiveness of management decisions.

Thus, digital platforms for public participation form a multi-level system of e-
governance, which increases trust in government, expands the possibilities of citizens’
influence on local political processes and the development of the concept of digital
democracy. However, further improvement of these mechanisms requires addressing
the problem of digital inequality, information security and increasing the level of
digital competence of the population.

European practices of using digital platforms to engage citizens in local
government have demonstrated significant potential in increasing government
transparency and stimulating active citizen participation in the political process. Many
European countries have already successfully implemented innovative mechanisms
that allow citizens to influence at the local level through digital platforms.

Estonia, one of the leaders in the field of digital technologies, operates an e-
Participation system, which includes electronic voting, electronic petitions and citizen
participation in policy development. This system allows citizens not only to participate
in general elections, but also to actively shape local policies through electronic
platforms, which makes it possible to respond quickly to the needs and demands of
society. Also, in 2005, Estonia was the first in the world to organize electronic voting
in parliamentary elections, which was a step towards the

In Poland, the practice of public budgets is successfully implemented through
the “Participatory Budget” platform, which allows citizens to submit their proposals
and vote for financing various local projects. Online voting allows each resident to be
more actively involved in the decision-making process, which has a direct impact on
improving social infrastructure and the distribution of local resources. The platform



also ensures transparency of the decision-making process, after all stages — from
submitting ideas to voting — are open to the public.

In Sweden, the Decidim platform operates, which allows city residents to
participate in the development of municipal strategies, planning and implementation of
projects related to local development. The tool is actively used for interaction between
local governments and citizens, promoting greater citizen involvement in decision-
making, which has a direct impact on improving the quality of life in cities [3].

Despite positive trends, there are problems and challenges that hinder the
development of digital democracy in Ukraine:

— digital divide: not all segments of the population have equal access to digital tools;

— insufficient level of digital literacy: citizens are not always aware of the possibilities
of electronic participation;

— security risks: cyberattacks and data manipulation risks;

— Implementation issues: not all decisions made through digital platforms are enforced
by authorities.

The prospects for the development of digital platforms in Ukraine include the
expansion of e-governance, improvement of citizen participation mechanisms, and
integration into pan-European initiatives [2].

Thus, digital platforms are a tool for the modernization of local self-
government, contribute to the transparency of management decisions and expand the
possibilities of civic influence. Ukrainian experience in developing digital mechanisms
for public participation shows significant potential, but their effective functioning will
require further reforms, increased digital literacy, and adaptation of best European
practices. (date of application: 17.02.2025).
