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TRANSBORDER COOPERATION AS AN INSTRUMENT OF 

UKRAINE’S EUROPEAN INTEGRATION: THE INSTITUTIONAL AND 

COMMUNICATIVE DIMENSION 

 

Ukraine’s European integration course, especially after obtaining the status of a 

candidate for EU membership in 2022, has actualized cross-border cooperation as one 

of the basic instruments for approaching European governance standards. This 

concerns a form of “practical integration” implemented at the regional and local self-

government levels [2]. In wartime conditions, cross-border cooperation acquires an 

additional dimension – security and humanitarian – transforming into a channel of 

resilience for border regions and a mechanism for Ukraine’s integration into the 

political and institutional space of the EU. 

The institutional architecture of Ukraine’s cross-border cooperation is based on 

the EU programmes ENI CBC and Interreg NEXT, which finance joint projects in the 

fields of infrastructure, ecology, healthcare, and regional development [3]. An 

important principle is multilevel governance, which presupposes interaction between 
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the EU, national governments, and regional administrations. Ukraine participates in 

several key cross-border programmes: Poland–Ukraine; Romania–Ukraine; Hungary–

Slovakia–Romania–Ukraine. 

Cross-border cooperation is an “infrastructure of European integration” because 

it enables Ukraine to implement European governance standards at the regional level 

without formal membership. The OECD emphasizes that such mechanisms contribute 

to institutional convergence, the development of local self-government, and integration 

into European political networks. 

The communicative component of cross-border cooperation includes 

intergovernmental coordination, project communication, public diplomacy, and 

interaction between communities and regions. The effectiveness of cooperation 

depends on the consistency of administrative procedures, terminology, and digital 

communication platforms, which is critically important in Interreg programmes [1]. 

The most developed direction is cooperation between Ukraine and Poland, 

especially between Lviv Oblast and the Podkarpackie Voivodeship. Within the 

framework of the Interreg NEXT programme, projects are being implemented in the 

modernization of border checkpoints, development of transport infrastructure, and joint 

medical and humanitarian initiatives. After 2022, the Polish-Ukrainian border 

effectively became one of the key humanitarian corridors of the EU for Ukraine, 

through which the evacuation of the population and the supply of aid were carried out 

[2]. Of particular importance was the development of the “Lviv–Przemyśl” logistics 

hub, which functions as a transit hub between Ukraine and the EU. 

Zakarpattia Oblast actively cooperates with Eastern Slovakia within the 

framework of cross-border development programmes. The main directions include 

modernization of border infrastructure, development of railway connections, energy 

projects, and diversification of supplies. After 2022, Slovakia became one of Ukraine’s 

key partners in issues of energy stability and resource transit, which strengthens the 

strategic nature of cooperation [3]. 

Odesa Oblast and the southern regions of Ukraine actively interact with Romania 

within the framework of the EU Strategy for the Danube Region. The key directions 

include environmental monitoring of the Danube, development of port infrastructure, 

and joint environmental protection projects. After the blockage of part of the Black Sea 

logistics routes in 2022–2023, Ukraine’s Danube ports became critically important for 

exports, which significantly increased the role of the Romanian direction of 

cooperation [2]. 

The full-scale war became a factor in the intensification of cross-border 

processes: increased EU funding, expansion of humanitarian programmes, and 

activation of regional partnerships. At the same time, the war created challenges: 
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security risks, destruction of infrastructure, and uneven development of border regions. 

The further development of Ukraine’s cross-border cooperation is connected with 

integration into the EU cohesion policy, strengthening the role of regions in European 

integration, digitalization of cross-border project management, and expansion of 

macro-regional strategies (Danube and Carpathian). 

Therefore, cross-border cooperation is a key practical instrument of Ukraine’s 

European integration. It combines institutional and communicative dimensions, 

ensuring gradual integration into the European administrative and economic space. 

Empirical cases (Poland, Slovakia, Romania) demonstrate that the regional level has 

become a critically important platform for implementing the European integration 

course under wartime conditions.

КОНЦЕНТРАЦІЯ КАПІТАЛУ ТА СТРУКТУРА ПОПИТУ ЯК 

ФАКТОРИ РОЗВИТКУ ІНДУСТРІЇ ГОСТИННОСТІ 

 

У міжнародній економіці концентрація капіталу визначають декілька 

показників, зокрема інвестиційна активність та характер споживчого попиту
