TEACHING LISTENING COMPREHENSION TO CADETS OF THE
MILITARY ACADEMY

Listening competence is a critical component of professional communication in
military contexts, ensuring accurate understanding of commands, briefings, and
international cooperation.

Authentic materials (radio communications, NATO briefings, real-life military
dialogues) should be integrated into training to simulate real operational environments.

Listening is probably the most important of the four skills: it’s the starting point
for learning any living language, and most people spend more time listening —
including listening during conversation —than they do speaking, reading or writing.

In classroom listening exercises, it's important to tell cadets in advance about the
topic and context of the text, and to give a task, so that they are prepared for what they
are going to hear, and know what they have to listen out for.

The most common Listening activities which cadets do are: Gap-Fill activities,
Multiple Choice Comprehension, True/False Statements, Matching.

Just asking cadets to “listen and understand” is a bad idea. It's quite frustrating
and uncomfortable to try to understand something without any previous idea of its
context and what it's going to be about. The listener has to try to work out who is
talking and in what situation, as well as trying to grasp the meanings, with no advance
clue. This is a complex set of tasks which we almost never face in real life. Think of
any situation where you had to listen and understand recently: in most cases you will
have known in advance who would be talking, what the situation was and the sort of
things you were likely to hear. Even in a phone conversation, the speakers normally
identify themselves and the caller says why they are calling before starting the
conversation. So on both counts — making understanding easier for the cadet, and
preparation for real-listening situations — it makes sense to provide this information
before cadets start listening.

Similarly, we normally have a purpose in understanding what the speaker is
saying (again, think of a listening situation you've encountered recently). In the
classroom, this purpose is supplied by the listening task. So don’t tell cadets to listen
and then afterwards face them with comprehension questions: give the comprehension
task in advance. If they are questions, then give cadets time to read these before
listening (and sometimes it's a nice idea to encourage them to guess what the answers
are going to be — they can always correct themselves later). There are a number of
other kinds of comprehension tasks that can also be given in advance: Make notes
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on..., Find out..., Fill in as much as you can of the table... .

Listening is essential, as cadets take the STANAG 6001 exam and will use English
in their daily professional activities in the future. Current challenges show that military
equipment is supplied from abroad, particularly from EU countries and the United
States, so future officers will encounter manuals, instructions, and briefings in English.
As English has become a global language, it is used in all spheres of life in any modern,
developed society.
