psychological peculiarilies of overcoming communicalive barriers of
Jforeign students in the studying process and with the description of reasons
of their emergence and ways of overcoming them.

The analysis of theorelical and methodological approaches lo the
problem of communicalive barriers in the studying process is submitled;
attributes and factors of emergence of communicative barriers in the given
process is revealed.

Features of communicalive barriers and reasons of their emerging are
investigated among foreign students of South Ukrainian national
pedagogical university named after K. D. Ushynsky with the help of the
test “ Language barriers”. As a resull we proved thal the main
communicalive barriers of foreign studenls in the process of sludying are
associated with the skills of being sociable and also with the process of
understanding national traditions and stereotypes of foreigners.

Psycho-pedagogical conditions of overcoming and prevenling
communicalive barriers by foreign students in the process of lheir studying
are identified (increase of educational motivation, mastering of
communication skills, creation of a favorable psychological climate in group ).

The program of collectlively-distribuled activily with elements of
psychological training, direcled on realization of overcoming
communicative barriers is worked out and tested as well.

With help of the quantitative analysis of the study results, their
accounling with a special program, their experimental verification, the
effecliveness and necessily of ils inclusion inlo the learning process as a
mean of overcoming communicalive barriers and, on this base, increasing
the qualily of students’ foreign languages mastering and their personal
development is proved.

The main principles of overcoming communicalive barriers of foreign
students in the studying process are the following: improving foreign
language speaking skills and knowledge of foreigners’ national traditions
and slereolypes of behavior.

DIFFERENTIAL APPROACH TO STUDYING RESPONSIBILITY AS A
PERSONALITY TRAIT

Nowadays many scienlisls face wilh the crisis of personal
responsibility, when individual responsibility is washed out, a man
becomes part of general activity, and nothing depends on him. In this
conneclion a man loses a free agency, possibility lto choose and
independentlly convert the plans inlo life. Bul responsibilily that arose up
as the social phenomenon is a powerful characteristic of behavioral
adjusting. In addition, responsibility is always connected with social
changes, thal is why the essence of responsibilily always changes in
everybody’ s life.

Responsibility is a special form of personality self-regulation that is
expressed in realization of carried out acts and their consequences and
in realization and control of the abilily lo be a reason of changes (or a
counleraclion lo changes) in the world and in one’s own life.

We consider that personality description contains three basic indexes:

1. Disciplinary responsibility, which is understood as an executive
component, responsibilily al the level of discipline, when subject:

a) operales in accordance with the sel rules and norms;

0) is sensible to external control;

6) after commilment of a deed rarely shows independence and
initiative.

2. Responsibility for oneself, when a subject lreals carefully lo every
deed, understanding their necessity, even when external controlis absent.
But, taking into consideration specifics of communicativeness, propensity
lo the empathy experiencing gives an advanlage lo independent
accomplishmenl of deeds, bul nol necessily of their implementalion.

3. Responsibility for others, when a subject is capable to undertake
responsibilily for actions of other people, can estimale them, organize,
often lries lo find a general point of view, not laking inlo account his own
one.

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DIFFERENTIAL APPROACH TO STUDYING RESPONSIBILITY AS
A PERSONALITY TRAIT

Nowadays many scientists face with the crisis of personal
responsibility, when individual responsibility is washed out, a man
becomes part of general aclivity, and nothing depends on him. In this
connection a man loses a free agency, possibility to choose and
independently convert the plans into life. But responsibility that arose up
as the social phenomenon is a powerful characleristic of behavioral
adjusting. In addition, responsibilily is always connecled with social
changes, thal is why the essence of responsibility always changes in
everybody’s life.

Responsibility is a special form of personality self-regulation that is
expressed in realizalion of carried oul acls and their consequences and
in realization and control of the abilily lo be a reason of changes (or a
counleraction to changes) in the world and in one’ s own life.

We consider that personality description contains three basic indexes:

1. Disciplinary responsibility, which is understood as an executive
component, responsibility at the level of discipline, when subject:

a) operates in accordance with the set rules and norms;

0) is sensible lo extlernal control;

6) after commilment of a deed rarely shows independence and
initialive.

2. Responsibility for oneself, when a subject treats carefully to every
deed, understanding their necessity, even when external controlis absent.
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But, taking into consideration specifics of communicativeness, propensity
to the empathy experiencing gives an advantage to independent
accomplishment of deeds, bul not necessity of their implementalion.

3. Responsibility for others, when a subject is capable to undertake
responsibilily for actions of other people, can estimate them, organize,
often tries to find a general point of view, not taking into account his own
one.

DIFFERENTIATION OF METRICS OF TIME IN INDIVIDUAL’S
MEMORY BY METHOD OF MINIMAL CHANGES

The classic method <minimal changes» thal assumes lhe choice of
standard stimulus among the continuum of other stimuli was fixed in basis
of our experimenl. By means of this method the estimalion of indexes of
melrics of lime differentiation is investigated. Thus, the investigaled were
characterized by the understated interval of vagueness. The self mean value
of interval of vaguenesswas 91,050 ms. Itis necessary to note, that standard
devialion of the lop point is characterized by a bigger level than standard
deviation of the bottom point. It specifies that the top limit of interval of
vagueness is in a grealer degree suitable to the vibrations of the lower one.
In other words, lhe level of the lop poinl of sample is less homogeneous
than a lower one. Moreover, allocation of top points specifies the substantial
right-side asymmelry and expressed excess, while allocation of bollom
poinls is characlerized by great closeness lo normal location: there is a
small right-side asymmetry and less expressed excess. Thus, it also
confirms that the top limit of interval of vagueness is less persistent than a
bottom limit. Analogical data are obtained by calculation and comparison
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
