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DIFFERENTIATION OF METRICS OF TIME IN INDIVIDUAL’ S
MEMORY BY METHOD OF MINIMAL CHANGES

The classic method <minimal changes» that assumes the choice of
standard stimulus among the conlinuum of other stimuli was fixed in basis
of our experiment. By means of this method the estimation of indexes of
melrics of time differentiation is investigated. Thus, the investigated were
characlerized by the underslaled inlerval of vagueness. The self mean value
of interval of vaguenesswas 91,050 ms. Itis necessary to note, that standard
deviation of the top point is characterized by a bigger level than standard
devialion of the bollom point. 1l specifies thal the lop limil of interval of
vagueness is in a grealter degree suitable lo the vibralions of the lower one.
In other words, the level of the top point of sample is less homogeneous
than a lower one. Moreover, allocation of lop poinls specifies the substantial
right-side asymmelry and expressed excess, while allocation of bottom
points is characterized by great closeness to normal location: there is a
small right-side asymmelry and less expressed excess. Thus, il also
confirms that the top limit of interval of vagueness is less persistent than a
bottom limil. Analogical data are obtlained by calculation and comparison
of coefficients of the top and bottom points (6,4% and 5,5% accordingly ).
Thus, while exploring differentiation of meltrics of time in individual’ s
memory the method of minimum changes which helps to estimate a
standard time interval was applied to the investigated people. Summing
up the obtained data, it should be noted that by the investigational selection
the top limit of interval of vagueness is less stable than the bottom one.

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Abstract. The article analysis results of the empiric research <«self-
concepls of individuals with a homosexual and helerosexual orientation
in youth age.

Self-concept is examined as a complex of all views of an individual
about himself and their estimation as well. Self-concept is formed in
Juvenile and youth age, because self-knowledge, researches and self-
delerminations are most actual in this period.

Often homosexual orienlation is condemned (sligmalized) in sociely.
According to E. Goffman, social stigmatization is a type of relations
between disgraceful social features and public stereotypes. It creates
inability to normal social life, deprives an opportunity to be honored.
Stigmalization can result in discriminalion, which limits rights of an
individual.

As a rule a personalily of homosexuals is formed in homophobic
society. It causes integration of stigmatization of sex appeal in their self-
concept.

We consider thal integralion of stigmaltization of sex appeal in self-
concepl of homosexual youths is often carried out on three levels: 1) real
I (the non-acceptance of own sexual orientation), 2) social I (the
expeclalion of conviclion because of a sexual orienlalion), 3) ideal I (the
desire lo salisfy helerosexual standards of behavior).

We used the «Personality questionnaire» by A.T. Dzhersayld for the
analysis of young homosexuals’ and helerosexuals’ features and trails.
We investigated internal emotional states which form self-concept and
their influence on relationship with other people.

We analyzed research results and concluded that the expectation of
conviction, loneliness, pessimistic perception of own future and
dissalisfaction by oneself characterizes a personality of homosexual
youlh.

We assume that the absence of integration of sexual “1” into the
personality structure forms a stigmatized self-concept of homosexuals.
