As a result of
successful course of this process, students’ strong desire to perform their
professional funclions, the knowledge of methods of organizalion, the
complex skills of pedagogical aclivily, as well as the ability lo adequate
self-esteem are formed. The role of teaching practice in forming the
personality of future teachers and in the process of adaptation to
professional activily is disclosed. A pedagogical practice determines
necessily lo reveal main pedagogically controlled faclors of adaplalion,
especially at its initial stage, inlerpreling them from the point of view of
professional-pedagogical conditions in which this process takes place.
