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MODERN APPROACHES TO THE ORGANIZATION OF RESEARCH
ACTIVITY OF FUTURE TEACHERS-PHILOLOGISTS IN HIGHER

The study of the research activities of students in Western Europe shows
that there is a process of combining leaching and researching. The
investigation of the works of the fulure teacher’s training in the UK
indicates that the major forms are business and role plays, written worlk
in the form of essays. The lulor manages the research aclivilies of students.
In Germany the leading purposes of research activity is to teach students
lo analyze scienlific informaltion, as well as one’s own and colleclive
research work to obtain new objective results. The teacher’s training in
France involves learning based on theory and practice. During the research
aclivilies fulure leachers-philologisls conslilule a necessary resource
(select scientific sources, put them in a catalog), show the social
importance of the work, participate in colloquia, seminars, meetings of
various types, and publish the results in the form of abstracts, articles,
video presenlalions. The organizalion of research aclivilies of fulure
teachers of philology in Spain involves their inclusion in the broader
context of social and educational work, such as research into the problems
of civic educalion, conflict management, promolion of democralic ideals
and so on. The special allention in the process of training future philologists
is drawn to the study of means to oplimize the leaching of native and
Sforeign languages, 1o facilitate dialogue between cultures, education of
tolerance, solidarity, understanding, and respect for cultural differences.

differentiation of knowledge and skills to resolve didactics tasks of art
and aesthetic education aimed at student-oriented artistic culture
Jormation and development of students’ abililies for conscious cognilive,
arlistic and creative self-actualization.

The term “ atlitude” is more broadly considered by the researchers
within the scientific school of B.Doronov in psychological science, this
aspect has been studied systematically by K.Izard, although the most
productive is recognized the theory of relationships of psychologist V.M.
Yasyschev.

In conclusion the author presented a working version of the definition
“artistic and aesthelic altitude towards the environment” . It is a system
of views about the aesthetics in reality, about the nature and laws of
aesthetic consciousness, cognition and aesthelic human activities, the
science of general laws of arl development.
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
