Abstracl. The problem of the autonomous learning nowadays is one
of the most significant in education.

The analyses of the latest publications show us, that there is no singular
interpretation of the term “ principles of studying” today because they
like the interpretation of the term by itself are not fully studied. In our
research we use the inlerprelalion of the lerm laken from U. Pelrovsky’s
studies, where he explains the lerm <«principles of studying”. She
interprelts the term as «... assumptions, which determine the requirements
Jorthe learning process as a whole and ils components: goals, objectives,
methods, tools, organizational forms, the process of studying [2 [».

According to the student’ s autonomous learning the following types of
principles can be named: didactic and methodological principles. The
principle of activily includes the impact on the molivalional sphere through
the use of appropriale lechnologies and develop the abilily lo delermine
the aspirations and development activities of students. The principle of
creativity allows forindependent transfer of knowledge, skills and abilities
in the new context. The principle of autonomy involves the use of didactic
and methodological lechniques and helps lo form a mechanism of self-
organization of the students of technical specialties. The principle of
authenticity teaching materials involves the use of authentic texts from a
variety of topics.

METHOD OF EXERCISES IN THE TEACHING ENGLISH READING BY

The paper analyzes the methods of teaching English reading students
of lechnical speciallies, in particular lypes of exercises thal are offered al
pre-tekst, text and post-tekst level of teaching.

The purpose of post-
reading lasks is lo check the reading comprehension, the compleleness
degree of reading skills and usage of information received in their future
careers. It was characterized the basic principles of exersices for teaching
English reading students of lechnical speciallies. Il was analyzed the main
requirements of students’ to this area of knowledge. It s the abilily o read
authentic texts of different character and type, while understanding the
basic meaning of the text, finding relevant information. It was defined the
teacher’ s role — to select exercises which should be not only fulfill the
learning objeclives but also lo generale inlerest in reading motivational text
and especially to learn English in general.

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METHOD OF EXERCISES IN THE TEACHING ENGLISH READING

BY STUDENTS OF TECHNICAL SPECIALTIES

Abstract. The system of higher education English as a subject is
revealed from differenl perspeclives: learning a foreign language as a
means of communication, as a component of professional development
and as a means of communication. It should be noted that the subject
needs more English requires knowledge and skills, as it consisls of many
componenls. Reading as one of the main aclivilies is a way lo generale
new data as open access to the global information network information
technology allows each person to enrich his own luggage expertise. It
should be noted that it is the ability to read and understand English read
is a crucial factor professional development.

Issues involved in the formation of the English language competence
such famous scientists as A. Bogush, V. Borschovetska, I. Kamensky,
Alexander Kirichenko elc., Including methods of leaching reading were
developed by Barabanova G. , A. Vetohov, A. Lytvynchuk, R. Martynova.

The article is to consider the types of exercises for teaching English
reading students of technical specialties.

The system provides the appropriale sequence of exercises - with
gradual complication of lasks, increasing of information volume,
aclivation of reserve capacity of the individual, using the group interactive
teaching methods.

The technique involves reading way analysis of reading text in active
practical use. Il includes pre-reading, while-reading and post-reading
stagies. However, this principle implies tekst even division of the process
for the purpose of professionally oriented reading (S. Folomkina):
Searching, viewing, study and learning reading.
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The purpose of pre-reading exercise is to avoid language difficulties
in reading text.

The purpose of while-reading exercise is to determine the extent of
Jormation of skills and abilities of the students, including consolidation of
lexical and grammalical forms for example those that are present in the text.

The purpose of post-reading exercise is to check the completeness of
reading comprehension, reading level of skills and use of informalion
received in their fulure careers.

According to curriculum requirements, studenls should read not
adapted authentic texts of different characteritype, while understanding
the basic meaning of the text, finding relevant information. The student
musl have the skills of reviewed, informalive and deep reading of original
scienlific and lechnical literalure in the specially; use with dictionaries
and standards; read and translate foreign text on professional topics.

Formulaling objectives of pre-text exercises in order to develop
vocabulary skills of foreign speech may have uncommunicative direclion,
as opposed lo text and post-lext exercises thal give the rise lo the proposed
text reading, interests and even intriguing readers. Doing while-reading
exercises, sludenls can focus on important informalion for yourself, lune
in lo some as posilive, negalive emolions and in ils perceplion, form a
personal assessment of reading. Assignment for post-reading exercises
should be formulated so as to motivate students to communicate, design
your own statement on the subject of reading.

Thus, the exercises which were selecled by leacher should nol only
Sulfill the learning objeclives but also to generate interest in reading
motivational text and especially to learn English in general. Moreover,
we should not forget that the selection of vocabulary for text tasks should
be carried oul on the basis of professional communicalive silualions in
which professional communication will occur.
