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THEORETICAL FOUNDATIONS OF STUDY OF STUDENTS’
PEDAGOGICAL NEGLECTION PROBLEM

The article is devoted to the examination of the “educational
neglection” phenomenon and to the research of some behavior features
by pedagogically neglected children. Some recommendations and
methods (such as pedagogical approach of M. Montessori) concerning
the correction work with pedagogically neglected children are
considered.

The purpose of the present study was to compare the numerous
diagnostics of educational neglection detection at various levels in schools
and universities and lo examine whether these methods can reveal the
integrily of the phenomenon, and not only the symptoms. The next task
was to set the disproportionate identification of certain social and
demographic groups, lo indicale the cullural bias thal proves thal the
diagnosis is somelimes based only on social or functional point of view.

It was determined that the studying process of CLD — groups is held
in solitary or limited environment, that affects the tolerance of cultural
differences and increases difficulties, which are caused by cultural and
linguistic diversily of sludenls.

Furthermore, we predicted that mastery goal structures are not efficient
for students with learning difficulties because these students may
misunderstand what happens in their classroom and seriously misinterprel
maslery goal struclures. The correclional approach of M. Monlessori as
the degree of humanistic paradigm realization in modern education is a
way to overcome a number of difficulties that are typical for higher
educaltion by introducing the principle of learning individualizalion.

Abstract. The article is devoted lo the problem of formation of fulure
teacher’s didactic culture. The essence of fulure teacher’s didactic
culture as a component of professional pedagogical cullure, ils conlent
and struclure are defined. A didactic cullure is an important professional
quality of a high school teacher. It determines the efficiency of his
educational aclivily and communicalion with students and assisls in
creation of new educalional values and lechnologies, development
of creative personal feature in didactic cooperation. The high school
teacher didactic culture is formed in the process of his professional and
pedagogical education by acquisition of knowledge from the theory of
educaling and educalional lechnologies, expedient for use in the high
school, methods of didactic management application, considering the
leading principles of education and pedagogical values: values-
aims, values-reasons, values-knowledge; technological values; values-
properties; values-relations. The didactic culture appropriates
personality’s self-determination, professional self-realization and
creative personal development of a high school teacher as an organizer of
educationally-cognilive environmenl. Il gives an opporlunily lo build
effective educational activily with students considering their real
educational abilities and optimizing present didactics terms. The high
school teacher’s didactic culture, being invariant description of his
personality, has the following characteristic features: personal
grounding for one’s aclions, self-realizalion on the basis of inner
professional molivation; selling aims according lo the author’ s model of
education; determining the elements of educational content common with
students; bringing of author’s elements in education content;
permanent control of one’s personal and professional behavior;
acceplance or rejection of one’s aclivily patlerns according lo one’s
pedagogical ideal; ability to carry on a dialogue and improve oneself
in the process of pedagogical inleraction.
