“Whilst the former may attempt to describe everything there is, the latter
is designed to be of help to teachers and students of the language who
need, as far, as possible, clear-digestible summaries” [4, 283].

Besides this, active and passive commands of the language are
distinguished and can be used lo differentiate belween lwo lypes of
pedagogic grammar which principles are described in the article: the
aclive pedagogic grammar and passive pedagogic grammar. The aclive
grammar is used for leaching studenls whal they are lo do when they
have to word their ideas in a certain socially coloured situation. There
can be active grammar of oral speech and active grammar of written
speech. The passive grammar is used lo teach students ways of identifying
grammalical struclures by their grammalical signals (endings, suffixes,
elc. ) in order lo understand the meaning of a speech ullerance either
orally or in written.

In our research both synthetic operations actualized in speech-
generaling mechanisms of Man while productive speech aclivily and
analytic operations aclualized while receptive speech aclivily are
described and shown in a special table. It graphically and clearly
demonslrales lo students the difference belween the two psycholinguistic
processes in question.

Besides this, the main principles of making grammatical rules of active
grammar and those of making rules of passive grammar are given.
