The results of the study indicate that the fundamental features of the
preparation of fulure teachers lo organize gaming aclivilies for children
are: molivalion of students; purposeful practical implementation of lessons
learned organizalion gaming activilies with preschool children; personality
- oriented, activity, competence, meaningful Procedure and zavdannevy
approaches to learning are realized through the use of active forms and
methods of educalional aclivily.
