Because they are the representatives of very important type of professional
aclivily, then, from that, what valued foundalion is formed al this lask
Jorce, quality of their professional aclivity depends.

A research aim consisted of study of features of the valued sphere of
state employees. 1t is assumed that socio-economic transformation and
Jundamental reformation of modern Ukrainian sociely, making the objective
component of social siluation of development of personalily, will find a
reflection in the change of structure of the valued sphere of workers most
sensitive to what be going on in sociely social changes.

The questionnaire of values of Schwarz that is sent to the study of
universal, common to all mankind values was used in research. Thus, it
was educed in research of the valued orientations of state employees, that
their values differ in foremost strengthening of orientation on itself, by
support on own forces and decline of role and value of inlernalss of
personality, especially important in contacts with other people
(sensitiveness, respect to the man, ability to hear out and understand other.

We will mark that on this stage of research it’ s difficult simply to give an
answer, whether there are the educed distinctions in the valued priorities by
investigation of internal transformation of values of cullure or resull of
influence of professional activity. Bul balances of the work lestify that
among values there is appearance of specific features affecting key bases
of Ukrainian national character. Workers «rejects the values of collectivism:
respecl of tradilions, moderation, equalily. Il means thal meaningful
reasons of behavior are: aspiring to the achievement of the personal success,
choice of own aims, independence, welfare and setting on social inequality.

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THE THEORETICAL ANALYSIS OF THE PHENOMENON OF

JEALOUSY IN TERMS OF MODERN PSYCHOLOGY

Abstract. It should be noted that there is a diverse understanding of the
phenomenon of jealousy and they correspond to different definitions. For
example, C. P. Korolenko and N. V. Dmitrieva, define it like this: «Jealousy
is an emotion experienced in the case of a threat and the loss of an important
relationship with the other person in connection with the replacement of
these relations lo relations with a rival or otherwise more significanl objecl.
« His understanding of jealousy offering A. Adler: ealousy - is a character
trail that can persist for life, it arises oul of a sense of rejection, as well as
a sense of constant humiliation. » As part of our work, jealousy is understood
as a negative feeling, and as a personality trait that is evident at all levels of
social interaction.

For the diagnosis of jealousy, we chose the following methods: a
questionnaire forjealousy L. Chursanovoy, multidimensional jealousy scale
Pfeiffer - Wong, for the diagnosis of a wide range of properties of the

individual questionnaire was chosen by R. Cattell and FPI. The study
involved 50 peoples.

Empirical research revealed significant relationship jealousy
performance with a wide range of personal properties. There is a significant
positive correlation at 1% and 5% level among all indicators of jealousy
and suspicion, lyranny and excessive self-conceil. The resulls of the
correlation analysis also demonstrated significant associations belween
measures of jealousy to the presence of guill, concern. The closesl
relationship was revealed with internal tensions, an excess of meaning, not
Sfinding discharge.
