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COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF PECULIARITIES OF EXPERIENCING FEAR
IN ADOLESCENTS FROM TWO-PARENT AND SINGLE-PARENT FAMILIES
The article presents a theoretical analysis of different approaches to fear study in Psychology, as well as its classification and
reasons of its emergence. Fear is the basic human’s emotion, which signals the state of danger; it depends on many external and
internal, inborn and acquired factors. The reasons of fear can be divided into the following groups: inborn fear determinants, ex-
ternal and internal reasons of fear emergence; real, imaginary ones, etc. Besides, researchers also distinguish such types of fears
as natural, social, situational, personal, real, imaginary, acute, and chronic. The age period of adolescence is characterized by so-
cial fears, which are primarily caused by the family relations, and especially it concerns single-parent families. The following
empirical methods were used to reveal the peculiarities of showing fear by adolescents from two-parent and single-parent fami-
lies: observation, conversation, techniques ‘Nonexistent animal”, “Draw and write down your fears”, “List of fears”, “Scale of
the level of reaction and personal anxiety” by C. Spielberg and Yu. Khanin, “Scale of anxiety” by O. Kondash. The sample in-
volved 200 adolescents aged from 11 to 14 years (100 surveyed from single-parent families and 100 surveyed from two-parent
families). It has been revealed that adolescents from single-parent families have more fears than the ones from two-parent fami-
lies. Adolescents from both single- and two-parent families are characterized by fear experience and easiness of their emergence,
but anxiety is more particular for children from single-parent families. The medium and high levels of school fears expression is
predominant for adolescents from single-parent families, while the ones from two-parent families show the medium level of fear
expression. The surveyed from single-parent families are characterized by high level of personal anxiety and low level of reaction
anxiety, while the surveyed from two-parent families have medium level of reaction and personal anxiety.

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AGE-RELATED AND GENDER PECULIARITIES OF METACOGNITIVE
REGULATION OF SOCIAL AND PSYCHOLOGICAL ADAPTATION

The performed research of adults’ mechanisms of social and psychological adaptation made it possible to determine that
their structure can be represented by three components: “cognitive activity”, “self-image”, “image of the world”. The age-related
and gender differences in the levels of manifestation of the components of social and psychological adaptation and certain
structural parameters characterizing them were analyzed. 52 adults (14 male and 38 female) aged 21 to 40 took part in the
research. The people under test were asked to range the values represented on a sheet according to their personal preferences
(lower rank corresponded to greater significance of this value for a person). The study results were processed by means of
correlation and factor analysis. It is shown that higher levels of the social and psychological adaptation of an individual,
component of self-image and certain structural parameters are typical for the people at the age of 24-28 years. Low levels of the
majority of the studied parameters are observed in people at the age of 20-23 years; and in the tested people at the age of 31-35
years the moderate decrease of the main indicators of the adaptation was observed. Differences in the value-sense regulation of
the adaptive processes were determined among the representatives of various age groups. It is shown that among men compared
to women the higher levels of social and psychological adaptation, its basic components and structural indicators forming them
were revealed. For men it is also typical to focus on the value of “understanding the world”, and for women it is typical to focus
on the value of “taking care of me”. It is concluded that these components of social and psychological adaptation, which are
based on firm convictions and values orientations of a person, characterize the special features of metacognitive regulation of
his/her behavior in the various situations of life activity.
