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possible positive changes of neurological indicators of a child in a result of complex of medical rehabilitation is re-
quired (medical treatment, physiotherapy, reflexotherapy, balneation etc.). It is shown that the formation of a child’s
walk is influenced by the nature and combination of the various syndromes of musculoskeletal disorders, as well as the
increased muscle tone. As the walk of a child develops there is a decrease in muscle tone and reducing tonic activity of
syndromes of musculoskeletal disorders. Therefore, normalization of the muscle tone is the basis for the formation of
motor function in children with cerebral palsy. All surveyed children had various combinations of syndromes of muscu-
loskeletal disorders. The information obtained will allow professionals-recreation therapists to carry out the adequate
correction of musculoskeletal disorders, taking into account individual characteristics of a child.

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PHENOMENON OF EMOTIONALITY IN MUSIC AND
PERFORMING PROCESS OF FUTURE MUSIC TEACHERS

The author specifies the concept of emotionality in the context of music and performing activity of future Music teachers. Emo-
tionality depends on the psychological type of a human, but emotionality of musical and performing process is influenced also by the
objective factors. They are the following: professional level of realization of the emotional and meaningful aspect of music intona-
tion, adequate character of feeling and experiencing a dominant emotion, which is the basis of an artistic work. The important thing is
the realization and feeling by students of an emotional sentiment of the epoch in a particular time and space of culture period. The
author offers the classification of emotional types according to B. Dodonov as a basis for the emotional interpretation of a music
piece. Besides, the author presents the significant types of emotions for the music and performing process. For example, the value
function of emotions in the performance training of future Music teachers becomes a regulator of professional and motivational
sphere of a musician-professional. The emotion of cognition, which stimulates the demand for the comprehension of the image’s
meaning, understanding of the context, is strengthening under the influence of romantic feelings of a performed, which he is expe-
riencing during the performance. The romantic type is mostly corresponded with the wide variety of feelings, which are expressed by
the romantic music. Romantic and Gnostic types are of a special importance for the music and performing interpretation. Their ener-
gy doubles of these types are combined in a personality. The phenomenon of emotionality in music and performing process of a
student-musician is very difficult and multi-functional. This difficultness is explained by the fact that emotionality covers natural
psychological quality (the complex of music skills), as well as professional emotional experience, formed on the basis of communi-
cating with culture; the latter fills the emotional sphere of a personality with a diverse range of emotions, which concentrate the main
vectors of life facts, transformed and coded by intonational and other music means of expression. Multi-functionality of emotionality
is expressed in the axiological function, which forms the value system; in a motivational function, which provides the realization of
demands for self-expression; in professionally-identification function, which allows perceiving the belonging of a work to a certain
style of epoch through emotions; as well as pedagogical function, which encourages a teacher to perform in a more emotionally ex-
pressive way in order to develop pupil’s feelings of experiencing.
