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sexuality, which evokes emotions, is determinative and core. It was revealed that flirtation has a mandatory element —
the so-called game which may be implemented in words. It is a joke, based on the use of words different in their mean-
ing and similar in sounding, play on words, as well as the use of different stylistic devices of a language, such as buf-
foonery, wittiness, metaphorical nomination, ironic humiliation, exaltation and many others. Behavioral game is the
ability to plan certain actions which attract attention and influence on obtaining the desired result from contacting with
the opposite sex. However, such actions are often implemented in accordance with the situation, i.e., intuitively; due to
women’s natural ability to be fancied, to flirt and seduce. In addition, the game is a rather important instrument of per-
sonal perception in one’s psychological activities. It is noted that a woman’s ability to implement flirting skills helps
achieve the desired results not only in dealing with a man in order to achieve the desired results in her personal life, but
also in her work, because we know that flirtation involves the development of confidence and self-esteem through the
establishment of warm, trusting and sincere relationships within general cultural and spiritual values.

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DEVELOPMENT OF EMOTIONAL MATURITY OF STUDENTS-FUTURE PSYCHOLOGISTS

The article deals with the problem of personality’s emotional maturity in terms of enhancement of the efficiency of
future psychologists training in higher educational institutions. Emotional maturity in this study is considered as an in-
tegrative personal quality which characterizes the degree of emotional sphere development at the level of emotional re-
sponse adequacy under certain socio-cultural conditions. The main components of human emotional maturity are emo-
tional expressiveness, emotional self-regulation and empathy. The results of emotional maturity empirical investigation,
which were obtained with O. Chebykin’s questionnaire “Diagnostics of personality’s emotional maturity”, showed that
without creating special conditions, the development of future psychologists’ emotional maturity is quite a moderate
process. The program of emotional maturity development was worked out; it consisted of 12 classes and included group
psychological training aimed at developing personality’s self-regulation, empathy and expressiveness, at creating an
adequate self-image, at mastering the system of concepts necessary for psychological analysis of one’s personality, at
relieving inner conflicts and tension. 24 students were involved in experimental approbation of the programme. They
wanted to take part in the training and attended optional classes lasting for 45-60 minutes twice a week for two months.
Each session consisted of four parts: 1) warm-up (exercises aimed at creating relaxed atmosphere, team spirit and readi-
ness for studying); 2) the main part (instructive material, exercises targeted at solving the main problems and reaching
the main goals of the lesson); 3) profitip (issues of new experience application in the psychology practice); 4) the final
part (the exchange of participants’ ideas and experiences, homework). Comparing the results of preliminary and overall
testing of training participants with further statistical check of credibility of the changes obtained showed the effective-
ness of the worked out programme of emotional maturity development.
