It’s analyzed that all the constituents are connected and each of them is the basis for another, for example, knowledge about
different ethnic groups is the basis for a dialogue of cultures, the correctness of its converse forms moral and ethical qualities of a
personality in the created multicultural environment, thus developing the ability to express their views correctly, which are the
indicators of communicative and personal constituents of foreign students’ professional and pedagogical culture.

ACHILD IN ETHNOPEDAGOGICAL VIEWS OF NATALI ZAGLADA

The article presents a scientific analysis of etnopedagogical views of N. Zaglada on the problems of baby's world.
The basic position of a child's development conception is revealed, its progressive nature is displayed, the assesment of N.
Zaglada's ethnopedagogical heritage of childhood problems from the standpoint of modern science is given given. N. Zag-
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lada proves that the material and spiritual culture of children's lives is so broad and rich that it requires the allocation of a
special branch of ethnography. She urged researchers to conduct this study quickly, as under influence of momentary
progress a lot of valuable research signs of the past would disappear without a trace. Special attention is given in the article
to the age periodization of childhood by N. Zaglada. By "first stratum" she attributes children (infants) who require care
and full attention of the entire family. The "second stratum" according to the age periodization of N. Zaglada, includes 3-
14 year old children who occupy a special place in the family and society. The third stratum of the younger generation is
mature young people (boys and girls) who are characterized as organized labor force, so-called "juvenile communities".
