TO THE ISSUE OF TECHNICAL COMPETENCY IN THE CONTEXT OF TECHNOLOGICAL EDU-
CATION

The article presents the study of the general technical literacy and features of its formation on the basis of
technological education. On the basis of this experiment, the necessity to introduce for future teachers of a special
course of general technical training, which consists of two modules, is being proved. Specific classification of
technological literacy, emphasizing its weight for different specialists, is being substantiated. Education sector «Tech-
nology» is an essential component of general education for all students, giving them the opportunity to practice basic
knowledge of science. An ascertaining experiment was conducted to analyze the overall technical literacy of students at
the Odessa Technical College. The ability of students to understand the general physical principles and laws that under-
lie the action of the most common technical objects and systems were evaluated. The indicator was also dispersion of
the distribution of the frequency of repetition steps of «mechanical intelligence» as a measure of heterogeneity of these
distributions. Two years later, this test was conducted for the 2nd and the 3rd year students of SUNPU named after

K. D. Ushynsky in the field of «technological educationy. Statistical methodology of calculating and comparing T-
marks was applied. Experimental results suggest that the «mechanical intelligence» of the 3rd year students is much
lower than that of high school students. It explains the contradiction between the growth of the saturation of modern so-
ciety by technique and the loss of professional and cognitive interest of the youth to it, despite the fact that the logic of
continuity of educational process in secondary schools and higher educational establishments should contribute to the
growth of this indicator. The determined constituents of technological literacy: technological literacy in the process of
work which includes the planning and organization of the work process, technological literacy as the use of techniques
for technological process support, literacy in design as using the principles of ergonomics, aesthetics, design and artistic
processing of materials, technical information literacy as the use of principles of collection, storage, processing and use
of information, tech entrepreneurial literacy as an analysis of the needs of people (market), technical design and re-
search literacy as an independent determination of needs and opportunities of the activity during project execution.

PEDAGOGICAL CONTROL OVER TRANSITION FROM PROFESSIONALLY ORIENTED INFOR-
MATION TO FUTURE PRESCHOOL TEACHERS’ PROJECT ACTIVITIES

The article considers a problem of pedagogical management of process of transition professional focused informa-
tion in a mode of design activity of future tutors of a preschool mortgage. Society needs qualitatively new teacher who
can adapt to modern changes, organize creative, innovative activity in educational institutions with use of design tech-
nologies. And design activity provides development of informative habits of students - future tutors of preschool mort-
gages of abilities independently to design the knowledge and to be guided in information spacious, development of crit-
ical thinking. The professional contents of the focused training are characterized by the developed ability to the solution
of the professional situations, the developed thinking and consciousness. We consider the professional focused training
as ability of the student of the pedagogical higher school to self-improvement; mastering by knowledge from philologi-
cal and pedagogical disciplines; as difficult personal education which includes structural components, qualities of the
personality which influence the motivational sphere. The contents of the professional focused training is submitted by
socially meaning motives of professional activity; pedagogical abilities, completeness, depth of philological, pedagogi-
cal and psychological knowledge and abilities; social activity of the identity of future tutor of a preschool mortgage.
Professional activity is a difficult dynamic system which needs management. Pedagogical management is specific: cla-
rification of pedagogical tasks and definition of their place in the general system from ensuring quality of pedagogical
activity of participants of process; planning and organization of pedagogical work; ensuring systematic, intensive func-
tioning of pedagogical process; increase of level of professional and pedagogical teachers’ skills; self-improvement ac-
tivization.
