REVIEW OF FOREIGN AND HOME APPROACHES TO THE PROBLEM OF TEAMBUILDING

The article analyzes the problem of teambuilding as an approach to formation and development of effective teams. To create an
effective team, to help achieve by organization its goals, to consolidate and coordinate the work of its members, to use optimally its
resources and opportunities, and lead to professional and personal growth. The process of effective teambuilding focused on the
comparison team’s capabilities with the organization’s requirements, strategies and plans for its development. The article presents the
results of a brief overview of the main theoretical and practical approaches which devote to the problem of teambuilding. The author
carried out a brief overview of national and international approaches to the issue of teambuilding. In particular, considered the
Belbin's role concept of teambuilding, Margerison-McCann team management wheel; the Katzenbach and Smith’s model of team
development; the Tuckman's model of team development; the program-role approach by M.Yaroshevskiy, the value-role approach
by V.Gorbunova, the psycho-acmeological approach by Y.Sinyagin; the model of managerial roles by T. Bazarov and
others.Summarizes the results of a brief overview of the different approaches to the problem of teambuilding. The analysis suggests
that in the area of national and international science three different approaches to the study of teambuilding could be found. The first
approach bases on team’s performance; the second is about team’s members and interaction between them (which is the key to
achieving organization’s goals); and the third one combines two approaches that were mentioned above, and focused on team’s
results and interaction between team’s members.

CONCEPT OF "DISABLED CHILD™ IN UNIVERSITY STUDENTS: PSYCHOSEMANTICAL STUDY

The article presents the results of psychosemantical research of the term "disabled child” in university students.
The sample consists of 66 students of 3-4 courses, field of study Psychology, 35 - females, 13 - male and 18 volunteers
who work with children with disabilities (all females).The theoretical analysis shows us the actual problems of training
professionals,who work in the field of inclusive education. It also shows the dependence of positively directed and op-
timistic associations and the experience of student’s voluntary work with disabled children. Identified and described the
gender differences in perception of the term "disabled child" by students. Namely, in the male sample, the largest num-
ber of associations related to the pessimism and lack of perspective. While the most females use associations connected
with compassion and assistance. There are associations which are often use in the total sample: «help», «disease»,
«hospitaly, «wheelchair», «sorrow» and «sadnessy», «painy, «medicament», «money», «child», «compassion» and «em-
pathy», «limited capacity», «care». Compared with other members of the research student volunteers showed the high-
est results in categories such as outlining perspectives, optimism and positive direction, and associations that are con-
nected with the name of the organization and methods of help and support.The results of the associative experiment
could be considering the student’s volunteer work with disabled children as one of the ways of improving training sys-
tem, working conditions for specialists who work in inclusive education.
